a result of it.e agitation a special meeting
of the statue commission has been called
fo»- Nlondav afternoon ar :t o'clock. The^
protests and Col. BrornweTs report there¬
on will be considered a that rr.eeiing. and
i; will then be determined whether the de¬
cision of the commission in accepting the
O'Connor model shall stand or whether
the matter shall l»e reopened for further
consideration.

Dickinson has replaced Secretary V\ right
and Secretary Meyer has taken the place jof Secretary Newberry.- The dther rneiu-

McCall of Massachusetts. Col. Cosby,
the new superintendent of public build¬
ings and grounds, succeeds Col. Bromwell
as executive officer ot the commission.

^Although the protests against the O'Con¬
nor model have not been made public. it is
stated generally that that decision is oh-
jected to malr.ly on the ground that it
represents Commodore Barry in the char¬
acter of an Irishman rather than as an
American patriot. No special cr.tlcism i^
made to the rtgure of Barry himself
which stand® in tlie front of an elaborate
architectural fountain. Back of the statue
is a massive marble wall upon which is a

frieze representing events in the history
of Ireland. This frieze represents some
of the early traditions of folk lore, the
refining influence of Christianity, St. F at-
rick baptising the king, the expulsion of
the Danes and finally th» troubles Mat led
to emigration to tlie I'nited States. At
either end of th'.s wail are allegorical
groups with Erin as the principal figure
in each, while perched on top at the ends
are two sedate looking American eag^
It i^ an elaliorate production of undoubted
artistic merit. Doubt is expressed how-

INTERESTING LECTURE BY MAJ.
SQUIER AND LIEUT. LAHM.

Progress Made in Aerial Navigation
Described.Pictures Exhibited

Showing Flights.

Maj. George Squler and Lieut. Frank
Lalim last night lectured before the Na-
tional Geographic Society at the Masonic
Tempie on the progress that had been
made in aerial navigation and the effect
that the art would have in the next war.

Maj. Squier said that so far as the
convention sinned at the last Hague
conference was concerned it had prac¬
tically no effect in excluding aeroplanes
and dirigibles from the field of military
operations. The I'nited States was the
only or.e of the gnat powers to sign the
treaty prohibiting the dropping of ex¬

plosives from balloons. This convention
was signed by some of the smaller pow¬
ers as well, but it would not bind 'he
United States against the use of war bal-
loons except in conflict with one of 'he
powers that had signed the treaty. There
was no likelihood of our ever having a
conflict with one of these powers, so the
treaty v.as of little value.

Use of Balloons in War.
lie pointed out ihat t.ie probable use of

aeroplanes and dirigibles in future wars
would be to strike at the'enemy's base
of supplies, navy yards and arsenals, de¬

stroying the power of offensive action
and at the same time causing muiui lest*
actual slaughter in the rank ami tiie oi
tiie opposing arm}.
He said tnat being able to threaten the

capital and national legislature of u

eour.tr> would probably make Hit same
leg.s!au;re and ruler chary about declar¬ing war. It was a very different thing
foi a king «>;. a ru.e; to embark on a war
with a million s>o!c.iers b tweeti him and
thr1 frontier and for the sum btfdicose
sovereign to plunge the couiUiV into a
war that prooabl;. w-.uld lestiit in his
having halt" a ton of high explosives
dropped down his own chimney.

For this reason special
precautions are taken against the leakase
of ga.s in Dutch towns Mow e!e<-tricitjr
escaping underground acts upon trees
yet has not been sufficiently studied t.» '.*

understood. Trees w ill not grow, in \e, y
narrow streets where t! e Mouses are high,
neither will they thrive if the pavement
does not let in tie moisture and air in
sufficient quantities.
The best trees for street planting in

Holland are elms and lindens, bu t Fie elm
is the hardier of the two and will grow-
where a linden will not. Trees of the**
kinds reach a great ace. like the old
elms along the quiet grachts of Edam,
one of the "dead" cities of th«- Zitvder
Zee. which saw the fleets of Van Trump
and I)e Ruvter in the harbor of Hdani -

the harbor which appears so tiny to mod¬
ern e>es tl.at one with difficulty imagine*
"the terror of the North sea" anchoring
there. Then there are the mag'iflce'it
lindens of the Mallebaan. in Utrecht,
which appealed :o the Fren< h monarch
King Louis XIV.
