THRIVING SEA HORSES.

Five of Them Have Almost Doubled
in Size in Six Months.

From the New York Sun.
There is never any lack of Interested

visitors gazing in at the aquarium's tank
of sea horses; and no wonder, for the sea

horae, with ita body bearing a strikingly
lifelike resemblance to the head and neck
of a horse, and with its tall prehensile
like a monkey's, may easily be regarded
a« the most marvelous of living rreu-
tnres.
The sea horses now here came from off

Atlantic City last September. There were
¦even in the bunch originally, of which
In the course of time two died; but the
Bvo ®urvlvore have thrived. When they
came In the smallest of them was about
two Inches In length and the large>t al>out
two and a half inches. Now the smallest
would measure about three and a ha!t

* and the largest four and a half Inches;
they have almost doubled In size, and in
their quiet, smooth-moving, gentle wajthey are lively and playful. Sea horses
of this species attain a length of se^n

.. Inches. There are sea horses in the
Pacific that grow to be a foot long.
They feed the sea horses on sammarus.

the gammarus being tiny, shrimplikecrustacean that ranges fr.im an eighthof an inch to half an Inch in length, and
that lives on and around some sorts ot
aquatic vegetation, 'where It And* sub¬
sistence by feeding on other animals still
.mailer than Itself. On col.l .lays »n win¬
ter hereabout the gammarus jtoes down
m the mud. to come out and skip around
again when the weather gets warmer.
The gammarus is the sea horse's favorite
food.
Together with the crass on which they

*re found, they briiifr a lot of the j;ain-
'narus to the aquarium, and then at meal
times shake off into their tank enoughf»r the sea horses to e«t Sometimes

. they drop a. bunch of the grass with gam¬
marus in and on it into the tank, and
then the sea horses will nose the grass
aver and burrow into it in search of their
natural prey. But the s»eu horse is <*
somewhat dainty feeder, and it does not.
as some animals are said to do, try to
Dite oft more than it can chew. It may
ae seen to snake on to the tail of a gam¬
marus that Is burled in a bunch of grass
knd drag it forth, but If It finds this gam¬
marus is bigger than it can eat the sea
dorse will drop it and seek one smaller.

STRIKE NOW GENERAL
Postal Service Paralyzed in All

French Cities.

CRISIS EXPECTED TODAY

Belief That Unpopular Official Will
Be Removed.

SOLDIERS SORTING THE MAILS

Paris Threatened With Famine, Due
to Suspension of Business.Bail-

roads May Be Tied Up.

PARIS, March 2D..The government to¬
night issued a statement concerning the
.strike in which the situation was said to
be notatdy improved, many of the strik¬
ers, especially the telephone girls, re¬

turning to work. The strike leaders. on
the other hand, at the various meetings
held tonight, are loudly proclaiming war

to the hilt, and "there are disquieting
rumors of railroad and other co-operative
strikes.
The strike is now general at Lyons,

Marseille. St. Etienne, Rourges, Gren¬
oble. l«ille. Nancy, Rouen. Havre, Limoges
and the other principal cities of France.
The police and municipal guards on duty

for tlie protection of the general post
office have been replaced by soldiers.
President Fallieres and Minister of

Public Works Barthou had a long confer¬
ence this morning.
The belief prevails that there will be

Important developments over Sunday
through the elimination of M. Slmayan,
under secretary of posts and telegraphs,
whose presence has been the chief ob¬
stacle to a settlement. It Is openly in¬
timated that the government, having se¬

cured the indorsement of the chamber
of deputies, is not anxious longer to
should Secretary Simayan'a unpopular¬
ity.
Probably a change will be made Monday,

when, it is reported, the cabinet will do
away with the position of under secretary
of posts and create a postmaster gen¬
eralship, to which an expert will be ap¬
pointed.

Controlled by. Politics.
Disclosures in connection with the strike

indicate that the abuses and favoritism
charged have been largely due to the fact
that politics have had much to do with the
appointments in and the administration
of the post and telegraph services.
A semi-offlcial note issued today says

that a considerable number of women
have returned to work, but in spite of
this the situation has not sensibly im¬
proved. The government has formally
notified the strikers that forty-eight
horrs of grace will bo allowed them to
return to work, after which their dis¬
missal will be Irrevocable. Orders have
been given that notices be posted
throughout the country announcing the
holding of competitive examinations next
week for the postal service.
No attempt yet has been made to re¬

store the money order and the registered
mall service in Paris.

Business Almost Suspended.
The paralysis of business is becoming

more serious with every hour. Every
conceivable expedient is being used to
maintain communication. Special cour¬
iers are being sent in automobiles to the
frontier, and bicyclists are being em¬
ployed for the delivery of messages
throughout the city. The government
has organized a special service to in¬
sure communication between L«ondon and
King Edward, who is at Biarritz.
The lack of food in the capital, an out¬

come of the impossibility of forwarding
payments. Is making it^lf felt today,
and provision dealers declare that if
there i« no improvement the city, in a
few days probably will be confronted

with famine conditions. The '.oeses to
busings* to Paris alone are variously es¬
timated at from fJOO.OOO to $1.200.000.
Only a few wires today connected Paris
with Europe and the outside world.

Soldiers Sorting Mailt.
One thousand colonial infantrymen have

'been put to work sorting and delivering
i the accumulated mails. No newspapers
have been delivered since last Tuesday.

England Said to Desire a Po¬

litical Alliance.

DISCUSSED BY COUNCIL

Czar's Advisers Take Up Matter at
Special Session.

BALKAN SITUATION AVOIDED

Affairs in the Caucasus and Finland
Considered Instead.Belgrade

Interview Denied.

ST. PETERSBURG. March 20..'The ex
traordinary council at Tsarskoe-Selo yes¬
terday was not, as generally conjectured,
for the consideration of the Balkan situa¬
tion; the time was devoted to the discus¬
sion of the situations 4n Finland and In
the Caucasus. The emperor asked his
ministers for their opinion regarding the
proposal to abolish the existing viceroy,
alty of the Caucasus, and he consulted
them concerning the steps to be taken In
Finland, where the refusal of the senate
to promulgate a law allotlng lands to
tenant farmers has precipitated a crisis.
There is reason to believe that the pres¬

ent coalition Finnish senate will resign
and that it will be succeeded by a sen¬
ate of the Old Finns, who were In power
during th eregime of Governor General
Bobrikoff. The situation at Helslngfors
is such that the positions of both Gen.
Bockman, governor general of the grand
duchy, and M. LanghofC, state secretary
for Finland, are Insecure.

Alliance With England.
It is learned that among other things

discussed at the special state council was
an Important communication from Eng¬
land. which is tantamount to a proposal
for a political and financial alliance be¬
tween Russia and Great Britain.
The communication promised a market

for Russ'an loans in case of hostilities,
and co-operation in other ways.

Alleged Interview Denied.
The Belgrade correspondent of the

Bourse Gazette says in a disoatch that
M. Mllovanovlcs, the foreign minister,
told htm today ths* ftervla has accepted
the advice of the powers to disarm. Servla
considers the action of the powers to be
a guaranty, and she no longer has rea¬
son to fear armed attack from any side.
The Russian foreign office has no ad¬

vices confirming this alleged Interview
with M. Mllovanovics. On the contrary,
the statement was made tonight that no

representations to that effect had been
made in Belgrade.

Ask Austria to Wait.
BBRUIN, March 20..According to a dis¬

patch to the Frankfurter Zeitung from
Vienna the powers have expressed the
wish that Austria-Hungary would de¬
lay answering Servla'e note, in order to
gain time for consultation among them¬
selves and to permit further action at
Belgrade. The Vienna cabinet is willing
to act accordingly, says the dispatch, and
Count Forgach, Austro-Hungarian am¬
bassador to Servla, is therefore expected
to wait until the end of the month before
handing over Austria's answer.

BOTH WITH RELATIVES

Arguments For New Trial to Be
Heard Within Ten Days.

[APPEAL WILL BE LATER MOVE

Case May Come Up Again in May
or Early Next Tear in

Higher Court.

NASHVILLE. Tenn.. March 20..Guilty
of murder In the second degree; punish¬
ment twenty years' imprisonment. This
was the unexpected verdict rendered by
the Jury against Col. Duncan B. Cooper
and Robin J. Cooper when court opened
today.
The Jury yesterday acquitted John D.

Sharp, indicted with the Coopers for the
slaying of former United States Senator
E W. Carmack.
Events moved swiftly from the mo¬

ment the verdict was rendered today. Im¬
mediately the defense moved to set it
aside because of the verdict of disagree¬
ment of yesterday and asked the court to
declare it a mistrial.
Judge Hart said he would listen to

arguments on this motion later, probably
next week. He then fixed the defendants'
bonds at 125.000 each.

$1,500,000 Subscribed.
Although Judge Hart fixed the bond at

125.000, there was a rufeh to sign it on the
part of wealthy citizens of Nashville
which fairly swamped the clerk of the
criminal court. In vain he protested over
and over again that more than enough
sureties had signed. The Invariable ans¬
wer was:
"We want to put our name on that

bond, too."
It seemed as, though every friend of

the Coopers considered it incumbent upon
him to sign the bond. When there was
no more room for names at the foot of
the document the new bondsmen indorsed
it across the face until It was difficult to
decipher the signatures. When filled the
bond totaled nearly a million and a half.
The Coopers returned to the Jail this

afternoon late and removed their per¬
sonal effects. For the present Col. Cooper
will make his home with Mrs. Bunch.
Robin Cooper will return to his old quar¬
ters with his uncle, Judge B. C. Brad¬
ford.

Next Move Considered.
Tonight the father and son retired to

the home of Judge J. C. Bradford and
discussed the next move in the case.
In the event of Judge Hart overruling

the motion for a new trial appeal will
be taken to thff supreme court. The case
would be heard by that tribunal early
next year. Should he grant a new trial
the case will come up on the docket for
its second trial at the next term of the
criminal court in May.

Deliberations of Jury.
The report of the Jury was returned

seventy hours and fifteen minutes after
the charge had been received. The vote
to acquit John Sharp, indicted on the
charge of murder in the first degree
and also as an acessory before the fact,
was taken quickly and a verdict of "not
guilty" was returned yesterday.
The consideration in the case of the

two Coopers resulted in between fifteen
and twenty ballots. On the first ballot, it
is said, one member of the jury voted for
murder In the first degree and one for
acquittal, the others being divided be¬
tween murder in the second degree, man¬
slaughter and Involuntary manslaughter.
There were stormy times during the bal¬

loting. More than once it seemed that a
mistrial would be the inevitable result.
Finally, about daybreak this morning,
the last man who was holding out came
over to the majority and the case was
decided.

Plea of Defense.
The plea of the defendants, who were

represented by more than a dozen of the
ablest attorneys in this section, was self-
defense, they claiming that Mr. Car-
mack fired the first shot, following it
with a second, and that Robin Cooper
returned the fire, after the two shots.
When the jury was ready to report to¬

day the defendants were sent for. They
appeared in the courtroom at 9:25 o'clock,
two minutes after the twelve Jurors had
taken seats In the box for the last time.
Col. Cooper came in with his daughter,

Mrs. Beverly Wilson. Robin Cooper fol¬
lowed close after his father, followed by
Mrs. Lucius Burch.
"Everybody be seated. Mr. Clerk, poll

the jury," said Judge Hart.
"Well, gentlemen, have you agreed on

a verdict?" asked the judge.
Verdict is Returned.

When the voice of Foreman Burke
spoke to the court there was consider¬
able noise In the room. The court of¬
ficers called for quiet.
"We find the defendants, D. B. Cooper

and Robin Cooper, guilty in the second
degree and fix their punishment at
twenty years in the penitentiary," said
Foreman Burke.

'So say you all?" inquired Clerk
Haily.
"So say we all," re-echoed the jury.
"The jury Is excused," said the court.

The twelve men filed out of the court¬
room.
As the verdict was read, not a tremor

passed over the defendants. The silence
was intense.
Judge J. M. Anderson was the first to

break the silence, and, rising, he ad¬
dressed the court as follows:
"May It please the court, we desire to

enter a motion of mistrial on account of
the partial verdict which the jury ren¬
dered yesterday."
"That motion is overruled," said the

court.
Admitted to Bail.

Judge Anderson then announced that
application for bail would be made at
once. To this Attorney General McCarn
agreed, and the defendants were released
on bond, pending the hearing of the court
on the motion for a new trial.
The motion for a mistrial to bo entered

was based on the contention that. In
their verdict as to Mr. Sharp yesterday
the jury had reported that "we are hope¬
lessly tied as to the Coopers," and that
this was a partial verdict

ROOSEVELT'S ADMITS MISTAKE
GIVES TESTIMONY m PHOTOG¬

RAPHER'S SUIT.

Had Forgot and Denied Authoriz¬

ing "Fads and Fancies" to Use
Likeness, But Makes Correction.

OYSTER BAT, N. Y., March 20..Ex-
President Roosevelt's testimony in the
suit of a photographer who seeks to re¬
cover $5,000 from the Town Topics Pub¬
lishing Company for the publication of
three photographs of the ex-President in
the book, "Fads and Fancies," -was taken
by deposition here today.
Mr. Roosevelt said that when public

attention was flrst attracted to the pub¬
lication In question he did not recall that
he had ever given permission for the
use of the pictures. He thereupon dis¬
cussed the matter with Secretary L<oeb,
he said. As the latter also had no recol¬
lection that permission had been granted,
he allowed a statement to this effect to
be published.
Some time afterward, however, the ex-

President said, Mr. Loeb came across
the letter in which he had authorized
the publication of the pictures.
"We are caught, not in a falsehood, but

in a forgetfulness," Mr. Roosevelt told
Secretary Loeb, according to his testi¬
mony today.
Mr. Roosevelt added, according to coun¬

sel for the publishing company:
"I had no knowledge, of course, that

these photographs had been given until
Mr. Loeb had found the letter. Or course,
in giving out any plcutrse or other matter
pertaining to me he acted with my full
authorization."
The letter referred to was in part as fol¬

lows:
"Oyster Bay, N. Y., September 28, 1903.
"My dear Judge:
"I am in receipt of your favor inclosing

proof of article, which I return to you
with a few slight additions. It is all
right to use it. but, of course, please do
not have it appear as in any way in¬
dorsed by the President or myself. You
will understand my reasons for th's.
"I send you the following pictures,

which are all that I have on hand suitable
for the purpose: The Pres'dent's house at
Sagamore Hill, the tennis court and
Theodore, Jr.; the President on the lawn,
the President on his jumper Bleistein.

"Faithfully yours,
"WILLIAM LOEB. JR."

"Hon. Joseph M. Deuel,
"452 5th avenue. New York."
The photographer brought his suH

shortly after the publication of the Presi¬
dent's denial that he had authorized the
use of the pictures. A subpoena was
served on Mr. Roosevelt last week at a

reception tendered him by his towns¬
people.
United States District Attorney Stimson

appeared in behalf of Mr. Roosevelt.

Outdoor Sleeping.
From Harper's Bazar.

Lacking any opportunity for sleeping
entirely in the open, one can have a

sleepinghood which enables one to sleep
with the head out-of-doors and the
rest of the body indoors. For this one
can place the bed with the side against
the wall and the head at the window. The
c'nvas hood extends over the head alone,
completely cutting off the rest of the
body. The window is wide open, leav¬
ing the head exposed to the outside air,
and there is a curtain to drop from the
upper sash for protection against storms
or winds. Another form of hood per¬
mits the bed to stand with the head to
the window and the foot out in the room.
With this style of hood the extension
bed may be used. The head of this ex¬
tends out of the window just far enough
to allow the head of the sleeper to rest
outside. The sash is left open with a

curtain for use in case of storms, and
in addition there is a canvas awning
which may be raised or lowered.

EXPLANATION BY DR. WILEY
MAKES CLEAR STATEMENT CON¬

CERNING SOFT DRINKS.

Says Some Sirups, But Not All, Col¬
lected from Soda Fountains Con¬

tained Caffeine.

Nkw YORK, March 20..In a letter re¬

ceived by Secretary Schoder of the Ameri¬
can Bottlers' Protective Association. Dr.
Harvey W. Wiley, chief of the bureau of
chemistry of the Department of Agricul¬
ture, today corrected recently published
statements credited to him to the effect
that all soft drinks contained caffeine.
"The statements reported to have be^ti

made by me in my address before the
students of the Holy Cross Academy In
Washington are misrepresented." Dr.
Wiley wrote. "What I did say was that
parents often forbid their children to us«

coffee and tea at home and yet they were

allowed to get caffeine at the soda, foun¬
tains, which is the most injurious pait
of coffee and tea.
"I did not say that all soft drinks con¬

tain caffeine, but I did say that we had
! collected 100 sirups sold at soda foun-
I tains which contained caffeine. The caf¬
feine products are sold to the consumer
without any notice that they contain caf¬
feine, and caffeine in its pure' form In
such drinks is much more deadly than
when, combined naturally with coffee and
tea."
The foregoing statement Is In One with

the remarks made by Dr. Wiley before
the Society for the Study of Alcoholism
that met here last week He said then
that an analysis of 100 sirups from soda
fountains showed the presence of caf¬
feine and declared that many of the
popular so-called "soft drinks" contain
dangerous drugs that tend to form the
drug habit in the consumer.
His address before the Holy Cross Acad¬

emy students was made on the 11th in¬
stant. At that time he advised his hear¬
ers to abstain from the use of such stim¬
ulants. He bade them beware of soft
drinks. Faying:

"It will surprise you to know that most
of them contain more caffeine than coffee,
and a drug which is more deadly."

To Save Our Eyes.

There is a biblical injunction against,

hiding our "light under a bushel." Yet
it is probable that in a short time nearly

I every one who lias gas or electricity
for lighting will be literally covering the
source of light with a metal shade that
look* very much like a small bushel
measure. For several years lighting ex¬

perts and more particularly specialists In
eye troubles have decried the evil effects
upon the eye of the direct rays from
o;.r modern brilliant light soources. This
has been made more evident by the intro-
Auction and general use of the new hish
candle-power metallic filament incandes-
cent lamps. There have, therefore, been
many attempts to devise a method of
interior illumination by which the rays

'
are reflected once at least before reach-
lng the eye.
There is a considerable number of in¬

stallations in which this "indirect illumi¬
nation" is applied in diffe.rent ways the
most successful heretofore being that in
which the light is hidden behind brack¬
ets around the edge of the room and re¬
flected toward the celling. It has been
very limited in application, owing to the
loss or absorption of light by the re¬
flecting surfaces, but where the expense
is not considered very pleasing results
were produced. Recent developments
have been made that probably mark an

epoch in Interior lighting and will make
indirect Illumination a very general sys-
tem. In order to make this method
commercially available, that Is, bring It
within the reach of the man of ordinary
means, two things were necessary.
