Congressmen Get Views on

Tariff From Constituents.

WILL MOVE CAUTIOUSLY

Not Disposed to '"Jam*' the Bill,
Through the House.

MEMBERS TO BE SOUNDED SOON

Proposed to Ascertain General Senti¬

ment on Fixing a Date for End¬

ing General Debate.

The House leaders are confabulating
And conferring, without getting anywhere
in particular, on the proposition of bring-
ns debate on the tariff bill to an end in
,i reasonable time. Thus far there seems

jo bo no disposition to "put on the
screws" or clamp the lid down on talk
now in progress.
The question which interests most of

"the boys," as Uncle Jo«* Cannon calls
his colleagues, is whether tree oppor¬
tunity for amendment -*ill he offered.
That question has not yet been deter¬
mined. There is some discussion of hold¬
ing a caucus of republicans, hut at pres¬
ent the proposition does not sound good
to the rank and file. There are too many
discordant elements among the repub¬
licans.
The most likely prophecy at this time

would be that within a few days an ef¬
fort will be made to sound the sense of
the House on a proposition to fix a limit
lor general debate, and then to consider
tie hill by paragraphs, with chance for
.im ndment.
The fact of the matter is. republican

representatives are beginning to "hear
front the country." They frre receiving
communications from individual manu¬
facturers concerning the effect of the
proposed schedules on particular inter¬
ests. and are getting Information at first
hand of the practical working of the
contemplated revision.

Hearing From Constituents.
One prominent republican, who Is far

from being an insurgent, explained the
Kituatlon in his own case to a Star man

today as follows:
"From representations made to me by

different manufacturing interests In my
district. I find that a total of about 7.000
workingmen in my one district will have
their wages reduced or lose their Jobs al¬
together, by shutting down of works, if
the schedules are carried through as pro¬
posed. TTlie manufacturers are sending
me Lhelr inside figures of cost of produc¬
tion. wages paid, and the competition of
foreign goods.

CHICAGO WOMAN TELLS STORY

Admits She Was Once Engaged to

Dead Woman's Husband, But
Can Prove an Alibi.

Ind., March 26..Jessie
Lee Overton Culberteon's life ended as it
had been lived for years, in mystery.
The polio© now believe that Mrs. Cul¬
bertson, a bride of three months, killed
herself. Murder ras the first theory.
Intimate friends say the strange cireum-
stances attending Her death are in keep- jing with her character. Her husband to-

Ho lias telephoned to doctors with whom :
Mrs. Culbertson had been asrociated as a

nurse, and of her personal friends he is

asking for information concerning her
family.
Mrs. Culbertson often spoke of a broth¬

er, a Dr. Overton, who, she said, resided
in Texas. He has not yet been located,
but his whereabouts the police expect to
learn today. Chief of Police Evans,
after a conference with Coroner Beckes
this morning, declared that he is no

longer seeking evidence that the woman
was murdered. Coroner Beckes, when
ii< earned that a woman, suspected o.

complicity in Mrs. Culbertson's deatli.
had been found in Chicago, said he was

ready to proceed with the inquest. It
was resumed at once.
That Mrs. Culbertson attempted on a jprevious occasion to take her life had

been reported to the police. Before her
marriage to Culbertson she cut an arter.v
In her left arm. Dr. H. W. Held, who
knewHier aa a nurse, was summoned to,
attend her.
..What did you do that for?" the doctor

iisk^d her.
"Oh, It was an accident," she replied.

"I did it with the scissors."
After Dr. Held had dressed the wound,

Mrs. Culbertson pulled off the bandages.
Several times he was summoned to re¬
dress the wound.

Was a Peculiar Woman.
"She was a peculiar woman," said Dr.

Held today. "When 1 heard she was dead
I was convinced that she had killed her¬
self. and the way she did it was just
like Jessie Overton. I never heard her
talk about her antecedents. She said that
her father and brother ttverf in Texas,
but never told me where. Both, she said,
were physicians. I know that there was
some mystery in her life that ^troubledher. She waa often despondent."
The police are now in communication

with authorities at Nashville, Tenn..
where there are several Lee and Over¬
ton families. None of the threatening
letters displayed by Mrs. Culbertson was
received in the mail. A11 were found in
corners of the house, and when she found
them some> member of the household al¬
ways was present. Chief Evans believes
that Mrs Culbertson wrote the letters
to herself.
Mrs. Culbertson. it was learned today,

was in possession of the miniature skull
and cross-bones found with 'her when she
wuti discovered in the shed for many
months. This, together with the finding
tf,day of h lx.lt of muslin in Mrs. Culbftrt-
unn's room from which the bandage over
her mouth was taken, are links In the
chain of evidence to support the suicide
theory.
Fear that something in her past might

be revealed, the authorities think, may
have been the motive for suicide. She Is
known to have said to a friend about four
months ago: "If anything ever happens
to me. don't try to find out who I am.
because no one will ever learn anything, jMr. Culbertion. his parents and the rel-]
atives of the dead woman are not recon¬
ciled to the suicide theory. They insist
that the woman was happy and had no
cause to take her life.

It
mattered not to me whom he married or
what he did. From information received
trom my friends in Vincennes I believe
Mr* Culbertson was a nurse, who at one
time had cared for Joshua Brazleton.
stepfather of Culbertson."

Virgil Culbertson. a brother of Russell.
Mrs. I.ongwell is a typical brunette, ap¬

parently thirty-three or thirty-four years
old and is a beautiful woman. She at j
one time lived in Vincennes. but fays she
has not been outside of Chicago for three
months.

jaw which Knocked him off his feet.

Calls for Help.
The blow rendered him almost inaensi-

hie for a few seconds, and he felt him¬
self being relieved of his watch and chain.
Mr. Haynes grabbed one .of the men by
the arm and clung tenaciously, shouting,
"Help" at the top of his voice. Police¬
man Wildinauor. who was standing a
short distance across the street, heard the
outcries and responded on the run. One
of the men rushed down 42d street to

I the weal, and Wildinauer hastened to
where. Ilaynes and the cab driver were
rolling and struggling about the sidewalk,
The cab driver put up a light, but

Wildinauer soon subdued him and took
him to the Kast .Vlst street station, where
Mr. Haynes identified him as one of the
men who had made the attack. The cab
drlvet said that he had seen Mr. Ilaynes
knocked down and had hastened to vive
assistance, and that the real estate dealer,

I still crazed frv"-;: the blow, had mistaken
him for one of the robbers.
The police searched the cab driver, but

could find no watch or chain. The po¬
lice held him. nevertheless. Mr. Ilaynes
placed a value of $150 on the watch and
chain.

Scene of Attack Busy Spot.
The corner where the attack occurred

is seldom deserted at any hour of the
day or night,, and a policeman is never
far distant from the neighborhood.
Before the insurance investigations Mr.

Ilaynes was one of the most successful
agents in the country, and when the
Equitable was first brought under scrutiny
he was considered a rich man. When
there was a change in the management
of the Kquitable Mr. Ilaynes resigned.
Mr. Haynes later became president of the
Mutual Reserve Company, in succession
to Freerick A. Burnham, an it is said
lie lost much money trying to straighten
out the affairs of that company.

King Peter Ready to Accept
Renunciation of George.

SERVIANS ARE PLEASED

Brother of Madcap Prince Is Serious
and Intelligent.

CABINET NOT TO INVESTIGATE

Death of Kolakovits Ascribed Of¬

ficially to Fall Down Stairs and
Matter Will Best.

King Peter, that it is his irrevocable wish
to renounce his right to succession to
the Servian throne the king will assent
and will ask parliament to sanction a

proclamation declaring his second son.
Alexander, to l>c heir to the throne.
Alexander spent some time at St. Pe¬

tersburg as a student and is an intelli¬
gent and serious-minded young man.
The cabinet has issued a statement

that the servant Kolakovits, for whose
death the crown prince was said to he
responsible, asserted when he was
brought to the hospital that his injury
had l»een caused by falling down stairs
in the dark.
The body showed no external injuries.

Consequently the authorities have no rea¬
son to pursue the matter further. In the
event of new facts being discovered there
will be a fresh Investigation.

Amenable Only to King.
A cabinet council last night decided that

the premier was incompetent to receive
a direct communication from the crown

prince, who is subject only to his
father's authority. The premier will
therefore return the letter and advise
the prince to address himself to the king.
Tne prince's letter reads as follows:
"Driven by unjustified insinuations,

based on" an unfortunate occurrence, I
beg in defense of my honor, as well as

my conscience, to declare that 1 re¬

nounce all claims to the throne, as> well
as any other privileges to which I am
entitled.

"1 beg you to take the necessary steps
that this action may receive sanction. I
place my services as a soldier and a
citizen at the disposal of the king and
the fatherland. I am ready to give my
life for them."'

Assembly Threatened to Act.
It is learned that the prince took thi.s

action because of a threatened inter¬
pellation in the national assembly re¬

garding Kolakovits. The prince now
says that before leaving the country he
will await the final result of the pending
political situation, and will join the vol¬
unteers as a private in case of war.
The action of the crown prince was ap¬

parently taken without consulting any
one. Kven the king, his father. was> not
aware of it until the premier visited him
with the prince's letter in his hand.
The general public is highly pleased

with the renunciation of the prince, and
hopes It will mean his permanent ob¬
literation. The prince's wild career and
contempt of law have scandalized the
country.
Alexander, the prince's younger brother,

is much more intelligent, and would be
a much more acceptable heir to the
throne.

Simons Reinstated as Clerk.
President Taft has issued an executive

order reinstating F. B. Simons as a clerk
in the bureau of internal revenue "without
reference to the length of time since his
separation from the service." This order
was made "to enable the commissioner of
internal revenue to secure a civil servant
with the needed technical knowledge for
cases involving denatured alcohol." The
reinstatement was made on the recom¬
mendation of the civil service commission,
the Secretary of the Treasury and the
commissioner of internal reveuue.

The prosy tariff debate in the House

For an hour he
nad been badgered by members with ques¬
tions as to the existence of an alleged
lumber trust. Mr. Fordney had denied tu
the most emphatic manner, time and
again, the existence of such a trust. Fin¬
ally Mr. .Byrd of Mississippi contended
that there was some kind of an arrange¬
ment by which manufacturers controlled
prices, and Mr. Fordney understood Mr.
Byrd to say that Mr. Fordney, through
lite firm, had personal knowledge of it.
Mr. Fordney denied knowledge of any

such condition, whereupon Mr. Byrd as¬
serted for his part that he knew whereof
he spoke.
"You dbn't know a d.n thing about It,

then," Mr. Fordney exclaimed, amid gen¬
eral laughter.

Byrd Starts Toward Fordney.
Mr. Byrd, who is a tall, powerful inan.

darted from his place on the democratic
side, his face flushed with anger, and
started toward Mr. Fordney, who stood in
the main aisle. I'p to this time, the House
had apparently regarded the matter jocu¬
larly, but Mr. Bvrd's demeanor showed
he took it seriously.
As he continued his progress toward

Mr. Fordney it dawned on those near him
that a tight was imminent, and several
gentlemen undertook to restrain Mr.

Kuesterman Denounces Oil "Joker."
The debate on the tarifT bill continued

in the House yesterday until a late hour.
Mr. Knapp of New York said there were

some features of the bill with which lie
was ivjt in entire accord. He opposed
especially the wood pulp and print paper
schedule, and pointed out what, he said,
would be its injurious effects on that in¬
dustry in the United Stales.

I Following an academic discussion of
the tariff. Mr. Kuestermanti of Wisconsin
opposed the countervailing duty on oi'.
which, he argued. ha:l enabled the Stand¬
ard Oil Company to sell oil in England
at from to 4 cents a gallon less than
in the United States, lie declared that
he had received positive assurance that
that feature of the Uingiey bill would be
omitted from the Payne bill.
"But," he said, holding up a copy of

the measure, "here is the little joker
standing before me in all its wickedness,
ready to take from twelve to fifteen mil¬
lions of dollars out of the pockets of our

people and i.dding It to the vast profits
of the .ureatest trust on earth."
The people, he said, were tlitis "left at

the mercy of that ever-hungry monop¬
oly."
Replying to Mr. Randcll ot Texas. Mr.

Kuestermann said he was not prepared to

stato that the position of John D. Rocke¬
feller in the last election had something
to do with the oil schedule. If, he as¬
sorted. any one expected to tir.d a soul
in the Standard Oil Company he would
make a serious mistake.
Asked by Mr. Stephens of Texas if he

had come across any other "joker" in
the hill. Mr. Kuestermann. amid applaus"
and laughter, said he iiad been so oeeu-

pied "in discovering this little joker"
that lie had not found time to hunt lor
others.
That no one for some time knew of

the presence in the Dingiey bill of the
so-called oil joke was the statement of
Mr. < "coper of Wisconsin.

pet in he said he did not know, "but it
was put in with the knowledge of but a

very few members of either the House
or Senate." To the surprise of everybody,
however, lie declared, some one discov¬
ered it long after the Dingiey bill be¬
came law.

For Benefit of Producers.
While asseiting that he was not de¬

fending the Standard Oil" Company, Mr.
Smith of California slid it had no ad-

! vantage over others in the refining of
oil.

HER SECRET IN COFFIN
Mysterious Notes to Be Buried
With Mrs. LorillarcTs Body.

CORONER'S LIPS SEALED

Funeral Services Held at Home This
Afternoon.

FACT DENIED BY SERVANTS

Two Letters and Trinkets, Found or

Body, and Seen by Dr. Nevitt,
Probably Explain Suicide.

If the contents of two mysterious nof«

found tucked away Inside the folds of
Mrs. Pierre Lorillard's undergarments
would be divulged by the coroner it is

probable tnat a great deal of light could
be thrown upon the motives which in¬
duced her suicide yesterday morning.
The two notes and some trinkets con¬

tained in the original envelope now re¬

pose in the casket In which Is the body of
the suicide. Funeral services for Mrs.
Lorillard were held today at o'clocic
at the house on Hillyer place.
The body probably will be taken to

New York later in the day and burled to¬
morrow at Irvington. the old home of the
Lorlllard-s on the beautiful east shore of
the Hudson.

Notes Found on Clothing. ,

"Bury this with my body.unopened *

This was written across the sealed en¬

velope which was fastened to her under*
garments.
The envelope contained two notes. On#

was in Mrs. Lorillard's handwriting. The
other was not. The notes were initialed;
different initials were subscribed to eai i\
note and they did not appear to have beer*
written recently. ,

So much the coroner reveals. ' What
more light he could throw upon their*
tenor he keeps hidden.
The envelope was not found until yes¬

terday afternoon. When the coroner*
reached the house he made a hurried ex¬
amination of the clothing of the dead
woman, with the idea that a note might
be found, as H. is not uncommon for sui¬
cides to conceal about their persona
something written, in the nature of *
good-bye or asi-ribing reasons for the act.
The envelope was found after the under¬

taker reached the house. It was next t<»
the. woman's skin, over one hip.
The notes are entirely different from th#

ordinary notes found in similar cases.
The undertaker handed the envelope

the coroner. The coroner broke the seal.
He found within the two notes and sev¬
eral inexpensive trinkets.
He' read the notes and examined the

trinkets. Then he showed them to Mr.
Lorillard.
After reading the notes, Mr. Lorillard

made the coroner promise that no one else
should ever know. The notes and trin¬
kets were sealed up again. and retained
in the possession of the coroner. Today
the envelope, with its contents, waa
placed in the hermetically sealed casket,
in compliance with the last wish oi the
suicide.

Coroner Is Obstructed.
While every effort lias been made by

the members of the lyorillatd family to
discredit the idea ot self-murder, Cor¬
oner Nevitt is convinced that Mrs. I.oril-
lard died hy her own hand and was fully
cognizant of what she v.as doing.
Had Mr. Ix'iillard ref-'.sed to accept

the theory of suic.-e it would hav<#
necessitated the holding of an inquest.
Then the notes found in the envelops
would probably have become publk; prop¬
erty.
The holding of an inquest would also

have resulted in the hearing of testimony
of witnesses. Such tin investigation
might have resulted in bringing about
the reason why the woman took her"
life.
There wat- mu«-h delay and trouble aris¬

ing from unwillingness t«> have an au¬

topsy performed, with the c.onsequer*iiliti'i of a report at police headquarters.
Dr. Nevitt Insists on Autopsy.

Dr Nevitt was asked to give a certifi*
cate of death from heart failure. Aftep
a long discussion he prevailed. His ns<

jsistant, Dr. (ilazebrook, performed the au«

Itopsy.
Coroner Nevitt made the positive state¬

ment last night that Mrs. Lorillard did
not die from heart trouble, and that
her death was caused by gas poisoning.
The circumstances which have ci*me to

lifcht so far are as follows:
Mrs. I.or Hard and her husband im

turned from the dinner party at Mrs.
Townsend's home aljout midnight. Mi.
Lorillard went to his apartment and Mr*.
Lorillard went to hers.
The bathroom in which she died is a

private room opening from her bedroom.
Mr. Lorillard, questioned closely about
the KUS jets, said the *as is always left
burrdtig in the bathroom.
This is one of the circumstances that

led the coroner to decide that there waa
suicidal intent. It is evident that Mrs.
I.orill.ud -turned out the burning gas
jet and then turned it on again, together
with all the others.
She had partially disrobed. When found

the next morning she wore one silk stock¬
ing and a silk petticoat ami was lying
huddled on a bath rug. with her head oil
one arm.

Butler Makes Discovery.
About s o'clock yesterd iy morning th#

butler, who was taking breakfast to Mr.
Lorillard"s apartment, smelted gas. He
put down his breakfast tray and caiied
a maid.
The maid entered Mrs. I^orillard's room.

She ran b<ck into the hall, exclaiming.
"She's not there."
The butler tried the bathroom door.

It was not locked. Opening It. the man
reeled backward, almost overcome w .th
the odor of gas.
Then he rushed to Mr. lorillard. la-

gether they lifted the body of Mrs. Loril¬
lard and placed it upon her bed.
Mr Lorillard declares he supposed there

was <till life. He tried every method he
knew of to resuscitate his wife, he stated.
Dr. M. F. Cuthbert was sent for. H«

in turn telephoned to Dr. Deale, asking
h m to go immediately to the Lorillard
house. Dr. Cuthbert was the first to
arrive. After they had made an exami¬
nation they could no nothing but tele¬
phone for Dr. Nevitt, the coroner.
The coroner met with difficulty from

the start. The household was much per¬
turbed.
