PERKINS TELLS OF FEARS

Apprehensive That Revision Will Be
Upward When Enacted.

OHIO PATRONAGE CONSIDERED

Dick and Burton Come Together to

White House to Discuss Polit¬

ical Appointments.

President Taft is hearing some plain
talk about the unpleasant political possi¬
bilities that may grow out of the work of
rongress in connection with the revision
of the tariff.
1 his sort of talk has been going on at

the White House for several days, and is
due for repetition during the next week.
It is based upon the assumption that the

republican leaders of the House are to

grant opportunities for a vote in the
House on lumber, hidrs. iron ore and a

few other schedules for the purpose of
allowing an increase in duties on these

things.
Perkins Hears From Home.

-Representative Perkins of New York
led the procession of the pessimistically
inctirfed today. He told the'President
thar he was hearing from his district.
"When the 'bill was first reported." he

said today. "I received comparatively few

protests from consumers as to the sched-
ules on hides, lumber, etc., agreed upon by
the ways and means committee. Sine®
the talk that the rules will be amended
so as to permit changes in the bill I am

receiving hundreds of tetters protesting
against a possible increase in the duties
on these things.
"The letters also -include protests

against iLe increase in duties' on gloves.
T?-.c writers are of the opinion that the
Dingley rate on gloves was amply suf¬
ficient to protect the American glove
manufacturer and say that it would be an

outrage to make women pay more for
their gloves than they do now."
Mr. Perkins told the President that he

feared a serious political mistake .would
be made -by the republicans if the de¬
creases in schedules are eventually turn¬
ed into increases, such as seems to be
feared by people throughout the coun¬

try. The people, he said, would regard
the whole thing as an evasion of plat¬
form promises and would take their feel¬
ings out of the party.
Other congressmen are talking ,i* a

.-train similar to (hat br Representative
. Perkins, but there Is naturally no una¬
nimity on the question. What one dis¬
trict favors another opposes.
Representative Vreeland of New York,

who talked tariff with the President to¬
day. is advocating the abolition of the
proposed countervailing duty on petro¬
leum and the substitution of an ad va¬
lorem 'duty. Independent- oil producers
say that an ad valorem duty would pro¬
tect them against Mexican oil, which
would be nerioup menace under a coun¬
tervailing ttoty.
Disk and Barton Work Together.
That President Taft has let Ohio lead*

ers understand that he will not stand for
any knifing of Senator Dick for standing
by Senator Foraker last year, and that
he expects to treat Senator Dick Just as
he does Senator Burton, Is shown in the
visit to the President today of both these
senators.

Mooney,-speaker of. the Ohio lower house.
Mlfholland, prominent In

politics; in Toledo. The appointment of a
surveyor of Customs at Davton and a
postmaster at Sandusky was taken up
with the-, President and discussed for a
long time.

Judgeship in Oregon.
Representatives Ellis and Hawley were

in consultation a long time today with
President Taft about the federal Judge¬
ship in Oregon. Congress created a new
Judicial district In that state, and there Is
a warm fight over who shall fill the posi¬
tion.
Representatives Ellis and Hawley have

advocated ex-Senator Fulton, and are still
urging him for the place. The President
is said to desire to make Mr Fulton judge,
but^ the tight against the ex-senator is
pretty strong, growing out of the old
animosities of the Mitchell prosccutlon
and factional troubles.
The President has reached no derision

*s to what he will do. but will let the
matter jlrift along foe a while.

Col. Cosby Arranges for Po¬
tomac Park Concerts.

COVERED BANDSTAND SOON

Music at White House and Capitol
to Continue.

TJSE OF SANDSTONE COLUMNS

Move to Establish an Esplanade
Meets With Popular Favor.What

Commissioners

The duty of arranging for the proposed
concerts on the speedway has been in¬
trusted to Col. Cosby, the officer in charge
of public buildings and grounds. He has
already prepared plans for the erection
of a frame octagonal covered bandstand
to be placed' in the oval near the new

bridpe over the inlet to the tidal basin, and
expects to have it in position in time for
the first concert the 14th instant. In an¬

swer to an inquiry today Col. Cosby said
there is no intention of interfering with
the regular summer concerts of the Ma¬
rine Band at the Capitol and White House
grounds, which usually begin about June
1. The concerts to be given on the Poto¬
mac Park this spring are supplementary
to the summer concerts, so that instead of
being deprived of the concerts they have
been accustomed to in the summer, the
Washington public will have additional
music.
"We are going to try these concerts on

Potomac Park twice a week for the pres¬
ent." Col. Cosby said. "If they prove suc¬
cessful we shall keep them up a little
longer. The matter of the regular sum¬
mer concerts has not yet been taken up,
and anyhow they do not begin before the
1st of June, The present plan is to have
the Marine Band give concerts Wednesday
and Saturday afternoons, beginning at 5
o'clock, on the oval near the inlet bridge.
A polo field has already been laid out on
the ellipse In that vicinity, and the band
stand will be put up as soon as possible."

Use of Sandstone Columns.
CoL.' Cosby was asked if it was Intended

to utilise the sandstone columns taken
from the Treasury Department for the or¬
namentation of Potomac Park, and he
said that nothing had been settled in that
respect. He added that the action of
Congress would be required to carry out
a more extensive scheme of improving
Potomac Park than la possible with avail¬
able funds. It is his belief that the bridge
across the Inlet to the tidal basin would
be opened for travel In a couple of
months.
The plan to establish an esplanade in the

park, as announced at the White House
yesterday, has been received with enthu¬
siasm. Travelers from the District to
foreign lands have often been heard to
express regret at the lack of such a spot
In Washington, for there Is hardly a cap¬
ital in Europe which has not some such
place where the fine weather can be
thoroughly enjoyed by every one. London
has its Hyde Park, Paris Its Bois de
Boulogne and Manila Its Luneta, but
Washington has never had anything of
the sort.

Beauty and Attractiveness.
When the arrangements are completed

the speedway is expected to present an

appearance of beauty and attractiveness
that will insure it popularity. Already it
has become the most used driveway In
Washington, and when the band con¬
certs become regular features of Wash¬
ington's spring and summer life the
green stretch along the basin and the
Potomac will become a veritable social
mecca.
There every afternoon will be seen rid¬

ing. driving or walking, Washington's
most distinguished citlaena, public offl-
.iala and visitors. The location of the
band stand will be such that it can be
easily reached by those who wish to
walk to it, and the possession of an auto¬
mobile, a carriage or a riding horse will
not be a condition precedent to enjoying
the afternoon promenade.

What Commissioners 8ay.
At the District building the Idea, which

originated with Mrs. Tart, is heartily ap¬
proved.
"It seems an admirable plan to add to

the attractions of Washington." Commis¬
sioner Macfarland said. 44 Ishall be very
glad to see Potomac Park utilised in
every possible way. for it is one of the
moat beautiful parts of our park system,
and yet many of our citlsens have never
seen it."

GEN. TO RETIRE.

Commandant at Fort Riley Will
Close Forty Years' Service.

Brig. Gen. John B. Kerr, commandant of
the large military post at Fort Riley.
Kan., will be placed on the retired list
on the 1.1th instant on his own application
afte- nearly forty years' service. No one

has yet been selected to succeed him In
command at Fort Riley. Gen. Kerr Is
from Kentucky and was graduated from
the United States Military Academy in
1K70.
Up to the time of his brigade appoint¬

ment In April. l&Ofc. practically his entire
service had been in the cavalry arm. He
had considerable service In Indian cam¬
paigns and was awarded a m^dal of honor
for distinguished bravery In action against
hostile Sioux Indians on the White river,
8. D., In ISM. He served In the 6th Cav¬
alry with Gen. Shafter s expedition to
Cuba during the Spanish war and was
wounded in the assault on San Juan ridge,
July I. 1«J8. He subsequently served at
the Paris exposition, as military attache
of the United 8tates embassy at Berlin
and commanded the 12th Cavalry at Fort
Oglethorpe. Oa. Since his promotion to
brigade rank he has had command at
Fort Riley.

WELCOME LADIES' AID
Offer to Clean City Parkings

Pleases Officials. .

MOVE STIRS CIVIC PRIDE

Commissioner West Hopes Benefit
Will Be Permanent.

MEETING TO PERFECT PLANS

Twentieth Century Club Sends Out
Invitations to Other Organizations

Asking Their Co-operation.

District Commissioner West, who is in
charge of the street cleaning department,
hopes that the agitation for clean streets
and parkings throughout the city started
by the Twentieth Century Club will re¬
sult in more than a housecleaning day
April 15.
He hopes that it will arouse civic pride

all over the city to such an extent that
householders will spend five minutes a
day, either personally or through their
servants, to cleaning up the parkings in
front of their homes. Then Washington
will be truly, it is believed", the "city
beautiful."
Commissioner West received through

the mail this morning a copy of the reso¬
lutions adopted by the Twentieth Century
Club at a recent meeting. In which the
women decided to equip themselves with
brooms and dustpans and use them In
the highways and byways of the National
capital, and show mere man how the city
streets and parkings ought to be cleaned,
in reply Commissioner West wrote the
club that he was glad to note the inter¬
est in civic affairs which this action in¬
dicates, and he expressed the hope that
it will accomplish much good. >

Pieases the Commissioner.
"I hope it will go farther than the

cleaning up on one day," he said this
morning, in commenting on the subject.
"If one persun in every house in the city
should take enough interest in civle af¬
fairs to go out every morning and spend
five minutes in picking up the paper and
similar debris tnat has accumulated on
the parking in front of his home or
would send out a servant to do it, there
would Y>e absolutely no complaint abou^
waste paper around the parkings.
"Down in the business sections of the

city the streets are swept by hand and
the white wings gather up the waste pa¬
per and other accumulations on the
parkings. But in the other sections of
the city the streets are swept by ma¬
chines and it is Impossible to send the
men from the machines to gather up ev¬
ery bit of waste paper on parkings and
lawns. If each householder wouid look
after that there would be no complaint.
The streets themselves are kept clean."
James M. Wood, superintendent of

street cleaning, said this morning that he
was also glad of the co-operation of the
women. He said that much of the waste
paper that gets onto the parkings is
blown from open wagons belonging to
private owners. The wagons of the street
cleaning department which collect refuse,
he said, are covered and the paper is not
blown from them.

Club Meeting Thursday.
The Twentieth Century Club has Issued

a call for a meeting Thursday morning
at 11 o'clock, in the chapel of Alls Souls'
Church. 14th and L. streets northwest, to
perfect plans for the accomplishment of
its purpose, and has extended invitations
to all citizens' associations, clubs and
Individuals interested in the movement to
be present or to send representatives.
The club women complain that there are

certain sections of the city whose natural
beauty is marred by unsightly refuse in
the chape of scraps of old paper and the
like that cover the parking and make the
life of a tidy housewife miserable.
The following locations are specially

pointed out as being objectionable in this
respect: Twelfth street between T and U
streets northwest: the triangular park in
front of Market space at "th and Penn¬
sylvania avenue: an area near the Mor¬
gan School building, on California avenue
near 19th street, and 16th street north¬
west above S street, where the parking in
front of vacant houses is literally covered
with scraps of old paper and refuse that
make it unsightly and obnoxious to other
residents in the neighborhood.
While street cleaning is not a part of

the aims of the Twentieth Century Club,
the ladies of the club complain that mat¬
ters have come to such a pass as to neces¬
sitate special action on their part. It
seems they have been making observa¬
tions for some time past, and have col¬
lected considerable data upon the subject
that now stirs them. They propose to or¬

ganise a movement like that of "tag
day," and enlist the entire city in a street
cleaning campaign.

OTIS A. CARPENTER DEAD.

Pought in Thirty-Six Battles of
Civil War and Was Wounded.

Otis A. Carpenter, a veteran of the
civil war and messenger at the pension
office, died at 10:30 o'clock last nlg<ht at
his home. No. 536 1st street southeast,
after an Illness of several weeks.
He was a member of Kit Carson Post,

G. A. Ft., and of the Union Veteran Le¬
gion. Funeral exercises will be conduct¬
ed by the legion at his late home Monday
at 1:30 o'clock. Rev. Henry Couden, chap¬
lain of the House of Representatives, will
officiate. Burial will be in Arlington cem¬

etery.
Mrs, Carpenter and her son, C. O. Car¬

penter. will return shortly to their home
in Ardoch. N. I).
Mr. Carpenter was born September 28,

183tf, at Troupsburg. Steuben county, N.
Y., and was married In 1856 to Sarah E.
Everitt. Three children of this marriage
survive. They are Frederick R. Carpen¬
ter of Mirsto, N. D.; Mrs. May Williams
of Spokane, Wash., and Mrs. Fannie M.
Grant of Lakota, N. D.

In,1861 he enlisted in Company H, 86th
New York Infantry, known as the "Steu¬
ben Rangers," and later was transferred
to Company H, lid 1'. S. C. T.. where he
was promoted to llrst lieutenant. He was
wounded in an engagement near Talla¬
hassee. Fla.
He took part in thirty-six battles and

engagements during the war of the rebel¬
lion, including the famous battle of Get¬
tysburg, receiving a medal of honor from
the state of New York for participation
in that battle. He resigned from the serv¬
ice on a MirKeon's certificate of disability,
September 1»>, 1865, having served through
the war, beinK one of the five Carpen¬
ter brothers who enlisted from his family.
His llrst wife having died during the

war, lie was again married September X,
1865. to Miss Dora J. Pryde of Westfield,
Pa
Mr. Carpenter began work In the pen¬

sion office in ISttl and had been thejv eve^
since, except during Cleveland's adminis¬
tration. He retained his residence In
North Dakota, although living In his own
home here, his wife and son. C. O. Car¬
penter, spending the winters with him in
this city.

HER TROUBLES END IN OEATH
/

JIBS. E. G. CAREY TOOK POISON
TWO WEEKS AGO.

Had Left Husband and Had Diffi¬
culty in Making a Living.Au¬

topsy Held by Coroner.

Mrs. Elizabeth O. Carey, a young Vir¬
ginia woman, depressed by matrimonial
troubles and the difficulty of making a

living for herself, and who. according to
her own admission, had taken strychnine
with suicidal purpose about two weeks
ago, died at Washington Asylum Hos¬
pital yesterday afternoon about 4 o'clock.
An autopsy was performed to determine

the cause of death. Coroner Nevltt found
that death was due to congestion of the
lungs and inflammation of the heart. No
direct evidence of poison was found. The
certificate given by the coroner does not
record the death as one of suicide.
The body of Mrs. Carey will be taken

for burial to Richmond, the girlhood
home of the woman now dead. Mrs.
Laura Gaylord, her mother, who was at
the death bed, will arrange the obsequies.
The young woman's husband. Lewis

Carey lives at 127 Carondelet street. New
Orleans. She came here the latter part
of January and obtained employment in
the office of a patent attorney.
She boarded at the house of Mrs. Mag¬

gie V. Haffner, 945 K street northwest.
The night before the inauguration she dis¬
appeared from the K street house. Sev¬
eral days after she sent a message to
the house asking for her mall.
Mrs. Haffner was advised in the same

note that Mrs. Carey would return to the
house In a few days.
Nothing more was heard of her until

the afternoon she staggered into the liv¬
ery stable of Ernest Burgdorf. in 8th
street, said she had taken poison and
asked that she be sent to a hospital.
A note left by the despondent woman

expressed love for her mother and con¬
cluded :
"It Is better thus."
Shortly after reaching the Emergency

Hospital the patient became conscious,
but did not offer any explanation for her
deed. Her brother-in-law came here from
Richmond to see the sick woman, and
later her motuer came.
During the time Mrs. Carey was at the
K street boarding house she spoke of her
separation from her husband. She said
she would not return to him, although he
had always treated her well.
Several times while at the K street

boarding house she seemed despondent.
It was thought by Mrs. Haffner and
boarders in her house that Mrs. Carey
was troubled over her domestic and finan¬
cial affairs.

VISIT TO SEWELL'S POINT
H. H. ROGERS INSPECTS RAIL¬
ROAD'S TERMINAL PROPERTY.

NORFOLK. Va.. April 3.-H. H. Rogers,
owner of the Virginian railway, the formal
opening of which waa celebrated yester¬
day, accompanied by guests from New
York and other cities, left today on a

special car for an Inspection of the rail¬
road's terminal property at Sewell's
point, a few miles beyond Norfolk where
the Elizabeth river empties Into Hamp¬
ton roads. There Mr. Rogers spent some

time on the steel pier leading out from
shore and from which the coal brought
from West Virginia to Norfolk over the
railroad will be dumped Into foreign and
coastwise ship bottoms. He witnessed
the loading of the steamer Everett of Bos¬
ton with 7,200 tons of cargo coal, the
first cargo vessel to be loaded therefrom.
Mr. Rogers and party were entertained
at an old-fashioned Virginia "oyster
roast" at Cape Henry last night.

WANT JOBS RESTORED
Navy Yard Machinists Will Ap¬

peal to President.

WORK ENOUGH ON HAND

But Re-Employment Would Mean
More Discharges Later.

STRONG PRESSURE ON CONGRESS

Appropriation for More Battleships
Would Bring1 About Reinstate¬

ment of Dismissed Men.

Exerting every effort looking to the re¬
instatement of the 140 discharged em¬

ployes of the Washington navy yard, of¬
ficials of the International Association of
Machinists will appeal to President Taft,
the Secretary of the Navy and to Con¬
gress.

It Is understood that there is work
enough on hand to warrant the re-em¬

ployment of the men. but this same
source of information asserts that to do
so would be "to rob Peter to pay Paul."
The reinstatement of the men. it Is satd,
would mean the dismissal of more than
double the number a few months hence.
With Congress providing for but two

battleships a year, the Washington navy
yard can maintain, it is declared, only a
force of approximately 2,500 men, and
there are now 2,800 employed there.
Should Congress appropriate the money
for more than two battleships, then the
gun factory could maintain a force of
3,000 men or more. The Washington navy
yard gets only about one-fifth of the gov¬
ernment battleship work.
It is said further that there are several

senators and representatives who are al¬
ways active In their opposition to giving
any large amount of the battleship work
to the naval gun factory here. They are
reported as saying that to give an unequal
amount of the work to the Washington
navy yard would mean the throwing out
of employment of many men in the home
states. Hence their opposition.

Look to President Taft.
The contracts for the armament of the

battleships appropriated for by the last
session of Congress have not yet been
awarded. It is said the Navy Depart¬
ment Is now figuring on them. Leading
workmen believe that President Taft may
'decide to give enough of the prospective
work to the Washington navy yard to
bring about the reinstatement of the men
dismissed Wednesday.
Officials of Columbia Naval Lodge are

very reticent about what plans they are
making for the prevention of any further
discharges, but it was stated today that
they were satisfied that no more men
would be dropped. It has always been
the policy of this lodge to keep a very
stiff upper lip in regard to its dealings
with the government, and the single time
that the matter has been mentioned on
the floor of the Central Labor Union It
was with the greatest show of optimism.
Emmett Adams, secretary of Naval

Lodge, said at the navy yard that he had
done everything possible to insure the
Jobs of the men now at work there, but
beyond that he would say nothing. What
his plans are or what action lias been
taken is not even known at the Central
Labor Union.

Not Asked to Interfere.
An official of the central body said to¬

day:
"We have not been asked to Interfere In

any way in this matter, and, of course,
we will do nothing until the proper time
comes. If at all. We recognise the prin¬
ciple of trade autonomy which allows
each body to fight its own battles. Co¬
lumbia Naval Lodge has always been a
strong organization, and I believe It has
the matter In hand as completely as can
be. As for the plans that have been made
for the prevention of any further dis¬
charges I am unable to do anything more
than guess what the lodge has done or
could do. All I can think of is that the
organisation might influence the proper
people to furnlBh the yard with work
enough for all hands."
The Chamber of Commerce will prob¬

ably take some action on the matter of
the discharges at the April 13 meeting,
according to a statement by the secre¬
tary today.

SAYS THE CASE IS COMPLETE
STATE'S ATTOBNET COMMENTS

ON BALTIMORE SHORTAGE.

Expresses Absolute Confidence That
William F. Downs Will Be Con¬
victed on Larceny Charges.

Special Dispatch to The Star.
BALTIMORE, Md. April 3.-While the

work of the company which is auditing
the books In the city register's department
has not progressed far enough to make
clear the exact amount of shortage, the
belief at the city hall is that the alleged
peculations of William F. Downs will not
exceed $tt7,000. This Is the opinion of
City Register Thomas. Deputy City Reg¬
ister Newman and Deputy City Controller
Freeman.
Absolute confidrnce in the conviction of

Dowr.s on charges of the larceny ot'
thousands of dollars from the oflne of
the city register was today expressed by-
State's Attorney Owens. Instead of re¬

lying on evidence of a negative nature,
the state. It is pointed out. proposes to
produce positive proof of Downs' guilt.
The defense anticipates proof by elimi¬
nation, while the state will pursue an

aggressive course and will bring forth
positive evidence.
As the positive proof on which the state

will largely rely will be the deposit slips
made out by Downs, In his handwriting,
which will be regarded as receipts, it Is
said, just as though he had given a
signed acknowledgment of the receipts of
the funds for deposit.

Says Downs Prepared Slips.
"These slips," Mr. Owens explained,

"were prepared by Downs, so he cannot
allege any wrong doing or error on the
part of another person In making out the
deposits. Thus the fact is established
that he started for a bank with an amount
of money figured out by himself and we
shall further prove that he failed in cer¬
tain instances to deposit such amounts."
In brief, the state proposes to prove

that the moneys were stolen In transit
between the city hall and the banks, and
that Downs was the person who took It.
Comment on the course of the police

department In taking only perfunctory
action in the Downs case is heard. Regis¬
ter Thomas is said to feel keenly the al¬
leged neglect to warn him of any ex¬
travagances on the part of Downs.
A detail of detectives and policemen

proceeded to Down's' home late this after¬
noon to conduct a search and also to
allow deputy sheriffs to seiz? th? house¬
hold effects, the city authorities having
filed a writ of attachment in the superior
court.

be decided upon, subscriptions collected
and the club put upon a solid basis.
Many of the most prominent business

men in Washington are behind the move¬
ment. They are prepared to subscribe
liberally, for they feel that if they are
to have a club it must be a good one.
The quarters will b<> furnished in the
best o!' style and are expected to be the
daily rendezvous for the active business
men of Washington.
A high-class kitchen will be established,

and tho lunches served from it will he the
equal of the best hotels and caieg In the
city.

Officers Chosen.
At last night's meeting Edward C.

Graham was made president of the club,
D. S. Porter secretary and Julius Gar-
finkle treasurer. They are permanent
officers and will serve for one year. The
board of directors and other officers are

yet to be selected.
Temporary committees were appointed

to look after the various phases of the
work of organization. At a later meet¬
ing all the permanent committees and
minor officers will be chosen.
Chapin Brown, as chairman of the

committee on incorporation and by-laws',
is engaged in the preparation of a con¬
stitution, which will be submitted at
the next meeting. Ralph W. Lee is chair¬
man of the committee on membership.
John L. Weaver is the chairman of

the committee on home. He has looked
over the field and will recommend the
adoption of one of two plans. Either a
house will be rented or arrangements
will be made with one of the larger
hotels of the city for a suite of rooms.
It is probable that the latter plan will
be put into effect for awhile at any rate.
Commercial clubs in many cities have

found the hotel plan to be the best salted
to their needs. By locating in a hotel
the bother of running a club kitchen Is
done away with, as are also many Irri¬
tating details of service.

m_/ve in the right direction. It is planned
to limit the membership to IXX>, although
nothing definite in that regard has been
decided upon yet.
"Every business man knows the value

of a meeting place for business men such
as a commercial club offers. One can en¬
tertain his friends there privately if he
desires. Another feature of such a club
will be the fact that business men can
find each other eaaily.
"If I want to talk with a Washington

business man and am unable to locate him
at hiB office, the chances are that I know
where he takes his lunch and can catoh*
him there at his regular hour. By having
a good lunch at our club, which will be
patronized every day by club members, fve
will be able to get together every day and
save a great deal of time.

No Expense to Be Spared.
"We intend to spare no expense in fit¬

ting out our quarters. When they are

completed they will present an appear¬
ance that will make a Washington busi¬
ness man proud to take his friends to his
club."
While the Commercial Club will be

purely social in its alms, those who are
interested in its organization think it will
be a great aid to business as well. Mem¬
bers may gather there and discuss in¬
formality everyday matters of current
interest to them.
The dominating force of the organiza¬

tion will be the active, energetic busi¬
ness men of the city.

Filipinos Opposed to the Payne

Tariff Bill.

MR. LEGARDA'S ARGUMENT

Says Hit People Are Hot Ungrateful
for American Aid.

BUT OPPOSES RECIPROCITY

Resumption of Discussion Upon
Schedules and Bates in the

House This Homing.

"My firm conviction ha* always hen.
and remains to this day unsh.iken. that
a prosperous and happy future smiled

t

on the Philippine Islands from the mo¬
ment that the Americans planted there
the flair which represents liberty, progress
and civilization." declared Mr. Benlt.t
Legarda a resident commissioner from
the Philippine*, in addressing the House
of Representative* today in opposition
to reciprocal free trade proposed in the
Payne tariff bill. Mr. Legarda's view*
were practically along the lines of tho^e
expressed yesterday by hi* colleague.
Mr. Pablo Oc<tmpo de Leon. He said, in
part:

"If. Instead of the free admission, with¬
out limitation as to quantity, of Amer¬
ican products into the Philippine Island-,
this bill |»rovided only the free entry
there of agr.cultural machinery and other
commodities of prime necessity.such as
cotton cloth.and which are needed for
the agricultural and industrial develop¬
ment of those Islands, or if this bill pro¬
vided only for such reciprocal exchange
of commodities custom duty free as
would balance the limited quantity of
cugar and tobacco sent from there witii
an equally limited quantity of American
products to be sent from here, if such
were the provisions of this bill it wuuld
be our pleasant duty as representatives
of the Philippine people to make manifest
to this House their gratitude. and
through this House to the Am rlcati
people, who, in the final analysis are
the ones who decide what is to be the
future of the Philippine I.-lands.

Filipinos Not Ungrateful.
"The Filipino people are not ungrateful

for what the American government has
accomplished and is accomplishing tor
them in these Islands. In *everal respects
the laws which govern the Filipino peo¬
ple are superior even to the laws in some
of the most advanced states of th:s
Union.
"The Congress of the United States has

always been inspired in Its acts by prin¬
ciples of Justice and wise equity. Espe¬
cially has It demonstrated Its generosity
and liberality when the Interests of the
poor and the weak were at stake. The
Filipino people believe that coming be¬
fore this Congress with a Just cause it
will receive the same measure of equity
as that which the American people,
through their representatives in this Con¬
gress. have always in the past conceded
under similar circumstances."
Eleven members were in their seats

when the House met to further consider
the tariff bill. It was the smallest at¬
tendance of the special session and dem¬
onstrated the fact that interest in the de¬
bate had practically disappeared.
Wants Present Bate on Lumber.
Mr. Sparkman (Fla.) opened th* d *-

cussion by making an earnest plea for
a restoration of the Dingley rate on lum¬
ber and the imposition of a duty of 5
cents a pound on all cotton imported In o

the United States.
While declaring ttiat he woufd vol**- for

the bill, Mr. Klnkaid (Neb.i eut»i*d
strenuous objection to the taxing of those
necessaries of life which.are not produ.e i
In this country. The proposed tax on tea
and the countervailing duty on coffee, be
said, were especially obnoxious to him.
and he urged their removal. Mr. Klnkw'd
also .proposed the placing of hides on tbe
free list.

Predicts Failure as to Bevenue.
Divesting himself, as he Paid, of all

political feeling. Mr. Cox <Ind.i opposed
the bill, advancing the argument that
instead of being a revenue producer it
would prove to be a revenue consumer
He was especially antagonistic to the
drawback feature of the measure.
The placing of wood pulp on the free

list and the reduction of the duty on
printing paper were opposed by Mr. Mal-
by (S. T.t.
Maintaining that the bill was discrim¬

inatory. Mr. Sabath <111.» attacked the
proposed Increases on the necessaries of
life and on wearing apparel, especially
gloves.

FILIPINOS FILE PBOTESTS.

Claim That the Assembly Has Mis¬
represented Them.

The bureau of Insular affairs is today in

receipt of a cablegram, stating that the
governor general of the Philippine Is¬
lands Is being flooded with telegrams
from the provinces of Negros, Isabela in
Cagayan. Bulacan, Pampanga, PangaM-
nan, Camarines.%Laguna. Iloilo, Nufva
Ecija. urging that the assembly recedc
from its position witii reference to tl;*
Payne bill.that the sugar and tobacco
growers are quite exercised about the ac¬

tion of the assembly.
The Iloilo and Pampanga papers favor

the Payne bill and the Spanish papers
are against tne bill, with the exception
of Llbertas, which favors It. Several of
the papers have changed front and all
of them representing local native intei-

i ests favor the bill.
The nationalista party claims that th»

original intent of the resolution offered by
.Senor Quezon was purely to call the at¬
tention of Congress to the fact that the
revenues of the government would be se¬
riously affected, and the political tone of
the resolution was injected by the pro-
greslstas.
Twenty-two of the larger tobacco manu¬

facturers urge the passage of the Payne
bill. Others are to be heard from. There
is no question that all sugar and tobacco
growers in the Philippine Islands desire
the passage of this Payne bill, which
merely carries out rfhe petition signed by
two or three hundred thousand Filipino,
that is now in the flies of the ways and
means committee, and that the action
taken by the assembly was Inspired by

j foreign merchants, who feared that their
trade would be all lost in favor of the
United States, together with a chance to
play a little politics.

Protests Against Tariff Legislation.
Protests against proposed tariff legisla¬

tion have been received by the Atate De¬
partment from a number of government*
in relation to schedules that are repre¬
sented as Involving hardship toward man¬

ufacturers abroad. To all of these pro¬
tests the department has replied that it
could only forward them to the commit¬
tees of the Senate and House of Repre¬
sentatives. which have special Jurisdic¬
tion over the tariff. This has been done
In each case without any special actlou
Oil tile part of the department.

Named Delegate to Music Congress.
Oscar C. T. Sonneck, chief of th- d vis¬

ion of music of the Library of Congress,
l as been appointed by the Slate Depart¬
ment as American delegate to the Inter¬
national music congress to bj held at
Vienna In May.
