Alfred Shrubb, the noted English pro-
fessional, who battled with St. Yves with
superb gameness and ran on exven lerms
with him for a trifle more than eighteen
mileg, could not =tand the Frenchman's
terrific pace, and after struggling along
in a desperate attempt to secure secon:d
money he broke down several times, and
when Dorando overhauled him at the end
of twenty-four miles and three laps it
was all over with the Englishman. When
Shrubb had finished twenty-five mlles and
two laps, bundled up in a heavy sweater
and so footsore and weary that he could
scarcely take a stride, he was compelled
to throw up the sponge and leave the
track.

Unfavorable Conditions.

The race was run under decidedly un-
favorable weather and track conditions.
A drizzling rain fell nearly all the after-
noon, and because of the sogzy condi-
tion of the outfield Referee Tim HurstL
decided at noon that the Marathon should
be run over a six-lap track. A greater
part of the race, therefore, was run over
the grass, and, as the turf was thor-
oughly rain-soaked, fast time was out
of the question. Had the weather been
pleasant and the going dry St. Yves might
have hung up a new world's record for
the Marathon distance, but as it turned
out he was unable to equal the best time
on record for a race of this kind out of
doors—2.36.26 1-5—made by Maloney when
an amateur several months agoe in a
race from Rye, N. Y., to Columbus Circle.

St. Yves is not yet twenty-one years
old, but today he is regarded as the great-
est long-distance runner in the world. He
has never been beaten, winning a Mara-
thon at Edinburgh, Scotland, last De-
cember, in 2.44.40 from a good fleld, and
is sald to have covered the distance from
Windsor Castle to the stadium at Shep-
herds Bush in the remarkable time of
2.21.23. This time is said to have been
made in a private trial, and if authentic
It excels Hayes' figures in the London
Marathon last summer by nearly twenty
minutes. St. Yves was a waiter in a Lon-
don restaurant a year ago, without a dol-
lar. Falling a victim to the prevalent
Marathon fever, he took up runmning, and
quickly demonstrated that he possessed
sterling qualities. Al Copeland, Prince-
ton's athletic trainer, heard of St. Yves
a few weeks ago and brought him to
this country; but as nobody had seen
him in action, and as Copeland prepared
him for the derby in comparative secret
at Princeton, he did not recelve serious
consideration by the general sporllng pub-
lic in calculating the respective merits
of the six starters.

In appearance St. Yves does not look
like a runner. He is short in stature,
built like a wrestler, with powerful
legs. broad shoulders, deep chest and
muscular arms. His hair is light, and
he has a small mustache which does not
hide an excellegt set of teeth. But re-
gardless of his appearance, St Yves
showed the big crowd at the Brush sta-
dium today that when it comes (o
speed and endurance there is not a
Marathon runner, professional or ama-
teur. on the face of the earth that could
have taken his measure in the form that
he displayved. St. Yves ran the Marathon
distance in faster time than that re-

He was carrled
off the field by a dozen excited French-
men, who hugged and kissed him as they
hurried out of sight.

But when Bt. Yves Iin his trlumph had
disappeared there was the bitterest kind
of a fight under way for the rest of the
$10,000 prize. St. Yves had won 35,000 of
it and Shrubb, though weak and groggy.
had stuck it out as long as nature would
permit in order to corral the $2,500 in
second maney, but when S8hrubb was
practically carried to the dressing rooms
Dorando, who at one time locked as if he
were ready to quit, plucked up courage
and Kept pegging away with just enough
speed and sireangth to keep a safe dis-
tance between himself and game Ilittie
Hayes. While St. Yves killed off Shrubb
and thus enabled Dorando to finish second,
it was regarded as a piece of good luck
for the Italian. Dorando did not begin to
run up to his indoor form and dropped
back from the terrific pacemaking much
earlier in the race than usual.
