CITY AND DISTRICT.
England's India Rule Criticised.
English rule in India received few com¬

pliments from Rev. Sumner B. Vinton, a

missionary at Burma, who lectured at the
T. M. C. A. building yesterday afternoon
on "Problems and Opportunities of In¬
dia."
The present educational policy of Eng¬

land. he declared. Is preparing a fertile
Jield for the sowing of the seeds of an¬
archy. materialism and socialism. The
natives are educated in government
schools or institutions under government
supervision, he said, and the students are
given to understand that they will be
given positions under the government aft¬
er they graduate. Students have qualified
faster than positions became vacant, and
thus educated men are unemployed and
dissatisfied with the government. Cheap
literature telling of anarchy and social¬
ism is then distributed among them.

Sunday School Council Formed.
The Vermont Avenue Christian Bible

School has organized an adult depart¬
ment council composed of the teachers,
officers and chairmen of committees of
the adult classes. The objects of the
«ouncil are to secure the organization
of every adult class in the school in ac¬

Meetings
will be held regularly once a month, at
which all matters of Interest to the adult
department will be discussed.

cial distinction at college is the reward
of exceptional work in the interest of
his class and college. He is at the Uni¬
versity of Pennsylvania, class of 1911,
and has just been elected circulation
manager of the Punch Bowl, the univer¬
sity paper. The honor, it is explained,
was earned, and is in the line of pro¬
motion. as previously he was assistant
business manager. Mr. Chase entered
ihe university from the Friends Select
School here, and in his senior year at
the latter he was editor-in-chief of the
Friends School Quarterly.

TELLS OF PROGRESS IN CHINA
REV. B. E. CHAMBERS, MISSION¬

ARY, DELIVERS ADDRESS.

Speaks in Fort Myer Heights Chapel.
Proposal to Give People

a Constitution.

Progress in China was the theme of an

informal address by Rev. R. E. Chambers,
missionary, at Fort Myer Heights Bap¬
tist Chapel yesterday. Mr. Chambers is
in charge of the publication work of the
Baptists at Canton, where he ha« been a

resident for fourteen years. He left there
in February to spend a year In this coun¬

try and came Saturday night to Washing¬
ton as the guest of J. J. Darlington. He
is a native of Bedford county, Va., where
he received his call to mission work at
Mount Pleasant Church on his father's
farm. His sister, Mrs. H. P. Brown, is a

member of the Fort Myer Heights Church
and he has other relatives here and in
Baltimore and Virginia. %

There have been more changes In China,
the speaker explained, in the past four¬
teen years than in the fifty years pre¬
vious. since the beginning of the awaken¬
ing there to western civilization. Sanita¬
tion has been undertaken and progress is
also indicated by the proposal to give the
people a constitution.
The greatest single step In the progress

of the human face, in the opinion of the
speaker, was when the order was given
to abolish the old forms of education and
introduce the new. The whole educa¬
tional system Is being reorganised along
western lines. There are to be universi¬
ties for the great cities, secondary schools
for the walled towns and primary schools
for the country.

Possess Noble Civilization.
"I have been in the elegant homes of

the Chinese and talked with their trained
scholars," the speaker said, "and they
are men of learning and of great intelli¬
gence and ability. They have a noble
civilization, because the teachings were

right as far as they went.
"Perhaps the most encouraging feature

of Chinese progress is the rapid growth
of Christian churches among them..
Where about 000 Baptist converts were

struggling along with the work at Canton
eight years ago, now there are more than
4,000, and the churches are not irf the
hands of the missionaries. They are

officered and controlled by Chinese. They
collect money among themselves and pay
their own expenses. They maintain mis¬
sion work among their own people* and
the most effective preachers of Christian¬
ity today are converted Chinese."
Mr. Chambers said that Chinese societies

are making great and successful efforts
for moral advancement. They have anti-
opium and anti-foot-binding societies,
which are doing much to suppress those
tv^> evils, and similar work Is being un¬
dertaken along other lines.

BLAIR SUNDAY REST BILL.

Anniversary of Its Introduction Cele¬
brated at Foundry Church.

The twenty-first birthday of the Blair
Sunday rest bill was celebrated last night
at Foundry M. E. Church, the birthplace
of the idea of enforcing Sunday rest by
national legislation. The celebration was

made more interesting by the presence of
former Senator Henry W. Bl^lr. the au¬

thor of the bill. The meeting was ty?ld
under the auspices of the International
reform bureau and the W. C. T. L.
Mr. Blair told of the -progress of the

movement to obtain Sunday rest. Sev¬
enty-five years ago the matter was

brought UP in Congress, but voted out.
From that time until 1888 nothing was

done, but the W. C. T. U., recognizing
the relation between intemperance and a

wide-open Sunday, agitated the measure
and succeeded in getting the bill into the
hands of an active committee in Con-
firress
The former senator told a great many

stories of the trouble he had In getting
the bill drafted and of the popular cry
that was taken up when the bill became
known under the head of "Sunday rest.
Dr. Wilbur F. Crafts, superintendent

of the international reform bureau, spoke
on "Living and Dying Nations."

TO PREVENT TUBERCULOSIS.

Common Sense Treatment Backed by
Patience Urged.

Representing . the Association for the
Prevention of Tuberculosis, I>r. Randolph
Wilkinson and Dr. B. M. Randolph of
this city spoke last evening in the Cal¬
vary Baptist Church, 8th and H streets.
This association is sending its represen¬
tatives to various churches to instruct
the people of the city on the means of
prevention and treatment of the disease.
Dr. Wilkinson declared that the modern

conception of the disease does not admit
of the theory of the hereditary transmis¬
sion of it from parent to child. Children
contract it after birth, if they have it.
Heat is the important element in the de¬
struction of the bacilli of tuberculosis, he
said, and in this connection enters the 1

very vital question of the pasteurizing of
milk. Cold, he asserted, is ineffective in
the eradication of the disease.
A person who takes good care of him¬

self and retains good normal health, said
Dr. Randolph, is perfectly safe from the
contracting of tuberculosis. It is more
a disease of the poor and uncleanly, pri¬
marily, he continued, although the rich
often have it. To get rid of it, the
speaker advised more "backbone," pa¬
tience and persistence than anything else.
Of 20U cases he quoted from some statis¬
tics, only 30 to 40 have stuck to the
treatment. He declared that poverty, ig¬
norance and indifference are the main
obstacles in the war against the disease.

LARGE RUN OF STURGEON.

More Than in Many Tears Now in
Lower Bay.

Reports coming from the lower part of
Chesapeake bay state that sturgeon have
appeared in unusually large numbers for
the season and that several big ones have
been caught by the fishermen within the
past week.
For ten or fifteen years sturgeon have

been extremely scarce in Chesapeake bay
and its tributaries. For every one caught
now a dozen were caught in those days.
The spawn of the fish is used in the man¬

ufacture of caviare anil commands a big
price, and the flesh in the local markets
commands a Higher price por pound than
many meats. There was a time on the
Potomac when the big flsh were so nu¬
merous that there was absolutely no
market for them, and at the fishing
shores they were piled on the beach like
cord wood for the farmers living in the
vicinity to take for use as fertilizer. Now
sturgeon are seldom seen in .the Poto¬
mac above Riverside and a catch of ten
in a season would be large. -
