Wet or Dry the Question To¬

day in Lower Michigan.

BOTH SIDES . CONFIDENT

Probable That Local Option Will
Carry Many Coonties.

EFFECT OF SUMMER RESORTS

Close of the Most Ambitious Cam¬

paign Ever Undertaken by the

Anti-Saloon League.

DETROIT. Mich.. April 5.."Wet" or
"dry" is the question of the hour today
in twenty-seven counties in the lower pen¬
insula of Michigan, which are voting on

local option. There are upward of 1 OOO
saloons and 14 breweries and wholesale
liquor houses In these counties which will
be driven out of business if the campaign
of the Aanti-Saloon League during the
past two months results in success in all
of the counties.
In addition to the vote on the liquor

question, the stale ticket today is unusu¬
ally long for a spring flection. Two jus¬
tices of the state supreme court, two re¬

gents of the University of Michigan, a

member of the state board of education
and six members of the state board of
agriculture are to be chosen today. Coun¬
ty officers are also being voted for in a

number of counties.
Confronted by the most ambitious cam¬

paign which the Aanti-Saloon League has
ever undertaken against them in Michi¬
gan, the liquor interests have made a

iiard fight. Leader* on both sides pro¬
fessed confidence today, but It was gen¬
erally conceded that local option was

sure to carry in a number of the coun¬
ties.

The Voting Counties.
The counties which are* voting today on

the liquor question are as follows:
Alcona, Allegan, Benzie, Berrien,

Branch, Calhoun, Claire, Eaton, Emmett,
Genesee, Hillsdale, Huron, Iona. Iosco,
Isabella. Jackson. Kalkaska, Livingstone,
Mont, aim, Mecosta. Newaygo, Ottawa.
Sanilac, Washtenaw, Tuscola. Charlevoix
and Monroe.
Allegan, Berrien and Ottawa include in

tl.eir borders many of the Lake Michigan
resorts, which are extensively patronized
by people from Chicago and the west, and
much Interest has attached to the pos¬
sible effect on this summer's business of
the success of local option. In Wash¬
tenaw county is located the University
of Michigan, at Ann Arbor, and the
"drya" have made much of the beneficial
effect which they contended local option
would have on its 4.<«i0 students.

High License Complicates.
In Jackson county, where there are 103

saloons and two breweries, the campaign
has been especially hot. It has been
complicated there by the introduction of
the high-license proposition, which lias
many supporters.
Every preparation has been made by

both sides to bring out the full vote, and
it was expected that in many or" the
counties a record-breaking total of bal¬
lots would be cast.
The weather throughout the state was

generally fair today. The polls opened
at 7 a.m. and will close at li p.m.

FIRE CHARGED* TO CIGARETTE.

Pianos and Phonographs Ruined in i
Philadelphia Conflagration.

PHI LADELPHI A, April 5..Pianos and
phonographs were ruined today when
fire badly damaged the buildings occu¬

pied by tjie N. Stetson Piano Company
and the Columbia Phonograph Company
at 110U-1111 Chestnut street in the cen¬
ter of the city. Adjoining places were

damaged by water and the total losses
are estimated at $:i00,000. Five music
teacherr who occupied apartments on

the upper Moors of the Stetson building
were assisted to the street by firemen.
The lire is believed to have been caused

by a lighted cigarette, which had been
carelessly thrown through a grating into
the basement of one of the buildings by
a pedestrian.

WORKMEN STARTLE PARIS.

Papers Foresee Bloody Revolution
Imminent in Speeches.

PARIS, April 5.The newspapers of
Paris show genuine alarm this morning
at the violent character of th<» speeches
delivered at the workmen's meeting held
in this city yesterday, under the auspices
of the revolutionary labor organizations,
to formulate a plan ot campaign against
the government. They refer particularly
to the agreement of a large section of
the state employes to make common
cause with tlio trade unionsists, and the
appointment of a secret committee em¬

powered to cail strikes.
Public opinion is rapidly becoming ter¬

rified, the papers declare, at tii« belief
that a bloody insurrection is imminent
and the statements of some of the speak¬
ers that the proletariat would neither
light nor work In the event of a war is
regarded as a particularly alarming pre¬
diction.

TO A FRIEND OF TUSKEGEE.

Tablet Unveiled in Memory of Wil¬
liam H. Baldwin, Jr.

TUSKEGEE, Ala., April 5..A memorial
tablet to the late William H. Baldwin,
jr., of New York city was unveiled yes¬
terday afternoon at Tuskegee Institute.
The presentation address was made by
Oswald Garrison Villard of New York, a

member of the Baldwin memorial fund
committee, through which $150,000* was

given to Tuskegee on the date of its
twenty-fifth anniversary. Booker T.
Washington, the principal, and Robert C.
Ogden of New York made brief ad¬
dresses.
The tablet faces one side of a monu¬

ment erected by Tuskegee students and is
the work of the scuiptor Karl Bitter.
The principal figure on the monument is
a negro laborer, with outstretched hands
holding laurel wreaths.
Mr. Baldwin, up to the time of his

death, January 2X, 1905, was a trustee of
Tuskegee Institute.

CZAR TO VISIT CAPITALS.

Plans for Round of State Visits Dur¬
ing Early Summer.

ST. PETERSBURG, April 5..Prelimi¬
nary preparations are being made for a

round of state visits by the emperor to
Scandinavian capitals and possiblj- to
London in the early summer. According
to the plans, his majesty will leave in
June aboard the imperial yacht Stan^art,
escorted by a division of the Baltitt^fleet
and torpedo boats, and will go to Stock¬
holm, Christiania and Copenhagen, and,
perhaps, thence to England a"nd return
King Edward's visit during the summer.
This is the firs extensive Imperial trip
projected since 1901.

Senior Alumnus of Amherst Dies.
CHICAGO, April 5..Rev. James Locke

Batchelder, teacher, minister, author,
journalist and publisher, is dead here
after an illness due to the infirmities of
old age. Rev. Mr. Batchelder was the
senior alumnus of Amherst College, re¬
ceiving his degree of A. B. in 1840. Four
children, eleven grandchildren and six
great grandchildren survive him.

Government Brief in Missouri
Annulment Suit.

ACCUSED AS LAWBREAKER

Standard of New Jersey "Gross Vio¬
lator'' of Sherman Act.

KELLOGG BEGINS ARGUMENT

Defense Represented by an Array of

Lawyers Before Full Circuit Court
%

Bench at St. Louis.

ST. LOUIS, April 5..Special Assistant
to the United. States Attorney General
Frank B. Kellogg filed fcis brief of 1,400
printed pages with the clerk "of the United
States circuit court of thfa city today and
commenced

' his argument, after two
years of evidsnoe taking In the govern¬
ment's suit to dissolve the gigantic Stand¬
ard Oil Corporation of New Jersey, for
alleged violations of the Sherman act.
The argument was heard by the full

circuit court bench. Judges Sanborn, Van-
devanter, Hook and Adams. With Mr.
Kellogg for the government' was As¬
sistant Attorney General C. B. Morrison
of Chicago, who will argue certain phases
of the government's case. The defense
had half a score of lawyers, including its
principal attorneys, Messrs. Milburn of
New York, Rosenthal of Chicago, John¬
son of Philadelphia and Watson of Pitts¬
burg The importance of the case to
lawyers and laymen aHke resulted in a

crowded courtroom when the arguments
commenced.
With but little by way of preliminaries

or generalities, Mr. Kellogg plunged into
his subject. He commenced with a rather
full review of the evidence taken by the
government before discussing the law ap¬
plicable to his case. He told of the com¬
bination effected by John D. Rockefeller,
William Rockefeller and Henry M. Flag¬
ler in 1870, conceived, he declared, to
effect a monopoly of the petroleum trade,
both domestic and export, it was at that
moment, according to the federal lawyer,
that the alleged illegal conspiracy to
monopolize the oil trade of the countrv
was conceived. Later, said Mr. Kellogg,
Henry H. Roger?, John I>. Archbold,
Oliver If. Payne and Charles M. Pratt
were taken into the conspiracy by tiie
other defendants'.

Points in the Brief.
In this brief the history of tlw com¬

pany from its Inception to the present
time is reviewed, and the declaration is
made that the testimony shows that the
various defendants have from the first
pursued a system of unfair competition
against their competitors, whereby the
independent companies selling and mar¬

keting petroleum have either been driven
out of business or their business so re¬

stricted that 2 1m? Standard Oil Company
has practically controlled the prices and
monopolized the commerce in the products
of petroleum in the United States. This
system, it-is contended, lias taken the
form of price-cutting in various locali¬
ties, while keeping up high prices or
raising them still higher in other locali¬
ties where no competition exists; of pay¬
ing rebates to customer* as a part of
their system of cutting; of obtaining se¬
cret iutorinalion as to competitive busi¬
ness. largely through bribing railway em¬
ployes, and using their secret informa¬
tion to procure the countermanding of
orders of independent producers, and to
facilitate the price-cutting policy; of the
use of so-called Independent companies,
that is, companies held out by the Stand¬
ard Oil Company as independent which
are engaged in price-cutting, while the
Standard Oil Company maintains the
price through its well known companies,
and other abusive competitive methods
against the competitors.
The Standard Oil Company, the brief

alleges, is particularly able to carry on
thi.3 predatory competition for the reason
that it does not sell its product at cen¬
tral markets or through ordinary chan¬
nels, a* most other ordinary manufac¬
turers. It markets its products to the
retailer in every village and community
in the United States and it sells directly
to the consumers.

A Practical Monopoly.
it does from 8o to 1)0 per cent of the

business of the United States, leaving
about 10 to 15 per cent for all its com¬

petitors. It is also held that the testi¬
mony taken in the Standard Oil prose¬
cution shows that that company, through
a company in which it owns a majority
of the stock tthe Galena Signal Oil
Company), also controls about 07% per
cent of the lubrication of railroaus
throughout the United States, and that
It sells to most railroads at eftormous
profits. This is evidenced by the net
earnings of the company, which in l!HH>
were about 112 per cent on the capital
stock actually paid in and about iu.»

per cent on a liberal valuation of the
capital used.

It is also shown by the further fact
that the prices to these railroads ate
substantially double the prices charged
to a few favored lines, notably the
Pennsylvania. For instance, the brief
.saysj the New York Central railroad
for fen years lias paid about 100 per
cent per gallon more than the Pennsyl¬
vania. It is also stated that wherever
the Standard can do so It lias made
contracts whereby it has either marketed
a part or all of the product of the in¬
dependent refineries, or has limited the
output of the same.
One of the evidences of the monopoly

of the defendants, it is charged, is its
enormous earnings. These earnings are
summarized as follows: The Standard
Oil Trust and the Standard Oil Company,
with an investment of J«i»,024,480, had
earned up to the end of ltMJt> $><W,7l«,78;{.
Adding the estimated proiits of 1007 and
100s, we have substantially, the brief
state, a billion dollars earrfed by this
company in twenty-seven years with
an original investment of about $00,000,000.

Has Increased Prices. -

Further on the brief says:
"It has usually been claimed for large

corporations in this country that tney
have increased business and decreased the
cost to the consumer, .but in the case

of the Stanuard Oil Company it has dur¬
ing ten or fifteen years actually increased
the price to the retailer, and this a good
deal more than the price of other products
throughout the country, although the
price of Its raw material and cost of
manufacture and sale during these years
has increased very little. If any."
It is stated that dunng the years from

1S74 to 1KS2 the Standard obtained con¬
trol of practically all of the pipe lines
then existing and brought them together
under the control of the National Transit
Company, and ever since it has sought
to prevent or destroy competition in pipe¬
line business. It first sought to control
the Tidewater Pipe Company, then the
only pipe line to the seaboard, and suc¬
ceeded In getting an agreement with that
company for division of the business.
Through this and other agreements with
other companies and purchases the
Standard, it is alleged, has at the present
time control of about 05 per cent-of the
transportation of crude oil to the At¬
lantic seaboard, which by reason of the*
large percentage of oil exported gives it
a tremendous advantage.
Recognizing the Importance to the

Standard of railway transportation its
officials and their associates during the
last ten years, it is said, have been di¬
rectors in many of the leading railroad
systems of the United States. For in¬
stance, the Standard interests have in
the Chicago. Milwaukee and St. Paul four
directors; Union and Southern Pacific and
Santa Fe, two each; New York. New
Haven and Hartford, New York Central
and allied lines, Missouri Pacific, Boston
and Maine, Wisconsin Central, Rutland
railroad and others, one each.

Government's Purpose Defined.
The brief says that "the government

tion against legitimate competition, but if
the Sherman act means anything in this
country it means a monopoly acquired
by such methods of competition as are
pursued by tiie Standard Oil Company.

night and died a few hours later at a
hospital. It is thought that she struck
a match to light the gas and that her
clothing became ignited.
Rudolph Corrigan, a roomer, was paus¬

ing through the hall when he heard her
screams. He ran to her room, on the
second floor, and found her on the bed
with her clothes on fire. He smothered
the blaze with his overcoat, but not be¬
fore Miss Shea had been faially burned.

LEE'S FAREWELL TO ARMY.

Original Draft of the Document to
Be Carefully Protected.

MONEY YOU CAN REC06NIZE
TREASURY I»LAN TO MAKE

NOTES LOOK FAMILIAR.

Uniformity of Design and Portrait¬
ure Hereafter to Avoid Confu¬

sion of Denominations.

Assistant Secretary of the Treasury
Coolidge has approved a plan for syste¬
matizing designs for United States notes
and coin certificates, thus carrying into
effect a scheme of uniformity In portrait
|and general design for note* of the same
denomination of' each class The plan
adopted will embody the Ideas of official*
of the Treasury Department, bankers,
business men and currency experts.

It is believed that the new notes when,
put in circulation will be welcomed by
the public on account of their simplicity
and the readiness with whleh different
[denominations may be fixed in mind. *

At present there are nineteen different
designs for United States notes and coin
certificates of various denominations,
leading to confusion and uncertainty.
Under the new plan there will be bu--

nine. For instance, there are now two tie-
signs for five-dollar notes. The silver
certificate bears the head of an Indian
chief, while the I'nited States note bears
a portrait of Andrew Jackson, accompa¬
nied by a symbolical group of a frontiers¬
man and family. The ten-dollar gold cer¬
tificate carries a partralt of Michael HiUe-
gas, the rirst treasurer or the United
States. The silver certilicate of the same-
denomination carries the port: lit of
Thomas A. Hendricks: the ten-dolar
greenback, a buffalo! There is eouul
riety in the other denominations. Ily
the new plan, the possibility ot confusion
will bo reduced to a minimum. arm at
the same time the artistic quality of ;lie-
notes will be greatly enhanced.
Under the plan adopted all i-la-scs of

notes of cavil denomination will c»rr>
the same portrait, ui.d no portrait wiil
appear on the notes of nitiro tha.n one
denomination nor will nay portrait l<o
used which will not be immediately recog¬
nizable by every person who handles
money. The one-doilar silver certilicate
will carry the portrait of Washington;
the two-dollar silver certificate the por¬
trait of Jefferson.

tificate or greenback will carry Lhe por¬
trait of Lincoln; the ten-dollar guld and
silver certificate and United States notes,
that of Cleveland; the tvienty-dollar. . hai
of Jackson; the tifty-dollar. that of
Grant; the one-hundred-dollar, that of
Franklin; the five-hundred-dollar, that of
Salmon P. Chase; the one-thousand-d<.l-
!ar, that of Alexander Hamilton. The
portraits of Hillegas. Monroe, Silas
Wright. Lewis, Clark. Mansfield and oth¬
ers will be eliminated. The ca^le, the
buffalo and the Indian head, which have
proved to be easily counterfeited, also will
disappear. All duplications will be «lon©
away with. The classes of notes will be
differentiated by color and by other dis¬
tinguishing marks.
The new system of notes, it Is believed,

will tend to discourage counterfeiting.
