WEATHER FORECAST.

Increasing: Cloudiness and Warmer
Tonight.Wednesday, Showers.
For the District of Columbia. Increas¬

ing cloudiness and warmer tonight. Wed¬
nesday showers; moderate southeast to
south winds.

Maximum temperature past twenty-four
hours, 75; a year ago, 53.

The western depression ha^ assumed
more definite shipe. and is central this
morning over eastern Kansas.
Snow continued In the Rocky mountain

region, and there have been showers and
thunderstorms in the central valleys,
the upper lake and western lower lake
region. In the east, south and north¬
west the weather was generally fair.
Temperatures are abnormally high

from the gulf and south Atlantic states
northeastward, and low in the Rocky
mountain region and the southern
plateau.
There will be showers tonight and

Wednesday in the upper Ohio valley and
lower lake region, tonight or Wednesday
In the northern portions of the east gulf
states, and Wednesday in the middle At¬
lantic states.
High temperatures will continue in the

Atlantic states, but In the Ohio valley
and lower lake region and northern por¬
tion of the east gulf states It will be
somewhat cooler Wednesday.
Storm warnings are displayed on the

Straits of Juan de Fuca, Puget sound
and Bellingham bay.
The winds along the middle Atlantic

coast will be moderate southeast to
south; on the south Atlantic and east
gulf coasts moderate southerly.
Steamers departing today for Euro¬

pean ports will have moderate wind%
mostly southerly, with partly cloudy
weather to the Grand Banks,
The following heavy precipitation (in

inches) has been reported during the
past twenty-four hours: Peoria, 1.46;

RIVER FRONT IMPROVEMENTS.

Potomac and Chesapeake Steamboat
Company to Enlarge Wharf.

Although there Is a rumor to the effect
