TITLE OF SUIT CHANGED.

Name of Virgin Oil Eliminated From
Pure Food Proceedings.

Justice Anderson has authorized the
changing of the title of the libel proceed-
ings instituted against Virgin Olive Oil
under the pure food law to read Carmel
Salad Dressing. Attorney Milton Stras-
burger showed the error to United States
Attorney Baker and Mr. Baker consented
to the change.
The salad dressing bears a label with

the word compound stamped on it.
United States Attorney Baker today is¬

sued the following signed statement:
No complaint has been made by the

Department of Agriculture against the
Pompeian Virgin Olive Oil,' which, so
far as the district attorney's office is
i.Tllf COmP,,es in every particular

with the pure food law. not only with re¬
spect to the quality of the oil. but also
with regard to the labels upon the bot¬
tles and cases.
"The contention made by the depart¬

ment respects only the boxes or cases in
which is packed a certain salad dressing
manufactured by the same company This
dressing is known to the trade and desi--
nated as 'Carmel Salad Oil.' Is consists
or a compound and is so designated on
the labels pasted on the Individual bot¬
tles. The quality of this oil is not object¬
ed to by the pure food experts, but it is
claimed that the wooden boxes or cases
in which the salad oil was packed did not
comply fully with the law.

"In the meantime. In order to avoid
misunderstanding on the part oif the pub¬
lic. the district attorney's office has con¬
sented to a change in the title of the
pending case, in order that it may be un¬
derstood that the case does not involve

JAIL GROUNDS FOR PARK.

Conversion Advocated by Lincoln
Park Citizens' Association.

The matter of more parks for the Dis¬
trict came up for discussion at the meet¬
ing of the Lincoln Park Citizens' Associa¬
tion last evening, when the shibboleth was
sounded: "The Jail Must Go."
The objection to penal institutions in

East Washington was generally presented.
The plans of the Commissioners to re-

tain the present jail building as a house
of detention were vigorously opposed.

It was the consensus of opinion that
the place now occupied by the Jail and
workhouse should be converted Into a

gravel park for the people of the eastern
section of the District.
The order of the evening was the *p-

pointmcnt of the regular standing com¬
mittees and the election of sixteen new
members to the rapidly growing associa¬
tion, which is the last of the approxlmate-
