FROST ON FRIDAY.

Promise Made by Weather Prophet
of 40-Degree Temperature.

Jack Frost is scheduled by the'weather
'bureau to visit the District tomorrow

nigUt or before daylight Friday morning
and play havoc with the springtime ge¬
niality that has been in evftience here¬
abouts- for the past forty-eight hours.
The temperature in Washington this

morning about 8 o'clock was sixty-six
degrees. Prof. Garriott says there will
probably be a drop of about sixteen de¬
grees by tomorrow morning, while by
Friday morning the mercury is expected
to go down to the forty mark or lower.
"The temperature will not go quite

down to the freezing point." he added,
'^but we are liable to have some frost by
Friday morning. The remainder of the
week will be comparatively cool. The
mercury yesterday reached the summer¬
time temperature of eighty degrees."
Those citizens who emerged from their

overcoats yesterday and today, and then-
name is legion, will have to get back
into their outer coverings, if the pre¬
diction of the weather man is verified. It
will also be necessary for the housewives
who have planted their tiny flower shoots
to cover the beds with paper or other
thin material in order to prevent Jack
Frost from helping them. The fruit tree
buds are well advanced, but it is hoped
that frost may not seriously injure them.
The records of the weather bureau show
that there have been many frosts In early
April in this locality.

WEATHER FORECAST.

Fair and Cooler Tonight and Thurs¬
day; Brisk West Winds.

For the District of Columbia. Dela¬
ware and Maryland, showers this after¬
noon; fair, cooler tonight and Thurs¬
day; moderate to brisk southwest to
west winds.

Maximum temperature past twenty-four
hours, 82; a year ago, 69.

The western storm has readied the
Michigan peninsula with increased de¬
velopment. and showers and thunder-'
storms were general from the Missis-
sippi valley eastward, except along the
middle and south Atlantic coast. There
were also local rains and snows in the
plains states and snows in the central
Rocky mountain region.
High temperatures continue In the At¬

lantic states, but it is decidedly cooler
in the central valleys, and temperatures
are below the seasonal average over the
entire interior of the country.
A great wave of high pressure covers

the northwest and extreme west, and
after the showers of this afternoon and
tonight over the northeastern districts
several days of fair weather with mod¬
erate or comparatively cool tempera¬
tures may be expected generally.
The winds along the middle Atlantic

coast will be moderate to brisk south¬
west to west; on the south Atlantic
coast moderate southwest to west;
on the east gulf coast moderate and va¬
riable. becoming northerly.
Steamers departing today for Euro¬

pean ports will have moderate to brisk
south to southwest winds with showers
to the Grand Banks.

Knoxville, 1.28; Meridian, 1.80; Birming¬
ham, 1.54; Columbus, 1.00; Indianapolis.
