METHODS OF PROTECTING
FUR GARMENTS FROM MOTHS

Systems for Preserving Dyed Skins are Different
From Those Necessary to Keep Un-
dyed Garments in Condition.

Though there will' be many. cool days
this season, when furs will be desirable,
it is the part of wisdom to put away
heavy ones immediately, particularly the
undved kinds, for moths work into them
and lay eggs that later breed destroyers.

A woman who, for one reason or anoth-
er. does not send her furs to be stored
through hot weather, may choose-ong of
several different ways of keeping them.
The preservative method most llked by
thicse who have room enough in which to
hang garments is bags of cretonne or
denim large enough to hold coat or cape
without wrinkling. Into these the gar-
ments are put on hangers. A plece of
cotton is firmly fastened down over the
shoulders, so0 that no crack shall be left
open. and the bag is then pulled over, the
draw string being gathered tight. In this
condition the whole is hung in a closet to
£tay until cold weather. No camphor or
other protection is necessary.

Care of Undyed Furs.

It should be distinctly understood that
this process Is not for undved furs. but
only for sealskin, black Persian lamb and
squirrel, if it has been colored to simu-
late sahle. Even these furs, however,
will not go through the season success-

fully if the closet is a warm one, for
darkness and heat generate moths, or at
least are the ideal -conditlons under
which they flourish.

No furs can be put away with safety

until they have been thoroughly sunned
and then brushed. The former is not
enough. for heat will not dislodge pests.
Sunlight and wind will loosen the fur,
softening it, and then a gentle whip or
slender bit of rattan must be used. The
right side gentle and then the wrong,
smartly, are struck, to dislodge insects.
after which the garments must be laid
away before others work it.

A person possessing a cedar chest has
only to lay garments ip it "to insure
safety, but a trunk lined snugly with
newspapers make an excellent substitute.
This lining, arranged to fold over the
top when the trunk is- full, is an ex-
cellent protection.

Over the bottom of the trunk ecamphor,
or whatever substitute has been chosenf
must be sprinkled. While putting in layer
after layer of furs the trunk corners
must be kept well filled with the preserv-
ative, for it is through them that moths
usually enter. It is always better to
wrap the ill-smelling stuff in tissue paper
than to have it go directly against the
skins. There have been cases where the
preservatives have taken the color from
skins.

When it i8 not necessary, a trunk of
winter garments should never be tightly
packed. for all furs press badly, and if
kept in too snug quarters =ill require
dressing when removed in the autumn.
This is avoided for several seasons by
taking good care of them.

A fur trunk should not be kept in a
garret if the latter is warm. A room
seldom @sed is the best place. and if one
has not this space then a closet must be
taken. Falling that, it should be kept in
one of the usual bedrooms which is cool
in summer.

Removing Liver Spots.
by Simple Treatment.

Brown spots on the face are apt to
make their appearance at this season of
the year, when the blood is in bad con-
dition and the liver is torpid. This last
condition is largely responsible for un-
sightly facial blemishes, and when they
take the form of “liver” spots that organ
should be treated Immediately. For in-
stance, a cathartic must be resorted to
if the liver has been inactive. Some kind
of blood purifier should also be taken.
Many persons like sassafras tea as a
purifier. It is made by steeping two
tablespoonfuls of the dried root, broken
fine, in three pints of beiling water for
twenty minutes. It 1s drankR freely
through the day and may be sweetened
if desired.

Eating pineapples is also recommended,
for their juice has a beneficial effect upon
the blood and skin, and it is said that,
rubbed on the discolored skin, it will re-
move the blemish.

Diet Must Be Simple.

Great care must be taken with the diet
that it shall contaln only the simplest
and most nourishing food, at the same
time kinds that can be easily digested.
Fresh fruits may form part of the meals,
but any highly spiced or fried dishes
should be avoided.

Exercising in the open ailr must be part
of the da:ly routine, even if it Is neces-
sary to get up earlier to accomplish it—
for nothing will produce such beneficial
results as a brisk walk. In rain or shine,
for this kind of exercise produces rapld
circulation, brightens the eye, clears the
skin and makes for grace. The improve-
ment is not to be noted in a week, but
at the end of a month a person who has
done this regu'arly will have snap and
tone not to be achieved in any other way.

While methods directed toward improve-
ment of the whole system must be kept
up, some external applications may
found helpful,

In using whitening lotions there i= this
to be considered, that any strong bleach

be |

may injure the skin. On the contrary, a
simple one will work so slowly that the
patient may think it i3 not a success and
so stop it.

One of the mild bleaches is made from
sixty grains of salleylic acid and four
ounces of bay rum. It is applied  night
and morning with a small bit of linen and
left to dry on. After @ few days the
skin will roughen, when the application
must be discontinued and the place
touched with oxide of zince ointment
until it heals. If the stain is still in evi.
dence the lotion may be used again.

Camphor Removes Liver Stains.

If the discoloration is not a dark one
spirits of camphor may prove beneficial.
This is applied to the dark flesh several
times a day and at night, driying on.

The roughness it creates may be sooth-
ed by oxide of zinc ointment.

TAFT PRAISES CADETS

Creditable Review of the High
School Regiment.

LONG-DELAYED EXERCISES

Philippine Constabulary Band Heads
" the Parade.

COL. ROSS INJURED IN A FALL

——
Pluckily Remounts and Leads the
White and Colored Companies in
Front of the President.

o o i

President Taft reviewed and after-
ward praised the High School Cadets of
Washington yesterday afternoon on the
White Lot.

The review was especially arranged be-
cause of the inability of the young sol-
diers to take part in the inaugural day
parade for which they had been planning.
On account of the severe weather March
4 the school officials ordered the cadets
to remain out of the parade. Since then,
however, they have been making efforts
to have the Presldent review the brigade,
and he appointed yesterday for the in-
spection. When the downpour was great-
est in the early afternoon there was some
discussion of a postponement of the re-
view, but President Taft announced that
he wanted the cadets to turn out. Had
the day been fine, it is probable that the
crowd would have been three .,or four
times larger than it was.

To witness the review of the young
soldier boys s=everal thousand persons
gathered around the ellipse south of the
White House grounds and gazed in ad-
miration at the straight lines of blue that
swept past the chief executive of the na-
tion. In that crowd were many persons
of prominence in the National capital,
the leading officlals of the local school
system, the fathers of officers of' the
brigade and the mothers of high privates
of the rear rank.

A Fine Showing.

And there was much praise for the
cadets voiced by the President and by
the unprejudiced bystander. The accuracy
anu precision with which all the orders
were executed and the straight lines which
the cadets, marching company front dur-
ing the review, kept during the Jong
march across the White Lot won the ad-
miration of all of the 'large throng.

The President declared that the show-
ing was “splendid,”” and that the appear-
ance which the cadets made reflected
cre.it on the schools of Washington and
on the officers and others who have drilled
them in military tactics.

“a fine showing,”" declared Capt. James
F. Oyster and William V. Cox, president
and vice K president, respectively, of the
board of education.

“Am 1 proud of the Washington school-
boys? 1 am always proud of them, es-
peclally when they make a showing like
that today,” declared A. T. Stuart, su-
perintendent of public schools,
-Commissioner Macfarland, president of
the District board, expressed his senti-
ments by congratulating President Oyster
and Supt. Stuart on the excellence of the
marching of the cadets during the entire
maneuvers.

Preparatory to the review by the
President, the -twelve companies from
the white high schools and the tive com-
panies from the colored high schools
formed in line’ at ¢th street and Louis-
jana avenue. Col. Burton R. Ross,
mounted on horseback, and the members
of his staff took the head of the line, and
immediately behind them came the Pnuil-
ippine <Constabulary Band. Then the
procession moved to Peansylvania ave-
nue, and thence along the north side of
that wide thoroughfare, lined with peo-
ple, to 15th street, swinging around inio
Pennsylvania avenue again to pass in
front of the White House. The parade
then went down 17th street to B street.

Col. Ross Injured. d
Just before the cadets marched on to
the White t from 17th street the only

accigent of the day occurred, and Col.

3

Ross was the victim. He was riding a
spirited horse and the animal became
frightened suddenly, and rearing, threw

the commandant out of the saddle to the
pavement. Col. Ross struck the curb
with his head and was knocked uncon-
scious. :

Capt. Opyster and Mr. Cox of the
board of education were witnesses of the
accident, and with the members of the
commandant’'s staff rushed to where
Col. Ross lay. They found that an
ugly gash had been cut on the back of
his head and another on his forehead.
The ambulance of the Emergency Hos-
pital was immediately called and made a
quick run to the scene. By the time it
arrived Col. Ross had revived, and when
he’ saw the ambulance he jumped to
his feet and announced his intentien of
continuing at the head of the troops.
Capt. Oyster tried to persuade him to
the contrary, but the commandant was
persistent. .

“Well, you won't ride that same horse,”
announced Capt. Oyster. . One of the
commandant’s staff at once offered his
horse, ‘which was not so spirited. for the
use of the commandani, and. although
his wounds were siill painful and bleed-
ing, Col. Ross mounted and was soon
leading the.cadets on to the White Lot.

There was much praise of the pluck
displayed by Col. Ross in mounting to
the saddle after being thrown out and
knocked unconscious.

“I came out to lead these boys through
the review and I'm going to do it,”” he
declared.

During the inspection President Taft
noticed Col. Roes’ injuries and inquired
about the accident. He expressed his re-
grets and sympathy.

The Review.

The cadets marched on to the green
lawn and formed into battalions, with Lhe
Philippine Band on the extreme right.

Just as the last movements were being
executed President Taft, accompanied by
his military atds. Col. Spencer Cosby and
Capt. Archibald Butt, rode on to the field.
The chief executive was mourited on a

sorrel, prancing horse and wore a brown
suit. His dress was in sharp contrast to
the bright uniforms of his aids.

‘‘Present arms’’ was the order given 1o
the men of the brigade, and whnen the
order had been executed (ol. Ross turned
and saluted the chief executive with his
sword. The salute was returned by Mr.
Taft.

“Order arms’” followed, and as the
cadets stood at attention Col. Ross joined
the President and his staff, and the pariy
began to ride around the troops. When
the President resumed his position in
front of the brigade the companies were
ordered to pass in review. The siraight
lines of the company-front formation won
the admiration of all the spectators. As
the colors were carried past the chief ex-
ecutive, firest by the white cadets and
later by the colored battalion, the Presi-
dent saluted by doffing his hat. Company
D of the McKinley Manual Training
School carried the championship flag
which it 'won in the competition last May.

At the close of the review the Presi-
dent and his alds rode across the White
I.ot, and it was evident that he was in-
tent on a horseback ride through Poto-
mac Park before returning to his duties
at the Executive Mansion.
