SHIRAS SNAPS MOOSE

Camera Shooting More Fun
Than Hunting.

IN THE MINNESOTA WILDS

Washington Man and State Official
Have Experiences.

ANIMALS TIMID, BUT STUPID

Run: When They Meet Man, But
Light Attracts Them—Try to
Climb in Boat.

tihis city, said to be the only person in
this country who has successfully pho-

mer -in St: Leuis county, Minnesota.
recently obtained photographs by
light and ten flashlight pictures of moose.

Mr. Shiras, in company with Carlos
Avery of the state game and fish com-
mission of Minnesota, spent fifteen days
during June in trailing moose. The ani-
mals, hungry after their winter fast,
usually find abundant food in the streams
and lakes of the county. During the
present month, however, food has practi-
cally disappeared.

The photographers had many exciting
experiences, according to Mr. Avery.

Moose Stupid and Timid.

““The moose is not fierce or. dangerous,
as generally supposed,” he says. “We
found that as soon as they get scent of
a human being they will run. They do
not take fright merely at sight, but will
stand and look stupidly as long as they
do not get the scent. .

*It was mnecessary to ge!: within 100
feet of an animal in daytime. and within
twenty-five feet at night for a flashlight.
When the flash came the moose would
make a break., and was just as likely to
come toward us as to run the other way.

‘*We were in Loon river, which has
high banks, and sometimes they could

not climb out., Thev would see our
boat light and make for it. We had to
turn the light, and even then some-

times had to push them away with the

oars. It was never necessary to shoot. It

is a more exciting sport than hunting.
Tried to Climb in Boat.

“One night we were about to take a
flashlight of a cow moose when she got
scent of us and tried to get away, but
could not c¢limb the bank and became
terrified, making straight for our light.

“We had to push her away with oars
and she swam around bellowing, com-
ing at us three times, and finally got
out of the river and away without our
taking a picture. Of course, we could
not use canoes, but had a canvas boat
which was light enough for portages, but
safe.

‘““There were only two or three nights
while we were there that the air was
clear enough for picture-making. It gets
very hot there during the day, coming up
around eighty about every day, and then
turns very cold at night, coming down to
40 or thereabouts. The water being
so much warmer at night than the air
produces fogs almost every night.

No Moving Pictures Taken.

“Conditions have to be just right, and
Mr. Shiras was well equipped, having
eight cameras, one of them a moving
picture apparatus. We were not able to
use that because with so much outfit we
could not reach the lake, where we had
expected to get the moving plctures of
moose in the water. In the narrow river

channel that could not be done.
“We found as many deer as moose in
that region, which was a surprise to me.

Mr. Shiras has hunted moose in New
Brunswick, but found them much more
plentiful here, and was enthusiastic over
northern Minnesota as a big game pre-
serve. Signs of the moose were abundant
gverywhere.”

Mr. Shiras, who is the son of Justice
Shiras of the United States Supreme
Court, now retired, was formerly as ar-
dent a sportsman with the gun as he is
now witi: a camera. He finds more zest
in the preservation of the life of game
than he formerly enjoyed in its slaughter.

SAYS STONE DID RIGHT

Magistrate Justifies Senator
in Striking Negro Waiter.

DISMISSES ASSAULT CASE

Says He Has Had Experience With
Pullman Porters Himself.

SENATORS MAY BE ARRESTED

Liable Like Any One Else, Justice
Gran'nah Declares, and Missou-
rian Agrees With Him.

In these words Justice Grannan, in

the central police station, -Baltimore,
vesterday afternoon disposed of the
charge of assault preferred against
Senator Willilam Joel Stone of Missouri

by Lawrence G. Brown, a negro Puli-
man car walter on the Pennsylvania
railroad. Senator Stone had admitted
having slapped the negro in the face
when the waiter became impudent
night before last while the senator was
on his way from Philadelphia to this

hands

city.
Mr. Stone "was arrested that same
night when the train reached Balti-

more. but released without bail after
he had promised to return yesterday
and stand trial. He left here at noon
vesterday for that purpose, and the
case was heard at 3 p.m.

Another decision which Justice Grannan
rendered was that Senator Stone was not
immune from arrest. Col. Arthur D.
Foster, a son-in-law of United States Sen-
ator John Walter Smith, who was counsel
for the sznator, tried to have the case
dismissed, after the testimony of the
negre had been taken, on the ground
that Senator Stone could not be punished
by the magistrate.

Was a Breach of the Peace.
“There is no immunity for any one,”
said the magistrate, ““when he commits a
misdemeanor. Section 6, article 1, of the
Constituticn of the United States says
that senators and representatives shall in
all cases, except treason, felony and

breach of peace, be exempt from arrest
during their attendance at the session of
their respective bodies and in going to
and returning from the same. That's the
law, and an assault is a breach of the
peace.”

The case was then continued.

An effort was made to show that the
assault occurred in Delaware and that
Justice Grannan had no juriediction in
the cdse: but he overruled this point by
showing that the ecriminal court of Balti-
more and its magistrates act fully in
their power when they try cases of viola-
tions of the law on trains, steamboats or
any other vehicle coming into the city.

Neither the Pennsylvania Railroad Com-
pany nof the Pullman company, which
were represented by Col. Charles H. Car-
ter, desired to prosecute the case against
the United States senator. Mr. Carter,
after the case had been called, asked that
the charge "be withdrawn; but the negro
stepped forward and demanded that the
case be heard.

Justice Grannan arrived at the sta-
tion shortly before 3 o'clock, accom-
panied by Mr. Murray Vandiver, chair-
man of the democratic state central
committee. A large crowd had gath-
ered, and many prominent politicians
were present. There were also a num-
ber of women. When the case was
called all of the crowd could not enter
the courtroom.

Wearing a blue serge suit, a black tle
and panama hat, Senator Stone reached
the station, accompanied by Col. Foster
and Messrs. H. J. Haskell and Freder-
ick Steckman, newspaper men of this
city, in a taxicab, having arrived at
Union station a short time before.

He walked up to the desk, where he
was kept Tuesday night for over uan
hour waiting to hear from Senator Isi-
dor Rayner and other friends whom he
tried to reach in order that he might
be released. His release was finally or-
dered by Police Commissioner J. B. A.
Wheltle.

Senator Stone announced his Identity
when he reached the station vesterday
to Capt. Henry and Lieut. Fullem. and
he went to the captain’s room
few minutes’ rest, where he used the
telephone to talk to Washington. He
was greeted by Mr. Vandiver and sev-
eral other friends who were waiting at
the station, and then he was taken to
the courtroom. where Justice Grannan
was waiting te try his case.

“Your name Iis William J. Stone?”
queried the magistrate.

*“Yes, sir,” he replied.

Wanted Charge Withdrawn.
“You are charged with assaulting
Lawrence G. Brown, a negro porter,”
continued the magistrate. “Do vou want
your case tried liere or in court?”
(Col. Foster then interposed that he
was desirous that the case be tried be-

fore the magistrate. When he mad>
this announcement Mr. Carter. repre-
senting the Pennsylvania Railroasd

Company and the Pullman company,
made the following statement:

“Neither the Pennsylvania railroad
nor the Pullman company. which em-
ploy Brown, wishes to prosecute the
case against Senator Stone. T am repre-
senting them as their counsel. and 1
hope the court will let the case drop.”

“Where is the complaint?”’ asked the
magistrate.

Brown then stepped up to the railing
before the magistrate. He is a heavy-set
negro with yvellow skin.

“Do you want fo prosecute this case
against Senator Stone?"” asked the magis-
trate.

“I do—I insist upon his
said Brown. -

Justice Grannan then proceeded with the
testimony. Senator Stone stood in the
prisoner’'s dock with his counsel.

James Burke, the Pennsylvania railroad
policeman, who arrested Senator Stone,
testified that he had recelved Instructions
from the station master at Union station
to arrest a man on one of the Pullman
cars on the train which arrived there at
7:25 from Philadeiphia. He said Senator
Stone was pointed out to him by the
Pullman conductor, James Owens.

William G. Lawrence, a cook on the
train, testified that the senator had words
with Brown over the delivery of some
food. He said he saw the senator slap
the negro waiter, following it with a
threat to shoot the *“black dog,” as Law-
rence expressed it.

Lawrence delivered his testimony with
haughty manner.

Waiter Was Shocked.

Brown was then called and told of how
the senator ‘‘'shocked’ him by “awful lan-
guage.”

“*Senator Stone ordered some boiled eggs
and chops from me,” he said, “when the
train left Philadelphia. I had several

other customers and could not serve him
when he wanted them. I made a mistake
at one time in his order. I had it cooked
and delivered it to some one else.

“When he learned this he became in-
furiated and went into the buffet car and
started to quarrel about it with the cook.
I came along, and as 1 neared him he
=said: ““Here comes the d—— nigger now.
The ——! I was shocked at what he
said, sir, 'deed 1 was. It was then that
he struck me right in my mouth.”

No marks could be seen on the negro's
mouth.

“I hurried to the Pullman conductor,”
continued Brown, "and told him what
had occurred. The conductor asked me
what I wanted to do about it and T said
I wanted Senator Stone arrested.”

being tried,”

William B, Martin, the Pullman con-
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ductor, sald Brown told him of the assault
and that, following the negro's request.
he had Senator Stone arrested.

“Did vou know who the man was?’ ask-
ed Justice Grannan. *“‘What did he say
to vou?"’

“I did not know him.” sald Martin.
“When I asked him why he struck the
negro he told me because the fellow had
acted like an impudent cur. The senator
asked me what I intended doing about it,
and when I made him an answer he
threatened to pummel me. We generally
put obstreperous passengers off the train,

arrested I did not have him put off.”

Senator Stone’s Testimony.

Senator Stone then started to give his
testimony.

“I had been to Philadelphia with my
daughter, who has not been well,”” he
said, *“‘and left Tuesday afternoon to re-
turn to Washington.

“I had nothing to eat since Tuesday
morning, and when I got aboard the train
I told the negro, Brown, to bring me a
lamb chop and some boiled eggs. Then I
called him back and ordered him to bring
me a drink of Scotch whisky. 1 also told
him to bring me a glass of water with
the liguor. He brought the whisky in a
small glass and with it a small glass of
water. I called him back and told him
to bring me a large glass of water. |
spoke sharply to him. He came back in
a little while with a large glass and a
chunk of fce in it, without anyv water.

“Fivervy one else in the car had been
served in the meantime and had finished
eating, and the negro had still not
brought me the large glass of water 1
ordered, and it became necessary for me
to get up and get the water from a cooler
myself. I walked back to the kitchen
and asked the cook why I wasn’'t served.
He pointed to my lunch, which was all
cooked, waiting for the waliter. That
fellow put in an appearance and I ut-
tered remarks calculated to make him sit
up and take notice.

“I have always been treated agreeably
on the Pennsylvania railroad, and T have
always felt that the negro waiters and
porters were there for no other purpose
than to accommodate the passengers. I
was angry after waiting for so long a
time, and when I reprimanded him the
waiter answered in no polite manner. He
was insolent in the extreme and told me
to walt until my turn came and ‘then 1|
would be served. I saw that the food
was cooked and was getting cold.

***You black dog!’ 1 said, ‘vou're trying
to show your resentment.” Then I reached
over and slapped him in the face.

Tempted to Hit Porter, Too.

“A fresh young man, who introduced
himself as the Pullman porter, or some-
thing, happened along in a little while
after I had returned to my seat. He said
I was creating trouble and wanted to
know what I meant by it. I was tempted
to strike him. I was mad and he made
me worse.

I was reading a paper when the train
reached Baltimore and two special officers
came aboard the train and arrested me,
after the negro had pointed me out.

‘“They sent in a phone call for the Black
Maria. 1 started to tell one of the police-
men that I couldn't be arrested for as-
sault, but he knew as much about congti-
tutional rights as a hog knows about the
JDecalogue. I had the extreme pleasure of
riding to the police station in a patrol
wagon."

When the, senator had finished Justice
Grannan looked over his glasses and in
a slow, deliberate manner said:

“‘Senator Stone, I have traveled a greal
deal in my time over nearly all the rail-
roads—in the coaches and in the parlor
and Pullman cars.

Spectators Applaud Decision.

Then the spectators clapped and cheer-
ed, and the maglstrate rapped with his
gavel for order.

Senator Stone was taken in hand by
Mr. Vandiver, and later shook hands with
Justice Grannan, thanking him for his
decision. He then went to Capt. Henry's
room, where he used the telephone and
informed several of his friends in Wash-
ington that he had been dismissed. A
few moments later he jumped into the
taxicab. and was hurried to Union sta-
tion, where he took a train for Washing-
ton.

“Senator. will you institute proceedings
against the Pennsylvania railroad or the
Pullman company?'’ he was asked.

*“No, I intend to let the matter drop
now,”” he sald.

He also told Justice Grannan before lie
started to give his testimony that the
magistrate was right in his opinion that
the senator was liable to arrest for as-
sault.

“I fully concur with vou on the point,
said the senator. "I did think I was im-
mune from arrest, but 1 believe you have

hit the point in your explanation,”

SYLVESTER'S REPORT IS 1IN

He Says Paroled Prisoners From
Sanitariums Often Cut Up Most
Unexpected Didoes.

Based on reports of Police Chief Sylves-
ter, Captl. William T. Anderson of t(he
eleventh police precinet and Capt. Michael
Byrnes of the sixth precinct, showing as-
saults and other crimes committed by
escaped or paroled inmates of St. Riliz-
abeth Asylum for the Insane, a motion
was made by Commissioner West before
the District board today that the atten-
tion of the Secretary of the Interior be
called to a letter sent him October 2.
1008, in which the hope was expressed
that greater care might be exercised in
the surveillance of patients.

The Commissioners recently asked Po-
lice Chief Sylvester to make a report to
them regarding insane persons at large.
This report was submitted to Commis-
sioner West last night, and, following its
receipt, the Commissioner said to his col-
leagues:

“I move that a copy of this report be
transmitted to the Secretia;y of the In-
terior, whose attention should also be
invited to the fact that October 20,
1908, the Commissioners transmitted to

Paroled Patients Cause Trouble.

“The occasions are not rare when the
police are called upon te annrehend per-
sons who have been extended privileges
such as have been mentioned, and in-
stances might be cited in which the se-
curing of such persons has been attended
by much anxiety, labor and risk. It not
infrequently happens that individuals who
are arrested for crime or who come
within this Jurisdiction and show signs
of insanity are found unon investigation

to have heen paroled from some institu-
tion where they had been under treatment
for mental disorders. Experience prompms
the suggestion that those who are charg-
ed with the care of the insane should ex-
ercise wise judument and be thoroughly
convincaed of a patient’s recovery before
granting either furlough or discharge."”
