FORFEITS COLLATERAL.

Druggist Sold Poison to Mrs. Burns,
Who Committed Suicide.

As an aftermath to the suicide of Mrs.
Jennie Burns Sunday night at her home.
711 11th street northeast, Laudier Mackallof Mackall Brothers, pharmacists.
9th and H streets northeast, forfeited
*10 collateral in the Police Court today
for falling to comply with the pharmacy
law in the sale of poison. It was from
the Mackall firm, it was declared, that
Mrs. Burns purchased the poison with
which she ended her life.
The defendant was arrested yesterday

afternoon following an investigation by
Detective Johnson of the ninth precinct
and Pharmacy Inspector George Wheelock.When taxed with the sale of acid
to Mrs. Burns, Mr. Mackall admitted it,
and in explanation of his failure to registerthe sale as required by law, told
the officers the matter escaped his mind
at the time.
"I asked her all the necessary questions,"Mackall said, "which she answeredproperly, then I made the sale.

We were so busy in the store at the
time that I forgot to enter the sale on
the poison register."
"What did Mrs. Burns say she wanted

with the acid?" Mackall was asked.
"For sanitary purposes," came the reply."She bought three ounces of the

concentrated acid."
For the purpose of evidence against

Mackall, in case he should decide to
fight the charge, the two officers exhibitedthe bottle which was found in Mrs.
Burns' room after she emptied its contents.At the time Mrs. Burns purchasedthe ' acid she was accompanied
by her two small children, between whose
sleeping forms she was found dead some
hours later by her husband.
