ORGANIZATIONS WORKING
FOR THE COMMON GOOD

Infiuential With Commissioners and
Congress.

Synopsis of the Aims, of the Differ-
ent Associations and Outline of
the Projects for the Com-

" ing Winter.

With the opening of the autumn and
winter seasons all of the citizens’ asso-
ciations of the District are getting their
organizations Into shape for active cam-
paigns before Congress and before the
board of District Commissioners—all of
them intent upon securingz needed clvic
improvements ‘“‘for the greatest good of
the greatest number” within their several
localities. Uuring the summer montns—
July, August and September—while many
of their members were out of the city on |
vacations, the citizens’ assoclations were
practically temporarily disbanded, but the
present month will find the great majority,
if not all of them, reorganized and *‘pull-
ing together” for the common good.

Nowhere in the country, it may safely
be said, are communities of citizens so
thoroughly welded into compact societies
a3 in the District of Columbia, and in the
absence of the franchise the citizens thus
secure what amounts to representation in
their governing body—the board of Com-
missioners. The assoclations frequently
are united upon questions of general in-
terest, and it has been found in practice
that the views of the committees from
one or more of the assoclations, as ex-
pressed in hearings before the Commis-
sioners, figure largely in shaping public
policy. Similarly the desires of any one
association are heeded in the matters of

greatest moment to them, wherever lati-
tude is giveu to the local authorities in
distribut'ng improvements, and more
than anything else it has been found that
the granting of appropriations by Con-
gress not infrequently depends upon the
representations concerning municipal
ne«ds made by the organizations of citi-
zens in the sections of Washington which
will be affected Ly them.

Though generally united upon questions

of broad public policy, the various asso-
ciations are more intimately interested In !
securng civie benefits for their own
neighborhoods, and In consequence it is!
with the attaining of @ great variety of |
Sbjectives in mind that the score or more
of associations are being called together
this month by their executive officers.
