Summary of Giavis' Charges.
Mr. Giavis* charges in this connection,

as published in Collier's Weekly, are sum1marlzed as follows:
"November 12. 1906. President Rooseveltwithdrew all coal lands in Alaska

from public entry, but previous to that
f time there were about 900 claims filed,
covering about 100,000 acres (nearly the
whole of the coal fields). The law attemptsto prevent monopoly of such
claims by limiting the amount of each
claim and providing that each claimant
must take up the land In his own interestand for his own use. This law
has been Interpreted by the Supreme
Court of the United States to forbid
speculating in coal lands before entry.
either by dummy entrymen or by previousagreements to consolidate claims
after entry. Of these fiOO claims to
Alaska coal lands.among them the socalledCunningham group.t^e majority
are fraudulent.
"As to the action of the land office

on these claims, I assert that the land

CABINET TO MEET HIM

Chamber of Commerce Committee
Also Will Be at Station.

WILL FIND OFFICES READY

Everything in Shipshape for Businessin Enlarged Quarters.Mrs.
Taft at White House.

The White House had no advices today
indicating that President Taft has decided
to stay in Richmond today later than he
had planned and that he would not arrivehere at 8:35 o'clock tonight. SecretaryCarpenter's dispatches from the partywere to the effect that the President
would reach Washington on schedule '

time this evening and tiiat he would he
glad to get back home.
Secretary Carpenter will go to the depot

with members of the cabinet to receive
and greet the President, who will also
find a committee from the Chamber of
Commerce, representing the cordial greetingsof Washington people generally. Tills
committee and the cabinet will receive
the President in tlie waiting room of the
I'nlon depot that has been set aside for
the President of the Cnited States. This
waiting room is in the southeast corner
of the building.

Mrs. Taft Waiting.
Immediately following the greetings of

those present Mr. Taft will lie driven t<»
the White Housse. where Mrs. Taft will
be eagerly waiting for him. His absence
from Mrs. Taft lias been the one unsatisfactoryfeature of the trip.
When the President goes into his new

office tomorrow morning hft will find
everything arranged as it is believed he
will desire. The room is plainly but elegantlyfurnished. It is in the center of
the rear portion of the addition Just completedto the executive offices. It overlooksthe south grounds of the White
House. On the east side of this room is
the cabinet room. On the West side is
the room of Secretary Carpenter. The
old cabinet room has been turned into a
waiting room for congressmen and other
special callers, while the old room of the
secretary to the President is now a waitingroom for visitors without appointments.
More Room and More Privacy.
The addition to the executive) offices is

of value In giving the executive force
more room than in the past and at the
same time adding greatly to the privacy
of the President and his officials. Beforethe addition was confpleted the lobby
of the executive offices was also the
waiting room for many visitors. I'nder
the old arrangement the cabinet rooin
and the President's private office were
practically one room, there being a sliding
door between. The new cabinet room,
while to the east of the President's privateoffice, does not adjoin the latter,
there being a small office between, arrangedfor retiring or for conference purposesfor the President.
I'nder the old arrangement, too, all

mails, express and other shipments were
taken in and brought out tile one entranceto the executive offices. The new
addition provides that all this shall go
through the basement, from Executive
avenue, across the street from the State.
War and Navy departments. A door at
this basement is guarded by a policeman.
In this respect, as In many others, the
wortf and business of the White House
will be more private than at any time
in years.
The floor of President Taft's room is

laid In Philippine woods of various kinds
and is covered with a heavy, soft carpet.The President's desk is In the centerof the room and tie will sit with his
back to the south, facing the doors by
which visitors will enter. The desk is
the same he has used tip to this time
and is the same that was used by PresidentRoosevelt.

The New Tennis Court.
The famous Roosevelt tennis court had

to lie destroyed to make room for the
addition to the executive offices, hut a

new court is now being rushed to completion.it is located in the ground*
soutii of the White House and just west
of the fountain. The work is lveins done
by a large force of men under direction
of t'ol. t'osby, superintendent of public
buildings and grounds. President Tafr
cares little for tennis, being a golf player.
Thi new tennis court is for Mrs. Taft
and her friends. Mrs. Taft's physician
lias advised that she take up this form
of outdoor exercise for the betterment of
her health, which has been improving
since her atthek in the spring, but which
is not as good as she desires.
The court is in sight of the ellipse runningsouth of the White House grounds,

but is within the iron, fence inclosure of
the grounds. - Pipes will drain the court
underground and it will be raised above
