DREYFUSS ARGUES
FOR SHORT SEASON

Answers Ebbets by Saying He
Would Gladly Help Out the

Owner of a Losing Team.

PITTSBURG, January 13.—President
Barney Dreyfuss of the Pittsburg club
hands it to President Ebbets of Brooklyn
by saying:

“1 wish T were as sure that the Pirates
are going to win the pennant again as
my colleague, Mr. Ebbets, seems to be.
It is true that one of my strongest ob-
jections to the proposed 168-game sched-
ule that it would interfere with the
ayorld’s series, which I consider the cli-
max of the season.

“I need not argue with Mr. Ebbets to
convince him that the people demand a
world's serles. He attended every game
played in Detroit and Pittsburg last Oc-
tober, and rooted as hard for Pittshurg
as T will gladly do for Brooklyn if it rep-
resents the National League in a similar
contest. Ile knows that the total attend-

ance of 145,295 does not begin to include
all of the persons who are interested in
the struggle between the pennant win-
ners of the rival leagues. He knows that
these series attract the attention of thou-
sands of good citizens who would never
get the base ball habit otherwise.

Helps All Clubs.

“*Not only the winning team
league benefits through the
series. There would have been little
business for the second division clubs
after July 4 last %ear if the patrons
of base ball in the eight National League

is

in each
world’'s

cities had not been interested in the
struggle between Chicago, New York
and Pittsburg for the honor of repre-

senting the league in the world's cham-
pionship event.

“lI had a seven-year experience with
a losing team, and have so much sym-
pathy for a club owner who finds him-
self in that fix that I would vote for
any reasonable proposition that would
lighten his burden. But it is my hon-
est opinion that the 165-game Season
would decrease rather than increase
the revenuve of the second division
clubs. *

“But interference with the world’'s
series is not my only objection to the
168-game schedule. As is well known, 1
have for years opposed double head-
ers. 1 will not admit that the n%tional
game is reduced to. the necessity of
having to offer bargains to attract its
patrons.”

Opinions Favor Short Schedule.

Base ball men are much interested in
the discussion over a longer schedule.
Outside of the club owners, few seem to
favor the 1688-game idea. Fred Falken-
berg, the well known pitcher, gave sev-
eral reasons yesterday why a longer sea-
son is not wanted. He said the long
schedule will prolong an already tire-
somely protracted season; close the sea-
son so late as to render a world's series
either impeossible or indecisive, through
cold weather; weaken interest in* the
game in those cities where clubs are out
of the race after a few weeks have
passed and, most of all, fan slumbering
antagonism between the National and
American leagues, with a possibility of
causing serious friction.

Manager Clark Griffith of the Cincin-
nati Reds has come out strongly against
the 168-gagne schedule. Grif claims that
the players will lose interest and that
the games during the last week of the
season will be dreary affairs unless the
contestants are well up in the fight. Grif-
fith has about converted President Garry
Herrmann of the Reds to his way of
thinking.

Jimmy Collins Gives His Experience.

Jimmy Collins, the famous old Boston
player, was manager of the Minneapolls
club last season in the American As-
sociation and plaved through the season
of 168 games. Collins claims that for
that reason he was anxious to get away

from the Millers. He will manage the
Providence KEastern League team next
season.

“The one unpleasant feature of my
stay in the American Association,”’ says
Collins, “was the large number of games
played. Before the season was two-thirds
over many of the players were tired out,

ing but complaints, who felt they
being overworked. To do their best play
ing the boys must have an appetite for
the game, If overworked they lose the
dash and staying powers necessary Lo
give the public a fair run for its money,
and in time the attendance is bound to
fall off. Champagne without bubbles is
tame stuff. Base ball without ginger is
worse.”’

JOY MILLER MISSING.

Father Fears Deposed Foot Ball
