March lO..A crowd
estimated at KM*)0 persons went to the
base hall park of the Philadelphia Na¬
tional League cluh this morning despite
the announcement by the authorities that
a mass meeting called by the s rike lead-
ers to be held in the park w^uid not be

permitted.
There was no disorder of conseouenca

in the vicinity of the ball park. The cates
of the park were kept closed.
Trouble was threatened, however, when

it became definitely known that there
was to be no meeting. The musses of

humanity began to congregate on Broad
street for the return toward the center
of the city.
At 1 o'clock the crowd filled Bro«<t

street.broad in fact as well as name.for
six blocks north from Columbia avenue.

Admission Formally Denied.
Just at that time C. O. Pratt, leader

of the striking :ar men, with other lead¬
ers of the ger« :al strike, rode up Broad
street in an automobile. W ay was made

j foe the automobile.
The crowd, cheering maiily, fell in be-

j hind. Tne march up Broad street to the
park was started.

| The marchers encountered a strong
for.-e of police who began tuning the
masses back.
Pratt and the carmen's counsel got as

far a? the ball park gates in their m»-
' chine and formally demanded admit-
[tance. When this refused, they en-
tered a protest with the police and started
back toward city hall.
The crowd-, which bad been circling the

bali park fell in behind. At 10:30 o'clock
a big mob-like formation of people was

marching back toward the city's central
section.
Hundreds of strike sympathisers were

turned ii to side streets by the police, but
many ina<!e their way back into the
crowd.
At l.">th and Norlis streets a small band

of men and boys attacked a cai, break¬
ing .ill the windows and forcing the p*s-
sengers t«. ttee. At Broad street and
Columbia avenue another car was as¬
saulted with bricks and missiles.
A policeman on the car drew his re¬

volver. A moment later he was struck
with a brick, lie was sent u> a hospi¬
tal.

Newspaper Men Arrested.
Five newsjiaper reporters who came

down Broad street in an automobile
j ahtad of the crowd were placed under
I arrest. They have been traveling with
Pratt since the strike. The assistant

| chief of police took away their creden¬
tials. He detained them in a room in
the city :.all pending a disposition ot
their case.
The authorities at city hail were kept

informed b> direct communication of
events ut the ball park, two and a half
miles directly north on Broad street.
When the crowd started its march south
instant action was taken.

All tiie reserves in the building were
massed in the city hall courtyard to
await events. Other steps were taken t®
prevent a march into the hall.

In tiie meantime the crowd kept coin¬
ing down. It was noticeable, however,
that at each cross street hundreds left
the ranks. Except at a £* w cross streets,
there were no cars in the path of the
crowd. No violence was committed, but
the crowd was very noisy.
When the leaders of the crowd reached

Ridge avenue, a mile from the city riall.' thev found a line of policemen stretched
across the wide thoroughfare. Police
Supt. Taylor was in charge.

1 The crowd was ordered to halt. The
leaders were pressed by those in the
rear, and a mixup occurred. All those
who failed to turn off Broad street or
did not promptly obey the police were
helped along with riot sticks.

Police Get Upper Hand.
Matters looked serious for a few min¬

utes. The police soon had the upper hand
and turned a great part of the crowd into
the side streets. Many got through the
line, however, and continued their parade
down the street.
Passing the Boys* High School, the

marchers made so much noise as to at¬
tract the scholars, in a moment all the
windows of the big building were Oiled
with boys cheering the crowd.
One square below the high school the

remnant of me crowd that got past Ridge
avenue encountered a second line of
police across the street, who adopted the
same methods as those who blocked the
crowd a Ridge avenue.
There was no ceremony in breaking up

the crowd, and those that did not turn
into side stseets were also hit with clubs.
IV-* parade here was *>racticaHy broken

up. Few got past the police at this point.
Less than a hundred reached City Hall,
apparently the objective point of the
mob, which started the march two and a
h:iC n .tcs north of that building.

Cars Are Stoned.
