Gray and Groom are carded to work this
af*ernoon. ‘‘Doc’” Relsling is the latest to
go on the sick list, and the big pitcher had
to keep to his bed this morning with some
stoma. #1 trouble. He has been working
very faithfully since coming down here,
and the chances are that he has overesti-
meated his strength. A day's rest in bed
will probably fix him up for tomorrow’s
practice.

joe Hovlik arrived this morning and
was given & warm welcome by the play-
ers. His baggage went astray and he
was not able to get in uniform this morn-
ing, but he will be there this afternoon.
Movlik's appearance is pleasing to Man-
ager McAleer, as with Reisling and
Walker out of it the big Swede will be
given plenty of condition work dyring the
yest of the week. Hovlik left his home in
lowa Sunday night and has been travel-
inz ever since, but showed little signs
of weariness and would have beén on
the fleld of battle this morning but for
the delay in the arrival of his baggage.

Walker Comes Home.

Manager McAleer does not like the idea
of Walker lying around the hotel and will
send him home by boat this morning to
nurse his strained ankle. ‘“'Dixie’s” in-
jury is nothing serious, but just enough
to keep him from working.

From these dates it is
evident that the executive committeq
intends to allow nothing to overshadow
Newport's time-honored session on the
courts. The women’'s national, as usual,
holde the courts of the Philadelphia
Cricket Club, Wissahickon Helghts, the
week of June 20,

As it stande the list of 119 tournaments
is most representative, and is larger than
i% any previous veqr. It is not, however,
80 large as Secretary A. 1. Hoskins
promiséd it would be at the recent meet-
ing of the executive committze at the
Waldorf-Astoria. It was Stated yester-
day in explanation that the list would be
added to later as arrangements '‘were
made. As t0 the changes that appear
upon the list as {ssued, several important
tournaments are missing, notably that of
the Englewood Flield Club and of the
East Jersey Lawn Tennls Association.
