GANS HAS TUBERCULOSIS

EX-CHAMPION WILL NOW BAT-{|
TLE WITH WHITE PLAGUE.

Many Prominent Men Have Rushed
to His Aid—Has Money
of His Own.

BALTIMORE, May .10.—Joe Gans will
never box again. He made the assertion
last night to a reporter. It is not be-
cause he would not willingly do so, but
his health is so impaired that the ex-
champion is now giving it all attention.
He is making preparations for an early
start to Phoenix, Ariz., where he antici-
pates making a prolonged stay with the
view of regaining his health.

Joe never shirked or feared to face
trouble when it overtook him. Standing
in front of the Goldfield Hotel last night,
between hectic coughs and expectora-

tions, faultlessly dressed and wearing
valuable jewelry, he said:
“l am a sick man. My trouble is

tuberculosis, which in the right lung is
pronounced. A few short months ago I
felt good and strong. 1 went over to
New York and posted $1,000 to fight Ad
believing 1 was in perfect
realth. While in New York I contracted
@& bad cold. 1 thought it would cure
easily and doctored myself with the usual
nasty medicines. Then I went to see my
doctor. He worked for several days and
I was no better. Then I asked him to
have my lungs examined thoroughly.
This was done. Then I asked the doctors
to tell me just what the trouble was.
They told me I had tuberculosis, but not
in a virulent stage. They said 1 must |
£0 1o a high altitude and must not delay
in doing it.

“The doctors said I was in no immedi-
ate danger, but T must go and go quickly.

“l am going as soon as I can arrange
a few matters. 1If, when I get to Ari-
zona, the climate improves me, 1 will go
to California to see the Jeffries-Johnson
fight. In my present condition I would be
of no aid in Johnson's corner, though 1
hope to be stronger by July 4.

. Has Lost Flesh.

“When not in training I should weigh
140 pounds. 1 have lost flesh so rapidly
in a few weeks that I now weigh less
than 125 pounds. 1 sleep fairly well, but
I cannot get an appetite—] can't eat at
all.”

Then, after a coughing spell, Joe had
to be given a little whisky and rock candy
sirup. As soon ag he could- talk again
he said:

“T am going to the Gayety tomorrow
night to say a good word for Battling
Nelson. I saw him and he said I had
given him the battle of his life, and 1
khow he gave me the worst [ ever got.
He ia different from me. He has a chance
to win back the title and 1 think he will
do it. 1 do neot think that boxing or
even hard traiping had anything to do
with my hnving contracted tuberculosis.
It came from the cold 1 caught in New
York, and that was a cold which I fogl-
ishly underrated.

“While 1 have to leave home., I am
pieased at one feature of my going—my
wife will go along. 1 have enough of this
world’s goods to live comfortably on and
there will be no such thing as good
friends saying., ‘Let’s give the poor old
ex-champ a benefit.” Then there is an-
other pleasing thing, and this I wish you
would mention—1 know I have friends
here in plenty. 1 have been offered
money asgistance in large amounts from
Kuhle & Love, Carrol Raisen, Al Her-
ford and Buck Laudeman. You will re-
member Laudeman. When I was a begiu-
mer he assigned me for two vears to
Al Herford under a econtract. Now, it
wWas good in these friends to offer me
assistance, and, while 1 appreciate it 1
feel real good to be able to thank them
and know that 1 am able to pay myv own
way. I don’t know what effect my trip
will have. 1 hope for the best. The doc-
lors give me hope.”

While Gans was taking, at times with
difficult breathing, he was, as he always
was, =traightforward and fearless. \When
told that he had tuberculosis by expert
physicians he believed it; in fact. his talk
was like that of a man who had diag-
l'l"'!?d his own case

FUNERAL OF HENRY W. SMITH.

Death Results From Illness Contract-
ed in the Philippines.

Funeral services for Henry Warren
Smith, former chief of the provincial
bureau, Treasury Department, in the
Philippines, who died last Saturday,
were held at 2:30 o'clock yesterday after-
noon at his late residence, the Mendota.

Peanuts, Crowds, Clowns,
Spectacles, Daring Feats.

ANIMALS DO MANY TRICKS

Acrobats Defy Death in Hair-Rais-
ing Aerial Stunts.

HORSES AND TFAIR RIDERS

‘ Dare-Devil Desperado Dives Into In-

clined Plane, Landing on
His Chest.

Well, it's a hard matter to find the
right place to begin in telling about the
circus, because one would have to be in
several hundred places at once in the
course of a short afternoon to gee it all.

| Still, here's a try at it:

FFirst, you get off at 14th and H streets
northeast and mingle in with a swarm of
human beings, all of whom are intent
on blocking your passage. You pass
eighty or ninety peanut boys, and when
you finally buy a pocket full you dis-
cover that the nearer to the entrance of

the big tent the smaller are the peanut
bags, -

Noise and Crowd.

There are loud cries of sideshow men
explaining that for the small sum of a
dime, the tenth part of a dollah, you can
pass on jnside and see in one-half an
hour the greatest collection of animal

monstrosities, human freaks and mur-
derous wild men ever gathered together
into one aggregation.

All the noise and confusion that has
made the story of the Tower of Babel
famous is gathered right out there at the
circus grounds, The man who sells
lemonade tries to outsell the man who
sells peanuts. The man who has a little
sideshow outdoes the peanut man, And
S0 on .,

Well, yvou get a seat, after stepping
on some ladyv's hat, which she has care-
lessly discarded for the minute. There
are candy-eating babies in front of you,
back of vou and all around you. Of
course—it’'s always the way—yet who
seems to care?

The band is playving excerpts from
various operas of the sounding German
variety. Ever and anon a clown wan-
ders about the ring to give a foretaste
of the grand aggregation of comic talent
that Barnum and Bailey have up their
sleeves.

The people straggle in. When they
are all seated—except the stragglers—and
the band is through playing, whoop!
the circus starts.

Circus Is Truly Great.

Of all the great kaleldoscopic effects,
that circus out there takes the prize.
Not one minute during the entire per-
formance is there a single lull in the
twisting, shooting, spangled, gilded,
pink and green spectacle of men,
women, horses, seals, monkeys and
clowns.

Any one who wants to see it all will
have to travel with the show a' while
and pay strict attention to each indi-
vidual ring for a whole performance
at a time. The person who sits him-
self down in the middle of the reserved
seats and tries to keep an eve on every-
thing at once will have a mental affiic-
tion akin to the physical ailment known
as blind staggers.

But here’s something new. The big
star acts are so arranged that they
spread over the entire four rings.

For instance, when the elephants come
out to play delicately with each other
while trainers with cowhide whips keep
them acting gentlemanly, the herd
divides into sections, so that every ring
has practically the same elephant per-
formance at once.

The same with the trained seals. In
every ring at once during this perform-
ance there are seals riding horses and
juggling all soris of things on their
noses—most marvelous of all being the
way these flopping animals toss lighted
torches about with thelr mouths.

Acrobats of the Air,

Then the ‘‘series of midair perform-
ances of extraordinary skill,”” as the pro-
gram has it, takes up the entire tent.
The lithe bodies of diving acrobats go

shooting through the upper air of the
tent, while enough people to make up a
good-sized town eat peanuts and nudge
neighbors and take it all for granted.

Goodness, it is hard to keep track of all
these things for a newspaper story. About
this time the child sitting behind The
8tar reporter yesterday fell through the
seats. And an attractive young woman
had to drop her program down into the
pit below the seats. Something may have
happened out in the ring about then, but
history will lose it, until the child and
the program are recovered.

And all this time the funniest old clowns
kept coming out. There must have been
& thousand of them.

That clown who comes around with the
umbrella which squirts water upon itself
at intervals was there again. 8o also
were the clowns who have large flapping
feet, and who slap each other with slap
sticks.

They tied firecrackers one to another,
and chased around the ring in imitation
of a persan in an acute stage of comlie
agony, while 5,000 children laughed and
determined to try the same thing on poor
old grandma.

Horses and Fair Riders.

There were pretty ponies and graceful
little ladies riding them, and horses that
danced and played musical bells. ‘There
were ‘“three roval riding acts,” outclass-
ing anything ever seen for equestrian
grace.

There was Herbert the frogman, who
was so0 much of a frog that he ought to
be called the man frog instead of the
frog man.

Whew! it’'s hard to remember just what
did happen, there was s¢ much of it.
And the attractive voung woman and the
candy-eating child were distracting, each
in their widely separated ways.

But there were prodigious presentations
of various and vigorous arenic acts of
deftness and dexterity. There was a
really remarkable congress of extraordi-
nary acrobats, to which the wide world
had contributed its best,.

More acrobats than were ever seen to-
gether at one time, the ringmaster said.
Perhaps he's right. It would be hard to
beat that performance.

Startling swingings by the toes and
heels. With wings of supernatural power
these daring, diving dare-devils . flew
through the air with as much ease and
grace as swallows skimming over a mill
pond. And if they had missed their aim
it would have killed them,

Dare-Devil Desperado’s Deed.

And =o on. The kaleidoscope grew in
its swirling ferociousness and excitement

until the charioteers had driven around
the track and the lady in green had
hugged the pole, to dash in a triumphant
winner, to the great delight of all that
had made vociferous bets upon her
riding.

And then the climax came. It is Des-
perado, *'the dare-devil, death-defying,” in
the terms of the ringmaster. It is not
a feat as spectacular as the old  loop-
the-loop aflair was, but it is really death-
defying. .

Instead of relying on a mechanical con-
trivance or physical laws of momentum,
this man takes a dive from the top of
the tent into an inclined plane.

The crowd listens and watches for this
star act. Gaping mouths stop eating pea-
nuts for a minute. Then comes the
dive—he is safe, having risked his life
once more. The crowd goes on out.

NEW YORK, May 10.—The big, hearty
voice and broad smile of President Taft
set in motion yesterday the annual act-
ors’ fund fair, that week-long carnival of
fun and money-getting which has en-
listed the services of all plavers abhout
New York In aid of their aged and des-
t'tute brethren.

The President's

voice was raised in

compliment to the profession, and his
smile betokened the sincerity of his
friendliness for the player folk. He gave

the fair a start in the matter of enthusi-
asm and good will that ought to keep it
whirling until curtain time.

He enjoved himself, and a crowd of
about 9,000 persons that, filled the armory
at 34th street and Park avenue enjoyed
him, Though he remained at the fair
less than an hour, he tried his best to
see everything there, and found time to
honor several of the busy women workers
by personal conversation.

A cheering crowd greeted the President
in 34th street as he alighted from his
motor, and the crowd inside took up the

noise when they heard it outside. Then
he stepped into a charming surprise.

Through Lane of Beauty.

Forming a lane of beauty from the door
to the court of honor in the center of the
armory drill floor were fourteen of the
best known actresses, who held silken
ribbons in one hand and flags in the
other,

They played their parts with splendid
ardor, cheering and waving and looking
their very finest. The President enacted
his *'bit” nobly, 1too. He bowed and
smiled at every s=single one of them.
That's true, for they all said so after-
ward.

Meanwhile, ahead of him, some thirty
flower girls strewed roses and violets and
carnations in the presidential pathway.
And they cheered, also, and so did the
non-professional spectators. The band
played, and William H. Crane, the vet-
eran actor delegated to welcome Mr. Taft,
got the worst case of stage fright he ever
experienced.

Daniel Frohman made the first address,
as president of the Actors’ Fund. He
thanked those who were taking part and
introduced Mr. Crane, who, after refer-
ring to Mr. Taft's well known fondness
for the play and hailing him as *'Friend
and Brother,”” presented him witth a gold
medal struck off in honor of the occa-
sion.

President Taft’s Response.

The President, im reply, said: .

“I should be wanting in personal grati-
tude if I did not seize this opportuniiy to
come here and give my thanks to a pro-
fession to which I personally owe so
much. 3

“I do not like to compare you either
with lawyers or politicians. There is one
respect, though, in which we are all
allke: the money we make seems to come
easy and go easy. You are different
from lawyers and politicians in that, out
of the generosity of your hearts, you
take care of those who have played their
parts in your profession and have reach-
ed a time when they are dependent upon
others.

“It was no meaningless phrase when 1
said to you that I owed much teo your
profession. There is nothing that I know
of in a nerve-straining life that equals
the relaxation of a good play, well
mounted and well played, and you put
all humankind under obligation by hold-
ing the mirror up to nature.

“Now, my friends, I do not deserve
this (gazing at the gold medal), and 1
feel overcome by your generosity. But I

sincerely hope from the fact that :you
can give to one visitor such a mark of
appreciation as this indicates that you
have a lot behind for other old—weak,
old men."” ;

“Will you take some dictation from
me? Can you really do it without see-
ing?”’ inquired the President,

The blind girl said she would be honor-
ed, and then, while Mr. Taft talked, her
nimble fingers spun over her machine.
She wrote: *“'I have a great deal of inter-
est in furnishing to the blind the means
of enjoying life and of forgetting the
deprivation which +is theirs. William H.
Taft.”” The President autographed this,
and it will be, like everything else at
the fair, raffled off later in the week.

Next a bust of himself, executed by
Robert Aitken, caught Mr. Taft's eye.
He pronounced it an excellent likeness.
Whoever winge this is expected to present
it to the President.

Mr. Taft next stopped at the booth
showing work of various sorts done by
retired actors and actresses at the nome
on Staten Island. He admired a pen-and-
ink sketch by Charles Gonzales, and it
was given to him with the aged actor’'s
proud compliments.

The Pregident then went downstairs
and complimented Miss Augusta Glouse,
who sang a song about a doll, by say-
ing: ““What a cute little girl.”” This went
for both the doll and the singer. He ex-
tended his felicitations also to David
Bispham, who sang “Danny Deever,” and
to Burr MacIntosh he called: “‘Hello,
Burr!

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ARRIVAL OF FLEET.

Vessels Bearing Wood, Lumber, Fish
and Oysters in Port.

A southerly breeze Sunday night and
vesterday wmorning brought a big fleet
of wood, lumber, fish, oyster and tle
carriers into port, and yesterday even-
ing, with the arrivals of the latter part
of last week, the docks were filled with
vessels discharging cargoes, and several
wood and lumber schooners were at an-
chor in the harbor. 1In all, seventeen
vessels came into port, five with cord
wood; six, lumber; two, fish in barrels:

BOOTH'S SON DESERTS

ANNOUNCES HE IS THROUGH
WITH SALVATION ARMY.

General Never Able to Control His
Own Family—Will Preach
Independently.

DETROIT, May 10.—Herbert Booth of
London, yecungest son of Gen. Booth,
founder of the Salvation Army. announc-
ed in beginning an address 1o the Detroit
Pastor’s Union that he is no 1ong.cr of-
ficially connected with his father's or-

ganization. .

The announcement created no little sur-
prise as suggesting another split inlthe
the Salvation Army. The reason given
by Mr. Booth in no way allayed !lfat
feelings. When asked to explain, he said:
“It is a personal and family matter, and
I do not care to discuss it.” .

But a local minister, who is in clc_nse
connection with Mr. Booth, and has in-
side information as to the facts, made

the following statement:

«“The reasons that have led Herbert
Booth to sever his connection with t_he
Salvation Army are very much like those
that resulted in his brother, Ballington

ooth, departing from it and organizing
the Volunteers of America. The old
general is a wonderful man, and has_ done
great things for the evangelization of the
world and the redemption of lost souls;
but he has never been able to control his

own family.
Caused Bitter Estrangement.

«wWhat many thought to be his despotic
action in deposing his son Ballington
from the command of the army in this
country created a bitter family estrange-
ment that lasted until the death of Mrs.
Booth Tucker, and was not even buried

in her grave.

“Like Ballington, Herbert quesuo_ned
the advisability of certain policies, with-
in the Salvation Army, and was disci-
plined for it In a mannér which he be-
lieved to be tyrannical. As a result he
has left the army and is now engaged in
preaching as a free lance throughout the
world.”

For some vears now the actual con-
trol of the Salvation Army has not been
in the hands of the general. The aged
leader, who is in his eighty-second year,
attends only to those spectacular parts in
whieh he himself performs. The direction
ig in the hands of Bramwell Booth and
the commissioners on the headquarters
staff in London. Herbert had no part in
the direct management.

TO LOSE HER TOPMASTS.

Schooner Hattie E. Giles Will Be
Converted Into a Ram.

The three-masted bay schooner Hattie

Capt. R. B. White, managing owner of
the Giles, issued the decree depriving the
vessels of her upper spars and she will
be taken to a shipyard to have them
removed. While this work is being done
the vessel will be taken from the water
to be fitted with a new keel and to have
other work done.
