SAME RACE AS QRUSSIANS

Original Settlers Fled From Home
on the Fall of the Byzantine Em-
pire to Enjoy Their Own Religion.

CETINJE, Montenegre, April 27, 1910.

The little isolated state of Montenegro,
an independent principality under the
protection of the great powers of Europe,
and particularly the Czar of Russia, lies
back from the Adriatic sea behind a
range of mountains towering six, eight
and even nine thousand feet above the
sea. Many of them are covered with
snow the entire twelve months and form
one of the most imposing ranges in Eu-
rope. Today Cetinje, the capital, is en-
circled by a snow-clad wall of sierras.
The peaks are not so high as several of
the Alps, but they seem to be wilder and
grander, and thus far their summits have
been inaccessible. The highest is called
Dormitor, and is 8,205 feet; the second is
Kuckikom, which is 8,032 feet; the third,
Orjen, 7,218, and the next highest is Lov-
cen, which is 5,770 feet. There are other
peaks above 5,000 feet—many of them—
and at this time of the year a blanket
of snow is spread over all of them.

There seems to be a misapprehension
among people who should know better
concerning the color of the inhabitants
of Montenegro, and a few days before 1
left Washington a member of Congress
who knew I was coming here asked me
how it happened that a nation of negroes
ghould have maintained itself all these
centuries among the Turks. The name
may be misleading, but it has reference
to the color of the mountains rather
than that of the inhabitants, for, while
many of them are as brown as an Amerl-
can Indian because of exposure to the
weather, I do not think there i= one col-
ored person in the entire principality.

Same Race as Russians.

The Montengrans are Slavs, the race
from which the Russians come, and the
250,000 inhabitants of this little state
are descendants of members of the Serv-
fan aristocracy who fled from thelr home
in the fifteenth century after the fall of

the Byzantine empire and the conquest of
what is now called the Balkan peninsula
by the Turke. The Servians were con-
verted to Christianity in the ninth cen-
tury, and at the time of the division of
the Christian church they sympathized
with the Greeks of Constantinople, The
Montenegrans still belong to that faith,
and their ancestors came to this bleak
and dreary country for the same reason
that the Pllgrim fathers went to New
England, in order that they might wor-
These ex-
iles suffered persecution from the Mo-
hammedans for many years before they
left their homes, and, being unable to
endure it any longer, thev were led over
a range of mountains to new homes,
where they were ruled by thelir priests.

Church and State United.

From 1460 to 1861 the executive author-
ity in Montenegro was exercized by vlad-
ikas, or prince bishops as they were
called, the same man being the head of
the church and the head of the state, He
performed the ecclesiastical functions of

a patriarch of the Orthodox Greek Church
as well as the clvil duties of a king. At
first the vladikas were elected by ballot,
but about 1656 a powerful and progressive
leader named Babylas founded the pres-
ent dynasty, and, as the viadika was not
permitted to marry, the crown has dea-
scended from uncle to nephew in the
same family ever since. Prince Nicholas,
the present ruler of Montenegro, Is the
second who has not heen ordained as a
priest. He simply refused to assume ec-
clesiastical authority, and the people, who
idolized him as a young man, unani-
mously sustained him in his violationeof
precedent. Ecclegiastical authority is
therefore exercised by a regular bishop
elected by the clergy.

Babylas must Have been a far-sighted
man, for he established a printing press,
where a number of devotional books and
several volumes of lawe and regulations
were published by him early in the eight-
eenth century, but from that time until
1850 Montenegro had no newspaper and
no books, being too much occupied in de-
fending itself against the Turks to pay
much attention to literature or theology.
Thus you will see that Montenegro is
unique among nations. Although it has
ounly 230,000 inhabitants, they are all
chiefs and princes, and a series of bril-
liant marriages by the sons and daugh-
ters of Prince Nicholas prove that the
royal houses of Europe consider the blood
of the royal house of Montenegro as good
as their own,

Over Four Centuries of Struggle.

For four hundred and fifty years this
little nation has maintained its independ-
ence In a continuous struggle against the
Turks, the Venetians, the Saracens, the
Servians and other invaders, with a rec-
ord for heroism that surpasses that of any
other people. Down to the middle of the
nineteenth century bettles and raids
against their neighbors form the entire
history of the country and the Montene-
grans never have been defeated in battle
on their own soil. While the Turks
fought their way to the gates of Vienna,
the Montenegrans alone managed to re-
gfst them in their invasion of FEurope.
The geography of the country has, of
course, been their strongest fortification.
They have no castles and no need of
them; they fight in the open, in the moun-
tains, which are almost impassable for
strangers, and so intricate are the valleys
that none but the inhabitants can find
their wayv about; and they are so barren
that, as Gen. Sheridan once said of anoth-
er counirv: ‘“‘A crow has to earry its ra-
tions when it flies over the land.”

On account of this topography it
been sajd that *“‘a small army can al-
ways be defeated in AMontenegro and a
large one will alwayvs starve.”

The local name of the country is “‘Crna

hias

Geora,”” which literally means black
mountain, although it is a misnomer.
The mountains are not black; theyv are

gray and are composed of limestone.

Men Too Proud to Work.

Up to the time of Cladika, Peter II.
who reigned from 1830 to 1851, the Mon-
tenegrins were a race of barbarians, llv-
ing in thatched huts similar to those of
the peasants in Connemara, on the bleak
west coast of Ireland. The women did all
the work and were literally beasts of
hurden. The men were too dignified an
too proud to labor. They were professional
varriors, llke the American Indians, ans
considered menial tasks beneath them.
Theirs has been compared to the Ho-
meric state of society at the time of ““The
Iliad,” when war and poetry were the
only occupations of men, and where he-
roes subsidized minstrels to extol their
exploits in song.

The vendetta has always prevailed in
Montenegro, and other romantic notions
were realized in the life and history of
this people until the reign of Prince
Peter, who labered for twentv-one vear<
in the regeneration of his subjects, which
was successful to a remarkable degree
and within that short gpace of time they
made rapid advances in civillzation. His
successor, Danilo, carried on his work
until 1860, when he was assassinated and
his nephew, Nicholas, the present reign-
{ng prince, was elevated to the throne.

Independence Recognized.

The earlier years of Nicholasg’ reign
were occupied with warfare. 8When the

offered the most stubborn resistance, in
which he was siuccessful, and, by inter-
vention of the powers, the Independence
of Montenegro was recognized. In
1876, with the aid of Russla, which
furnished him with ammunition
and other supplies, Prince Nicholas
not only obtained full recognition of
started another insurrection against the
Turks, in which Russia was soon in-
volved, and that led to the war be-
tween Russia and Turkey in 1877. By
the treaty of Berlin in 1878, Nicholas
his sovereignty and independence, but
gained an important addition to his ter-
ritory in a strip of coast along the Ad-
riatic, between Dalmatia and Albania. This
gave him two seaports, Antivari and
Dulcigno, which formerly belonged to the
Turks. Nicholas also strengthened him-
self with the powers and has since been
on the most friendly terms with them
all. His personal character has won thelr
respect and confidence, and the hravery
and the history of the little nation have
provoked their admiration.

Nicholas Grants Constitution.

p to 1883 the vladika was an abso-
lute dictator and carried the cxecutive,
the legislative and the judicial branches
of the government around under his
own hat. Even now that is the case,
practically, although in that year Nicho-
las voluntarily granted a constitution to
his subjects which they accepted because
he told them to do =m0, and not because
of any complaint as to previous con-
ditions or any desire for a change. There
are three ministers in his cabinet. A
legislative assembly of fifty-six members
meets alternate years to consider such
businesss as he lays before it, and a court
sits at Cetinje at certain dates, but has
very little to do. Prince Nicholas is
literally the whole thing in the way of
government, and he rules a quarter of a
million people on the partriarchal plan,
being a father to them as well as a
king, a judge as well as a law-giver and
everything else except their espiritual
guide, which he might be if he had not
voluntarily discarded that responsibility.

Since 1883 Nicholas has been on very
good terms with the Turks and was quite
as much of a favorite with the ex-
Sultan Abdul Hamid as he was with
Queen Victoria or with the old Emperor
William of Germany. Abdul Hamid is
sald to have considered him his ideal
of 2 man and a ruler, and showed his
neighborly esteem by presenting him
with a yacht, which now lies anchored
in the harbor at Antivari, and with
several splendid Arabian stallions, which
have already improved the riding stock
of the royal family and the officers of
the army. Nicholas once visited the ex-
sultan at Constantinople by invitation
and was his guest for several days.

Increase in Population.

These mountain people breed rapidly
and since their wars have ceased the
population Has not only increased 62,000,
but 4,000 Montenegrins are sald to have
emigrated to the United States. The en-
tire population are natives of the Servian
race except about one thousand gypsies,
called Teiganes, and about three thou-
sand Albanians, who have fled from
Turkish persecution. There are said to be
4,000 Roman Catholics in the country;
the Albanians are Mohainmedans, the

gvpsies have thelr own queer faith and
the remaining 240,000 are members of
the Orthodox Greek Church.

The largest town in the country Iis
Podgoritza, with 14,000 population. The
other towns are Cetinje, the capital,
3,000; Nikchitch, 3,000; Dulcigno, 2,000;
Antivari, 1,600; KXolachin, 1,600; Dan-
flograd, 1,000; Neiguach, 1,200; Yabliak,
1,000; Rieka, B800; Njegus, 760, and Vir-
bazar, 500. The rest of the population
live in little villages scattered through
the oountry wherever there is soil
enough to support them.

Spread of Education.

Until 1851 there was scarcely a school
in Montenegro, the only one of any ac-
count was at the capital where boys were
received to be educated for the priest-
hood, and not 10 per cent of the people
could either read or write. Today there
is a primary school in every village; sec-
ondary schools in all the larger towns and
a gymnasium or academy at the capital.
One of the greatest benefits the friend-

ship of the imperial family of Russia has
conferred upon the principality, in addi-
tion to introducing the =ons and daugh-
ters of Prince Nicholas to the other royal
families of Europe, was the establishment
of an institute for the higher education
of young women. It was founded by the
late Empress Marile Feodorowna in 1869,
and has accommodations for sixty young
women from sixteen to twenty years old,
who are taught modern languages, geog-
raphy and history, music and dancing
and other accomplishments hy competent
instructors, chiefly Germans. The Queen
of Ttaly and the daughters of Prince
Nicholas who have married into the royal
imperial family of Russia are all gaduates
of that school, and It has cerated a little
circle of cultivated and accomplished
women that surprises foreigners who
c¢climb over the mountains to visit this
strange little country.

The young men are sent to Belgrade
and Vienna for their education, and the
government payvs the expenses of about
fifty students. There is a school of the-
ology called the Bogoslovia, where candi-
dates for the priesthood are instructed in
the faith, and several private schools have
recently been established for the benefit
of yvoung people whose parents cannot
afford to send them away, but desire for
them a better education than the public
schools provide.

We wandered into a school the other
morning. It oeccupies an ancient two-

aral hundred years, and
saw a lot of bright-lcoking youngsters
of botih sexas from six years old to
eighteen, divided into grades and taught
by young men.

Ounly One Newspaper.

There is one newspaper in Montenegro,
called the Glas Tserncgortsa, which
means “the voice of Montenegro.” It is
published at the government printing of-
fice, and is the official organ of the
prince, and supported by him.

Montenegro has its own coinage of gold
and sllver. Its standard of value is the
French franc called a perpera. One hun-

dred peras (worth one-:wentieth part of
1 cent) make one perpera (worth 20
cents), and multiples of five perpera are
coined into s.lver and gold. ,

Mcntenegro has its own pcstage stamps
and stamped envelopes, and has contrib-
uted two sets of anniversary stam s to
the albums of collectors, pne to celebrate
the fourth centenary of the first print-
ing press and the other the bicen'ennial
of the present dynasty. The silver jub-
lee of Prince Nicholas, which cccurs next
summer, will be commemcrated in a sim-
ilar manner. ’

Protestant Bodies for Year 1808
Reported 20,287,742, arid Roman
Catholics 12,679,142.

The aggregate number of communi-
cants or members of all religious de-
nominations in continental United States
for 1906 was 32,988,445, according to the
United States census of religious bodles,
a part of the census bureau's special re-
port now in press. Of this grand total
the wvarious Protestant bodies reported
20,287,742, and the Roman Catholic
Church 12,679,142

Of the Protestant communicants, ac-
cording to the report, 80.6 per cent were
outside the principal cities of the coun-
try. Of the Catholics, 27.9 per cent were
In the citles of the first class, those hav-
ing a population of more than 300,000,

while 47.8 per cent were outside the
cities of the first, second, third or fourth
classes, the last class being clties of
25,000 to 50,000, Protestants in the first-
class cities aggregated 7.3 per cent.

Episcopalians in Cities.

Of the Protestants, the Proiestant
Eplscopal Church reported a majority of
its communicants in the principal citles,
51.2 per cent, as did the Church of Christ,
Scientist, 82.6 per cent.

The report shows a growth of all com-
municants, both In the cities and country,
since 1800. In the five leading cities the

proportion of communicants to population
was: New York, 4.7 per cent; Chicago,
40.7; Philadelphia, 28.8; Boston, 62.6; St.
Louis, 468.6,
