GAMES LOST BY ONE RUN

Lack of Timely Hits and Poor Work
on Bases Responsible—Connie Mack
Well Supplied With Youngsters.

Losing games by one run has ever been
one of the favorite performances of the
Nationals, but it is doubtful if ,the team
has ever before made so strong a record
*in this respect as during the past two
weeks, when, of the fifteen games played
— | eight were lost by this small margin.

Now it goes without saying that a base
hit at the right time in any one of these
games would have given the victory to
the locals, thus indicating that one of
the team’s principal failings is weakness
with the stick. But that is not its only
fault and does not explain away all the
defeats. There have been entirely too
many occasions when poor judgment on
the bases has prevented runs from belng
scored. Furthermore, McAleer hasn’'t a
base-running team. Pilfering ‘of bags
oecurs so seldom that it Is always a note-
worthy event, But lack of judgment on
bases has been the team’s worst failing.

Yesterday, for instance, runs were
thrown away in the fourth inning. With
the bases full McBride hit to center, scor-
ing Milan and Lelivelt. ‘Oldring made a
long peg to the plate, yet Gessler re-
mained on second when he should have
been planted on third and given McBride
a chance to mme“ap to second. The re-
sult was that Ge=fler was later caught
trying to steal third, and no more runs
came over the pan. There have been
many similar instances where opportuni-
ties have been overlooked which, if taken
advantage of, would have brought about
victories.

Not -belns a good hitting team, much of
the team's deficiency with the stick might
be made’ up on the bases by alertness
and daring enough to take ordinary
chances, but this seems absolutely lack-
ing. On the whole, the pitching has been
very creditable. With a stronger of-
fensive team the pitchers would have
many victories to their credit. Losing so
many games by one run may be hard
luck. but it can also be attributed to

some poor ball playving.

The average ball club finds it most
difficult to secure Young material for
immediate use, but Connie Mack seems
to be supplied for several years to

come. Not only has he quite a num-
ber of yvoungsters in action, but he ap-
pears to have an entirely new crop on
the bench or under cover that he can
use as his veterans gradually drop out.

Yesterday he sprung Hauser, a Dbig
first baseman, who gave about as good
an exhlbition around the bag and with
the stick as one would want to see.
Hauser has been sitting on the bench
but when Harry Davis had a ecramp in
his back he was put in the game. Now
Davis is some ball player, but this
chap Hauser looks to be his master,
judged on the game he put up yes-
terday.

There are four or five clubs in the
league that would be greatly helped
by having Hauser around, yet Mack
is just carrying him along for future
use. But Hauser is not the only young-
ster who is under Mack’'s wing wait-
ing to break into the game. There are
McGinniss and Rath two infielders, and
Strunk, an outfielder, every one of
them good ball players, who perhaps
need just a trifle more seasoning.

Ball clubs spend fortunes sending
seouts through the minor leagues in
search of playing material, and but
few playvers are found. Mack, however,
seems able to pick up. more players
than he needs for immediate use and,
what is more, all of them appear to be
above the average in ability.

Experience has taught Connie Mack the
uncertalny of base ball, and though his
team is leading with a comfortable mar-
gin and will soon start a long series of
games on its own grounds, during which
it should increase its hold on first place,
there are no claims for ‘the pennant made
by Mack. “It's too uncertain,” said he
today. “Of course we have a nice lead,
but you can never tell when you will get
a slump and go down the lidder again.
We had one on the western trip and we
may encounter another, so it is not wise
to make claims until it is a cinch. The
boys feel, of course, that they have a
grand chance and they are hustling their
best and working for every inch. But it
is a long while until the end ‘of the sea-
son and we must win a lot more games
before we can make any claims."”
