Secretary Considers Insurgent Rep-
resentative No Republican.

CALLS HIM RANK SOCIALIST

Former President Accused of Not
Being Accurately Informed as
to Political Conditions in
Washington.

Secretary Ballinger of the Interior De-
partment, who returned to Washington
from Beverly, Mass., today, said, refer-
ring to the report from Oyster Bay that
former President Rosevelt had indorsed
Representative Milea Polndexter as a
candidate for the Senate to succeed Sen-
ator Plles of Washington: .

He added that he had taken no active
part in the politics of Washington for a
long while and denied that he headed the
party in that state or any wing of it.

publican,”” he continued, ‘“but a rark
socialist, or rather, If he is not one,
he will be one soon."”

Roosevelt Indorses Poindexter.

Representative Miles Poindexter.' who
voted to depose Speaker Cannon last win-
ter and who i= opposed to Secretary Bal-
linger first, last and all the time, is to re-
ceive the suppert of ex-Presi¢ggnt Roose-
velt in his fight for a seat in the Senate
from Washington.

Col. Roosevelt made his attitude toward
Mr. Poindexter's candidacy clear yester-
day afternoon in speaking of a confer-
ence he had with the insurgent. Much
significance is attached to the colonel's
announcement in that it is taken to indi-
cate that he desires thus to show his
hand in opposition to Secretary Ballinger,
whom President Taft upholds, and in fa-
vor of the Roosevelt-Pinchot conservation

policy. _
Representative Poindexter lunched with
Col. Roosevelt at Oyster Bay yesterday
afternoon, and they talked over political
affairs in the northwest, particularly in
the state of Washington.

As he was leaving Oyster Bay, the in-
surgent said:

“I found oCl. Roogevelt unchanged. He
and I have worked together always, and
he assured me that we always would
work together. 1 am delighted with the
result of the visit.” -

Col. Roosevelt, showing the pleasure
the meeting had given him, allowed him-
self to be quoted as saying:
“Representative Poindexter and I went
over the political situation in the west.
He assured me he was in hearty sympa-
thy with my cOnservation policy. Mr.
Poindexter is a candidate for the United
States Senate and is politically opposed to
that wing of the party headea by Mr.
Ballinger, the Secretary of the Interior.”

Political Conditions in Washington.

In political circles thel"e is comment
that (Col. Roosevelt's announcement shows
that he either has been misled or does not
understand political conditions in Wash-
ington.

Dispatches from Oyster Bay indicate
that Col. Roosevelt believes he is giving
succor to Mr. Poindexter to unseat Ben-
atorr Piles. It has long been known,
however, that Senator Piles was not a
candldate to succeed himself.

Col. Roosevelt's announcement also
makes it clear that In supporting Mr.
Poindexter he belleves he 1s opposing
Secretary Ballinger, whom President
Taft has supported warmly. On tne
other hand, dispatches f.om the state of
Washington indicate that Secretary Bal-
linger is taking no part in the senatorial
contest, and iz not regarded as the head
of any wing of the republican party in
Washington.

Legislative Prégram.

Although the next session of Congress
will last less than three month= and Is
gtill five months off, an ambitlous legis-
lative program is being mapped out for
it.

President Taft desires, it is understood,
that all administration measures not dis-
posed of at the last session shall receive
early consideration next winter.,

These left-oveér bills make up a rather
long and formidable list to present to a
ghort session. It includes the bill for the
federal incorporation of big combinations
of capital, Including common carriers; a
bill for the regulation of raiircad capital-
ization, based on the recommendations of
the commission authorized to investigaie
the matter by a section of the new rail-
road regulation law; provision for ship
subsidies and subventions; regulation of
injunctions; the bill, passed by the House,
to create the Appalachian and White
mountain forest reserve; elght eoneserva-
tion measures, only one of those recom-
mended by the administration having
been énacted at the last session; bill for
the creation of a bureau or department
of public health; bills for the codifica-
tion of the postal laws and reorganiza-
for

a territorial form of government

Alaska.
Plan for Retirement of Clerks.

Bills for tlie retirement of superannuat-
ed government clerks are pretty sure (o
get early attention In both houses. The
Gillett bill will be before the House with
a favorable recommendation from the
House committee on civil serviece.

Senator Cummins has announced that
the committée on civil service of the up-
per house, of which he is chairman, will
have a measure before the Benate in De-
cember. With President Taft and mem-
bers of his cablnet back of legislation of
thie kind, # is hoped that not another
cession of Congrees will adjourn without
having put into operation gome plan for
the retirement of veteran government
clerks.

The Senate will first wrestle with the
Gallinger mail subvention bill. On the
last day of the last session it was made
the unfinished business of the upper
house, to be taken up as such when Con-
gress reconvenes in December.

There is also an agreement to vote
February 15 on the Appalachian-White
mountain forest reserve Dbill. It has
passed the House. Its friends say there
will be ‘“‘aye” votes to spare whem the
roll call is taken on its final passage.

Aldrich’s Financial Reforms.

There is a chance—just a chance,
though—that monetary reform legisla-
tion will get some attention at the next
session. Senator Aldrich, chairman of
the finance committee, has announced his
intention to retire at the end of the #ses-
sion. He I8 the chairman of the na-
tional monetary commission and has long
had the ambition to bring about a big

reform’ in the currency and general
monetary system of this country.

1t is understood fhat Senator Aldrich
plans a trip through the =outh in the
early fall to talk about moneiary re-
forms. The intreduction of the mone-
tary reform measures at the next session
will larrly depend upen the extent to
which his trip crystallizes sentiment.

President Taft wishes to see the atti-
tude of the country toward a central
bank before he comes out for or against
such an institution. As that is belleved
to be the central feature of the Aldrich
reforms, it is unlikely they will be press-
&d until the sentiment of thq country has
crystallized.

Should the monetary legislation go over
untll a later session Senator Aldrich will
continue as chairman of the national
monetary commission, although out of
the Senate. He will thus be in a posi-
tion to direct the reforms he belleves in.

His place as chairman of the finance
committee of the Senate, which will be
in charge of such legislation, is expected
to go to Senator Penrose of Pennsylva-
nia. Senator Burrows is the ranking
member of the committee, but it is
thought he will not undertake the work
of the finance committee.

BRAZL TO GROW COTTON

AMERICAN EXPERTS TO TEACH
CULTURE OF PLANT.

Large Areas in South American Re-
public Permit of Staple's Pro-
duction on Large Scale.

The Brazililan ministry of agriculture
has made arrangements to send to the
United States a well known specialist
in cotton growing for the purpose of
visiting the =outhern states to study
American methods of cotlon growing
and obtain a number of American ex-
perts to go to Brazil to further the
interests of cotton cultivdtion in that
country, according to a report of
United States Vice Consul General J. J.
Slechta of Rio Janeiro.

It is the intention of the mihister
of agricuiture to have these American
experts travel throughout the cotton-
growing sections of Brazil’ and act as
inspectors, and especially as instruct-

ors.

“Very strong representations have be2n
made to the Brazillan department of agri-
culture by influential men of the cotton-
growing states-in northern Brazil,” says
Mr. Slechta, “tending to demonstrate that
it proper instruction for the sclentific
training of cotton growers be given the
cotton production would be greatly in-
creased. )

“Large areas of northern Brazil have
as their only sources of wealth the pro-
ducts of the cotton flelds. With the de-
velopment which is sure to come with
modern methods of culture, cotton grow-
ing would become the third greatest in-
dustry In Brazil.

“The expert is to give particular at-
tention to irrigation as used in cotton
growing, inasmuch as some of the best
cotton growing lands of Brazil require ir-
rigation to obtain the best results. In
view of the fact that Brazil is probably
the only country, other than the United
States, which possesses lands capable of
cotton production on a really large scale,
this step is of considerable significance.”

PLENTY OF CHEAP SEA F0OD.

Soft-Shell Crabs Alone Scarce and
in Demand at High Prices.

While receipts of fresh fish from coast
and bay points are heavy, the wholesale
flsh market on the wharf is dull. De-
mand is light and prices low.

This morning mackere!l could be bought
at 5 cents per pound; weakflsh, from 4
to 5 cemts per pound; carp, 3 eents per
pound; butterfish, 3 cents peér pound;
spots, B cents per pound; bluefish, 10
centz per pound; rock, which have been
high, at from 1215 to ¢/5 cents per pound,
and catfish, at from 30 to 40 cents per
bunch.

Hard crabs are received in large quanti-
ties from the lower Potomac. Toda
they sell at from $1.25 to $2 per barrel.

Soft-shell crabs are scarce and command
high prices. Choice crabs sell at a dollar
and more per dogen.

Clams are plentiful at from 60 to 73
cents per hundred. Oysters are scarce
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and the demand is light.

HOWE HAS LYON'S CASE

EVIDENCE NOT BELIEVED TO
WARRANT DISMISSAL.

Court-Martia! Has Reached Decision
and Findings Have Been For-
warded to New York.

The case o Capt. Samuel P. Lyon. 25th
United States Infantry, is nearing its
final stage (apt. Lyon was tried by
court-martial a: Fort Myer on the charge
of conduet unbecoming an officer and a
gentleman.

It was alleged that he had made false
returns of the ordnance stores in the
possession of his company at the time of
the “shooting up” of Brownsville, Tex.,
in August, 1906. It was further alleged
that he gave false testimony before the
Brownsville court of inquiry on a ma-
terial point regarding the amount of am-
munition in the possession of the soldiers
at Brownsville.

The trial at Fort Myver was concluded
yesterday afternoon. The court reached
de-
liberation. Following the usual course 'in
such cases, the record of the trial, in-
cluding the findings and sentence, if any,
has been forwarded to the authority by
which the court was convened, which in
this case Is Brig. Gen. Howe, command-
ing the Departinent of the East, at New
York.

(Gen. Howe will review the proceedings
of the court and will take nnal action
in the matter, with the single exception
of a verdict Involving the dismissal of the
oMicer. In that event the President alone
can take linal action.

Until Gen. Howe acts In the case no
official announcement will be muade of the
result of the trial. There is a general
impression among army officers who have
followed the proceedings that the evi-
dence submitted to the court-martial did
not sustain the charge, at least to the
extent of calling for the officer's dismiss-
al from the service.

In case the officer was acquitted, It is
expected that Gen. Howe will make that
fact known with the least possible delay.

PUBLIC PRINTER REPLES

RESPONSE TO COMPLAINT OF
VALLEY PAPER COMPANY.

Defends . Action of Congressional
Committee in Awarding Contract.
Hearing Next Monday.

Samuel B. Donnelly, public printer, to-

day answered the rule issued against
him at the request of the Vallev Paper
Company of Holyoke. Mass., which seeks
to prevent the execution of contracts to
purchase paper for government use, ap-
proved by the joint committee of Con-
gress on printing. The company com-
plained that the joint committee was not
properly constituted, and that when it
refused to consider the company's bid
and approved other bids it acted without
color of right.
. The public printer denies that the joint
committee was Iimproperly constituted
and claims that even if it were not le
gally authorized it acted as the com-
mittee, and the company has ne standing
in court to attack Its action. The rals-
Ing of any such question belongs only to
the Senate or House of Representatives,
it is c¢laimed.

Last February, when the company filed
its now famous mandamus proceedings
which called forth the ruling of Justice
Wright that senators and representatives
gare amenable to the court's process
when attempting an administrative func-
flon, it is pointed out, the company ac-
knowledged the existence of the same
committee whose legality is now at-
tacked. - .

This action, Special Assistant Attorney
Ceneral Eider for the public printer
claims, estopped the company from now
denying the existence of the committee.

The committee; being a de facto body,
and no antagonistic claim being made
by any  other committee of Congress to
its functlons, it is urged, the commlittee
is also de jure and its actions may not be
called in question.

Whole Force at Union Station
Is Suml_narily Dismissed.

REASON NOT MADE PUBLIC

New Men From Other Cities to Have

Charge of Separate
Windows.

The entire force, from the head ticket
agent dgown, of the ticket office at the
Union station was informed yesterday
afternoon that their services were no
longer required. For nearly three-quar-
ters of an hour, fromi a little after 2
o'clock until 2:45 o'clock, the windows
of the ticket offices were closed, and no
tickets were sold the public while the
new force was being installed.

Keppel, the superintendent of the termi-
nal, they sald, was the only man who
could throw light on the subject. At 10:30
o’clock this morning a re ter for The
Star was informed that Mr, Keppel was
s0 busy that he could not be =een, but
that he could be interviewed between
12:30 o'clock and 1 o'clock this afternoon.

Mr. Keppel disappeared and was not to
be found up to 2 o'clock this afternoon.
The chiéf clerk and the cléfk who an-
nounced that Mr. Keppel might be seen
about 12:30 also were not visible. The
mystery was continued.

Clerks Saying Nothing.

The dismissed clerks were equally
silent. The new force In the ticket office,
under C. H. Courts of the uptown Penn-
sylvania ticket office, had nothing to say
about the matter.

SAYS FARM SCHOOLS
" TEACH THEORY ONLY

Expert Declares Ditch Digging
~ and Plowing Cannot Be
Learned at College.

BOSTON, July 6-—The boy who
wants to learn to dig a ditch, harness
a horse, use a ploy or milk a cow
would go in vain to the colleges of
agriculture in the country, according
to D. J. Crosby of Washington, D. C,,
a specialist in agricultural education,
who spoke before the department of
rural and agricultural education of the
National Education Association
vention today. There are 300 more sec-
ondary schools and colleges today
teaching agricultire than theére were

teach theory only.

Prof. G. F. Warren of Cornell Uni-
versity expressed the opinion that the
farmer without an agricultural educa-
tion was headed for the poorhouse.
He quoted figures to show that col-
lege-bred farmers averaged $847 yearly
income, against an average of only

$318 for the farmers whose education
had béen limited.

Too Hard for High School.

. Most of the teachers used the idea,
he said, that any fool could farm. Now
thiey say agriculture is too difficult for
high school.

“Industrial education does not mean
an educational reveolution™~ declared
Arthur D. Dean of the New York state
educational department, addressing the
department of manual training. “A
portion of agricultural and industrial
practice can be expressed in mathe-
matical form.”

He told the department that em-
ployes must permit bovs and girls to
attend continuation s=chools for the
preservation of American citizenship.

That uniform college entrance re-
quirements hampered schools of all
classes was the declaration made by
H. L. Terry, state high school in-
spector of Madison, Wis., before the
department of sclence education.

hile these views on things educa-
tional were being discussed this morn-
ing fourteen other departments of the
assoclation were in session, listening
to equally pronounced demands for
progress in the educational systems of
the states.

Tribuse to Dr. Harris.

A brief outline of the course that will
be pursued by the United States bureau
of education in its efforts to promote edu-
cation during the coming year and a
tribute to the achievements of the late
Ur. Willlam 7Terrey Harris, formerly In
charge of that work, were the principal
features of an address by Dr. Elmer E.
Brown, the present commissio of edu-
cation, before the association rday.

“It was an extraordinarv legacy that
was left to the bureau of education by
Commissioner Willlam Terrey Harris,"”
declared Dr. Brown. ‘‘The present ad-
ministration of that office has no finer
nor higher responsibility than that of
maintaining at its best the spirit and
tradition which constitute that legacy.”

Dr. Brown referred to the institution
of a new division for the promotion of
methods of school administration and also
of the use of specialists for improving the
work of the land-grant colleges as addi-
tions that had been made to the activities
of the service under him.

CURTISS HAS A NARROW
" ESCAPE FROM BREAKERS

Ait+’ Eddy Catches His Plane and
Sends It Down Within Ten
- Feet of the Water.

ATLANTIC CITY, N. J., July 6.—Glenn
H. Curtilss made an eight-minute flight
directly over the ocean at 6:35 last night.
The flight was entirely successful, his
trip including a flight along the entire
front of the city about a mile off shore
and 1,500 feet above the ocean.

The successful flight was the second
one attempted, the first resulting in a
mishap that nearly sent Curtiss into the
ocean. While he was attempting to make
a turn from the beach to go 1o sea an
air eddy caught the plane and dropped it
within ten feet of the breakers. Curtiss
made a quick turn and drove his machine
on the beach with such force that a wood

standard alongside his seat was snapped.
The drop in the air and the jar as he
struck the beach unseated Curtiss and
might have thrown him out, but for new
braces built aeross his shoulders and
lached to the machine.

FAVOR ONLY TWO COUNTS. ~

Plan for Saving Money in Examin-
ing Treasury Paper.

Assistant secretary of the Treasury
Andrews and Joseph E. Ralph, director
,ut the bureau of engraving and printing,
are to meet in a few days at Dalton,
Mass., where the distinctive paper used
in printing all sorts of government and
national bank currency is made, to con-
sider plans for reducing the count and
examination of this paper from three
times to twice, thereby saving the gov-
ernment considerable money. Mr. An-
drews wants to familiarize himself with
the work of the paper factory.

The contract for this paper during this
fiscal vear is 55,000,000 sheets, or €60,000
pounds. It has been the custom 1o
count the paper at Dalton before it is
shipped here, count it again in the
Treasury Department on arrival and
again when it reaches the bureau. These
examinations and counts are absolutely
necessary Lo protect the government.
The paper is the only kind in the world,
and if the sheetz should disappear coun-
terfeiters would have a picnic in imitating
the securities of the government.

The proposition now under Tonsidera-
tion is to eliminate the count in the
Treasury Departmen. This would be
done by making a more careful exami-
nation and count at the factory at
Dalton, and sending the paper direct to
the bureau of engraving and printing.
It is. estimated that the government
would save $20,000 a year in salaries by
reducing the number of counts to two. =

PUSH BANKRUPTCY CASES.

Government Hopes to Secure Trial
at Montgomery by October 12.

Efforts are to be made by the Depart-
ment of Justice officials at Montgomery,
Ala., to gather all the evidence necessary
for the trial of the jewelry bankruptcy
cases there by October 12. This state-
ment was made at the department today.
The issues are regarded as very impor-
tant, and are the first bankruptcy cases
coming under the ban of the Department
of Justice for a long time in which in-
dictments have been secured. Ten men
already have been indicted, and more in-
dictments are expected, according to a
dispatch from Special Assistant Attorney
Ambrecht, who has been conducting the
prosecution of the cases. before the
grand jury.

The Indicted men are charged with
conepiracy to conceal from a trustee in
bankruptcy property belonging to an es-
tate in bankruptcy of the City Jewelry
Company.

All the indicted parties are under bond.

COLOR ROW IN CAMP

Virginians and Negroes Clash
at Gettysburg.

REGULAR UNDER ARREST

Colored Soldier Said to Have Tried

to Frighten Off Sentries
When Challenged.

CAMP OF INSTRUCTION, Gettysbure,
Pa., July 6.—The fires of hate agains{
negro soldiers which have been burning
in the hearts of the Virginia troopers
since coming to camp have assumed =uch
ghape that the necessity of immediate
action on the part of the commanding
general seems almost imperative.

While nothing definite has been done in
thé way of a threat to the Virginiane,
there ix a disposition on the part of the
staff of Gen. Wotherspoon to adopt drass
tic measures unless peace is preserved.

The arrest of Thomas Carroll, a private
on duty with the negro detachment from
the War College, for an alleged attempt

to frighten off several sentries and the
officer of the guard in the 1st Virginia
Regiment when challenged for Crossing
the sentry lines is now the suhject of an

investigation by Lieut. Samuel R.
(Gleaves of the 1st Cavalry, one of the
assistants of the provost marshal. Lieut.

Gleaves has been taking testimony in the
case and when it is completed it will be
turned over to Maj. Daniel H. Boughton
of the general stafi, the provest marshal,
The major will consider the evidence and
make a recommendation to Gen. Wother-
gspoon, who then will decide whethor
there =hall be a court-marijal.

Says He Was Threatened.

There 18 a conflict of testimony in the
case which seems difficult of solution.
The negro's side of the case ig that the
Virginians have been after him for sev-
eral days; that they have blackguarded
bim and threatened several times to do
him severe bodily harm. As he passed
by the 1st Regiment on his way back 1o
his detachment he admits that he steppe:!
a few feet over the line, but did not hear
the challenge of Sentry Ernest M. Handy
of Company B.

He says he continued down the line,
which is a steep hill, and that the firs:
thing he realized was that four men were
after him with drawn bayonets. They
came right up to him, he declares, ani,
thinking that he was about to he stabbed,
he drew his pistol and threatened to fire
He was placed under arrest by the officer
of the guard.

On the other hand, Sentry Handy and
Corp. J. E. Truehart, Bentry Howard
and Sentry Calvert say the man refused
to halt when challenged, and after calling
the officer of the guard and giving cimas:
to Carroll he sajid, “"Come on and get me
if you can,” and turned on them with
drawn pistol. The men say Carroll was
insolent and that they had strict orders
;g‘ challenge any one who crossed theu

es.

Think Challenge Unheard.

Witnesses in other organizations =ay
the negro did not step over the line any
more than hundreds of others who have
passed the same point, and they believe
that the challenge was given in such a
low tone that it was not heard. How-
ever that may be, it is a serious offense
for a regular to draw his gun on another
soldier, and it is very ilikely to go hard
with the negro.

The question of policing the camp is
giving the staff a great deal of trouble.
Gen. Wotherspoon made arrangemen.s
with all the saloons of Gettysburg to
close their places promptly at 11 o'clock
each night. The request was complied
with, and the general is disposed to think
that the change will be beneficial. A pyo-
vost has been on duty here since
the trouble last Saturday night, and while
they have had little trouble in getting
the men back to camp the hour has been
s0 late that the general thinks the men
are unfit for good service the next day.

As a sequel to recent ill feeling between
the negroes and the Virginians a regular
cavalryman, who was seen in a local sa-
loon Monday, was badly beaten up by
several of the militiamen from the Qid
Dominion, who sald he was one of the
“fellows’’ who took up for the negroes su
the previous occasion. He was cut on
the head with a bottle and badly battered
with fists. It is said the man was drunk
and could not defend himself. The men
were not arrested, as they es-aped in tlne
from the provost.

Gen. Wotherspoon has given almes!
every one to understand that order mus!
be preserved. The Virginia troops un-
derstand this, and the great majority of
the men are frowning upon the disposi-
tion of their brother soldiers to pick
fights with the negroes in the streets.

APPEAL T0 THE MIKADO

KOREANS IN AMERICA OPPOSED
TO ANNEXATION.

Cable Protest Also Sent From San
Francisco to the Emperor
at Seoul.

SAN FRANCIBCO, Cal, July 6.—At a
meeting in this city last night of th«
Korean National Association resolutions
denouncing the annexation of Korea b
Japan were ratified and money was rais-
ed to send a cable protest to the em-
perors of Japan and Korea. The asso-
ciation which has its headquarters in this
city has been very active in the revolu-
tionary propaganda which seeks to free
Korea from Japanese influence.

The following cable was sent to Lhe
Emperor of Jaban:

“To the 1llustrious Emperor of Japan:

“We, natives of Korea, in the name of
humanity and liberty., beg your majesty
not to annex our beloved ntry to
Japan. It means the degradation of our
people and will he followed by hatred
and vengeance. We implore your majesty

to remember the solemn p e given by
Japan to respect the inde of
Korea. This pledge was ven to the

world, and the great nations have a right
to expect that it shall be kept in good
ith.
(Slgmed) “KOREAN NATIONAL ASSO-

CIATION.”

The cable to the Emperer of Korea was
as follows:
“*To the Illustrious Emperor of Korea:
“It is reported that there has been made
a step further to annex Korea to Japan.
In terror we most humbly implore your
majesty not to concede to the proposed
annexation, for it will be dangerous to
the present dynasty and bring slavery
and misery upon all your subjects. It i
up to your majesty to mediate for the
outcome of affairs.
