dungeon many feet below ground. "

"For years only prison officials have
seen the man. but. as delegate to tl»«^Parispenal congress, I was permitted to' \
converse with him In the old prison; \

Lucchenl has never been confined in a

darkcell except for three short periods
necessitated by his refractory conduct
while in prison. ...

"I found him as cheerful as a cricket. t
in a light, airy ward overlooking the
Lake of Geneva.

ward told me that he has recently attemptedto stab liirn with a murderous

dine tin. Luccheni, who need not work

perpetual and most sinister smile.
