MAY GET BANANAS DIRECT.

Next Season Likely to See Fruit
Steamers on Potomac.

Seven steamers laden with 122,340
bunches of bananas arrived at Baltimore
last week to supply the demand for the
fruit at Baltimore, Washington and cther
points in this vicinity. Of this quantity
18,000 bunches came from the plantations
on the island of Haiti, and the remainder
from Jamaica.

Washington uses many thousand bunch-
es of the fruit each week and the supply
is brought here by rail from Baltimore.
It is stated that a movement is to be
started to secure direct importations of
the fruit, and it is possible that by next
season banana-laden steamers may be

coming direct to this city from the
West Indian ports. The steamers em-
ployed in this trade could come up the
Potomac without difficulty and the re-
handling of the fruit could be obviated
by the vessels coming here.
