the record-breaking total of 615, seven
strokes below the record set by the WesternGolf Association team in the 1000
Olympic competition at the Chicago Golf
Club.
The eastern intercollegiate quartet

came next, with 640, and Michigan came

065, Des Moines 067 and the transmississlppiteam, 7l)0. The Indiana quartet
withdrew at the end of the morning
round, when J. I. Ijille disqualified himselfby lifting his ball out of place.
The winning team of champions played

consistent golf, three men turning in
scores of 152, and the fourth man getting
150. Albert Seckel, eastern intercollegiatechampion, landed 77 and 75 for 152;
Kobert Gardner, national champion, scored70-76.152, and Charles Evans, jr.,
western champion, handed in 80-72.152.
Paul Hunter, champion of California, was
the low man, with 83-70.150
Two other players, H. B. Heyburn of
