11 ARE SLAIN IN FIGHT
FATHER AND DAUGHTER KILLEDIN ROW AT TAMPA.

Shooting Affray Follows Rtunor of
- *-* T»-A "W
intimacy dciwccu ivuug

Man and Girl.

TAMPA, Fla., July 25..Augustin Gomez,
a cigar maker, forty years old, and his
daughter, Maria, twenty years of age,
are dead as ihe result of an affray in the

I.atin quarter last night, and Ramon
Garcia, twenty-one years old, is in jail,
charged with the crime.
While Gomez was attending a meeting

of cigar makers, he is alleged to have

been informed that his daugiiter, who is

unmarried and lives alone, had been intimatewith Garcia. Gomez went at once

to his daughter's house, and found Garcia
there. The shooting followed and father
and daughter were killed.
Following the shooting, Garcia escaped

by jumping through a window, but was

soon afterward apprehended. He stated
to a physician who dressed a wound on his
arm that it was caused by broken glass,
but the physician was of the opinion that
it was a knife wound. The body of Gomez
was found on the floor of the house, a

revolver and cigar knife lying close by
His daughter's body lay in an alley outside.Gomez was shot in the back of the
head.
Gomez's daughter, who carried a child

but a few months old in her arms, was

shot twice in the breast, causing instant
death, the bullets narrowly missing the
infant. Garcia claims Gomez shot his
own daughter and then committed suicide.

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PANIC AT Fl ON 80AT
NARROW ESCAPE FOR MEMBERSOF YACHTING PARTY.

Two Girls Leap Overboard, But
Are Saved.Burning Craft

Beached.

FEDERAL8BURG, Md., July 23.-A
sailing party on the gosoline yacht Wissahlckon,owned by A. Gilbert Longaker
of Philadelphia, had a thrilling experiencelast night on the Xanticoke river,
five miles from her^, which nearly cost
several of them their lives when the boat
took fire from a leak in the gasoline
tank.

Horace Longaker, and his brother,
Hiram Longaker, arrived here on his
yacht. They have a number of friends
here, and made up a party to take a
cruise down the Nanticoke river. Those
in the party, none of whom was injured,
were:

Leak in Gasoline Tank.

When some distance down tlie river the
feedpipe from the gasoline tank to the
engine sprung a leak. A spark from the

The women screamed and became panicstricken.Mr. Longaker and Theodore
Adams, the engineer, prevented them
from leaping overboard. Although burned
seriously about the arms and hands,
Adams ran the boat as cloBe in shore as
possiDie, wniie an aDoaru nuuaiea as rar
from the flames as possible. Only six of
the party could swim.
The tire sained rapid headway. Two

of the girls jumped overboard. Albert
McClure of Baltimore, a good swimmer,
leaped after them and saved both in
twenty feet of water. Men on the boat
kept the other young women from throwingthemselves overboard. Meanwhile the
engineer, his clothing partly atlame, stuck
to his post and drove the boat closer in
sl\ore. The young women took off tneir
outerskirts and the men used their coats
and the skirts to fight back the flames.
When shallow water was reached all
jumped oberboard and waded ashore. Severalof the girls were overcome with
shock and fright.

Bravery Saves Lives.
To the coolness and presence of mind

of the men the safety of the party is
due. Had.they shared the panic of the
women there certainly would have been
loss of life. At one time, when the flames
nearly covered three of the girls, the men
dropped them overboard and, although
they were then in about nine feet of
water, the men kept the girls' heads above

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footing.
When the party did reach shore they

had to tramp through nearly Ave miles of
swamp before they reached Federalsburg.
The girls were exhausted, and so were
some of the men.
Messrs. Longaker and several of their

friends, after getting the women ashore,
went back and fougnt the fire, and succeededin putting it out.
