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while the Insurgents perused the state-
ments with ominous eye and many mut-
terings. The first paragraph of the plat-
form gave the insurgents a cold chill
when they read as follows:

““We, the republicans of Ohio. in state
convention asgsembled, commend in high-
est terms the splendid administration of
William H. Taft, are proud of the results
he has already achieved in his seventeen
months in office, and pledge him our
hearty and united support in his further
efforts as chief executive of the nation.
We renew our pledge of loyval support
givea him in 198 and indorse him for
renomination in 19127 ’

“That’'s the stuff!” cried a group of
regulars, and the cry was taken up a}l
through the Neil House, while cheers
rang out on every side.

The Garfield contingent were furious.

“It will be impossible for Garfield to
allow his name to go before the conven-
tion on that platform,” his friends de-
clared, ‘‘as a candidate for governor.”

Some of the Garfleld men then began
to talk about switehing to Nicholas Long-
worth. They said they could not support
such pronounced regulars as Brown or
lHarding.

Later the report was spread that one of
the leaders would read to the convention
a communication from Taft declaring
that Longworth would be entirely accept-
able to the administration as a candidate.

Longworth stock then began to boom
and more of the Garfield men were heard
declaring for him.

Talk of a Deal With Dick.

Ten o'clock arrived and the guberna-
torial situation had not tettled intg any-
thing definite. The big men in the party
declared honestly that they did not know
that any man was impossible except Gar-
field, who. it was generally thought, could
not run on the stiff progressive platform.

About this time a new and very inter-
esting rumor got abroad.

“It will be Judge Brown,” ran this re-
port. “Senator Dick has made a deal
with Boss Cox to assure the 'nited States
senatorship to Dick in return for Dick's
support of his candidate Brown."

The Dick men merely smiled at this
rumor and Boss Cox sat stolidly in his
seat in the convention and looked straight
ahead without a word.

The Harding men at this hour were
frantically working up sentiment for their
candidate, and Harding seemed to be far
in the lead, barring the possibility of a
deal between Cox and Dick, as rumored.

Senator Burton. at the head of the
Cuyahoga delegation. occupied a seat in

the front row of the hall. He looked
tired and worn.
“It looks as if it might be Brown,” said

Senator Burton, and then added wearily,
“but I am tired of making conjectures.”

This remark from one of the undoubted
big leaders of the party gives a graphic
description of the state of absolute chaos
which prevailed a few minutes before the
convention assembled.

The presence of crowds of Brown’s root-
ers in the galleries added to the surface
enthusiasm for Brown. !

The report of the alleged deal between
Cox and Dick spread rapidly and was
credited by a great many.

Tt was explained that Hamilton county
can elect or defeat Dick in the legisla-
ture and that Dick was told he could not
have the support of Cox unless Brown is
nominated for governor.

The progressives heard the rumor of
the deal for Brown with grim smiles.

Burton Addresses Convention.

The business of the convention moved
rapidly after convening and in a few
minutes Senator Burton was presiding
as permanent chairman.

Senator Burton's speech was the stud-
fed effort of the conservative, scholarly
in expression and calm in delivery and
was ilstened to without marked enthusi-
asm during its earlier passages.

While Senator Burton was making his
formal address a buzz of excitement ran
through the convention and district dele-
gations were seen in close confiab.

The confident claim of the Cox people
that their man, Brown, would be nomi-
nated on the first ballot was being
spread with assiduity by the Cox men
&nd created consternation in some dele-
gations and delight in others.

The appearance of Senator Dick as
chairman of the committee on resolutions
to read the platform was the signal for
an enthusiastic personal ovation.

The platform Is practically a replica
of the draft shown President Taft by
Senator Dick and State Chairman Wade
H. Ellis at Beverly, Mass. The conserva-
tion plank, however, is that presented by
Garfield men on the committee and the
indorsement of the national administra-
tion i= a modification of the suggestions
of both sides.

Platform Cheered and Adopted.

The reading of the first paragraph in-
dorsing Taft and his renomination in
1912 was followed by a brief round ot
hearty handclapping and some scatter-
ing cheers, but did not sweep the con-
vention into any semblance of a storm
of enthusiasm.

The platform declaration that the elec-
lion of a republican Congress is necessary
passed apparently unnoticed by the dele-
gates, and only a few scattered hand-
claps from the platform noted the ut-
terance.

Absolutely not a sound was heard from
the convention as the paragraph indors-
ing the course of the senators and repre-
sentatives in Congress was read.

It was probably true that the majority
of the delegates could not hear the plat-
form, as Semator Dick's voice did not
carry far. Owing to lateness of prepara-
tion the rank and file had not been sup-
i lied witl copies of the platform. These
suzgesuons comforted some of the lead-
ers on the stage who were noting, with
anxious eyve, the absencegof demonstra-
tions of approval.

When the reading was finished the ap-
plause lasted less than fifteen seconds and
was half-hearted,

The platform was adopted on a viva
voce vote without division, some half
vozen voices cryving “*No.”

He would balk the ad-
ministration in furtherance of his re-
venge on Taft for the famous Akron
speech. He would also check the ambi-
tions of his fellow townsman, .Ia.mgworm,
whom he could not see attain to great
prominence, He would alsp make a
strong bid for favor with the successful
candidate since the swing of Hamilton
county to Harding absolutely assured
Harding's nomination. .

Cox held his delegation intact and swung
it without a break.

His action came as a dramatic surprise
to the convention and threw it into vio-
lent disorder. The Harding men were
frantic with delight and started in upon
a wild scene of jubllation.

COLUMBUS, Ohio, July 27.—The re-
publican platform, which is expected to
be a model for use by future republican
state conventions, as the expression of
the party in the President’'s own state,
opens with a warm indorsement of the
Chief Executive. Senator Dick, who
seeks re-election, was not singled out
for specific indorsement.

The portions of the platform dealing
with the administration, Congress and
with the tariff are, in full, as follows:

“We, the republicans of Ohio, in state
convention assembled, commend in high-
est terms the splendid administration
of William H. Taft, are proud of the
results he has already achieved in his
seventeen months in office, and Ppledge
him our hearty and united support in
his further efforts as chief executive
of the nation. We renew our pledge of
loyal support given him in 1908 and
indorse him for renomination in 1912,

Achievements Enumerated.

“Among the many accomplishments of
President Taft's administration worthy of
special praise are:

“Prosecution and conviction of those
implicated in the sugar frauds against
the government and other violators of
federal statutes; prompt and successful
intervention to prevent arbitrary in-
creses in rallroad freight rates; effective
enforcement of the law against illegal
dealing in stocks; indictment of those
involved in the cotton pool, formed to
raise the price of one of the necessities
of life in every American family; im-
partial enforcement of the anti-trust
laws; substantial reduction in govern-
ment expenses, saving a million dollars

a month in the Post Office Department,
with a falr promise of wiping out the
annual postal deficit; such remarkable
progress in the construction of the Pana-
ma canal as insures us early completion;

The experience of other countries dem-
onstrates that this principle can be ap-
plie® to our industrial condition with-
out. increasing the burdens of industry.

Conservation Principle Commended.

“We indorse the principle of con-

! servation of our natural resources and
| cordially indorse the action of the pres-

ent Congress in enacting and of Presi-
dent Taft in approving legislation
along this line. .

“We refer partjcularly, first, to the act
of Congress conferring upon the Presi-
dent express power to withdraw public
lands from entry and settlement when-

ever the public welfare demands, and,
second, to the act separating the surface
from the coal and authorizing agricul-
tural homestead entries on lands hereto-
fore withdrawn from entry or settlement
under coal land classification. Upder this
act milllons of acres of public domain
can be entered by homesteaders and lim-
ited patent to surface granted, reserving
the title to the coal in the federal gov-
ernment for future disposition in accord-
ance with law.

“"We demand the enforcement of ex-
isting laws and the enactment of new
laws for the protection, wise use and
conservation of the natural resources un-
der the control of the federal govern-
ment. These resources, such as the coal
deposits of Alaska, water power and
reservoir sites, should be developed un-
der a system by which any abuses of
monopoly can be avoided, extortion from
the consumer prevented, and just com-
pensation to the public obtained.”

In reference to pensions, the platform

It also calls for further generous pen-
sfon legislation.

“An employers’ liability law was passed
by the preesnt legislature and a commis-
sion was appointed to inquire into a work-
men’s compensation law. We favor such
as law as will be just and fair to all con-
cerned.”

Other planks are for:

Limiting the tax rate for all purposes to
10 mills; supervision and regulation of all
public utilities by a commission; guaran-
teeing to municipalities the right of home
rule and to the people the right to vote
direct on the granting of public fran-
chises; legislation for establishing good
roads; protection of labor; a state law
requiring the publicity of campaign con-
tributions; the ratification of the income
tax amendment to the federal Constitu-
tion; individual punishment for corporate
offenses; the calling of a constitutional
convention to draft a new state constitu-
tion.

MANY WANT JOBS AS
POSTAL BANK CLERKS

Flood of Applications Result of Un-
authorized Publication—Com-
mittee’s Arduous Task.

A large slice of the population of Vir-
ginia seems imbued with the desire to
serve the government as bookkeepers
under the new savings bank system soon
to be inaugurated. Ailready applications
are being received from men and women
in all parts of the state, setting forth
their speclal qualifications and recom-
mendations for the positions, and ask-
ing what compenSation they will receive.
The impression was created, it seems,
by a recent news item which stated that
the government would require at least
4,000 bookkeepers to run the new system.
Where the correspondent got his in-
formation no one at the Post Office De-
partment could say, but it evidently had
no authoritative foundation.

The departmental committee is holding
daily sessions, thrashing out the numer-
ous problems that have arisen in connec-
tion with making practical regulations
under the law. Much time in the discus-
sion is on the questions of how interest
on savings is to be computed, when and
where it is to be paid, as well as wheth-
er the pass book can be made to fit the
new system. The detalls of the commit-
tee’'s work it is said seem endless, each
day developing new ones. It was said
today that the committee will within a
short time supplement its daily sessions
from 9 to 4:30 o’clock, with night ges-
sions of a couple hours or more. The
information asked is rapidly coming in
from the foreign countries which have
postal savings bank systems. It will all
be compiled and undergo a process of
sifting to reach plans that will be appro-
y priate for the American system.

Postmaster General Hitchcock is ex-
pected home about Aungust 2, and it is
the desire of the committee to have
much in readiness for his consideration
at the time of his arrival.

MAYFLOWER, WITH TAFT
ABOARD, AT PORTLAND

Louis T. More and Mr. and Mrs. Beek-
man Winthrop came ashore from the
Mayflower at 10:15 today and were met
at the Portland Yacht Club landing by
Col. Frederick Hale of this city, son of
Senator Hale. Two motor cars were pro-
vided for the party, and Col. Hale con-
ducted the visitors around the city and
showed them the points of Interest.

BIDDEFORD POOL, Me., July
President Taft spent’'the greater part of
today at sea. He will not reach here
until after 3 o’'clock this afternoon, al-
though the original schedule called for his
arrival here at 10 a.m.

DROWNS IN ROCK GREEK

JOHN BAINES, COLORED LABOR-
ER, VICTIM OF ACCIDENT.

Drops Into Water Seven Feet in
Depth and Is Unable to
Swim.

While dipping a bucket of water from
Rock creek at 20th streef northwest this
morning, John Baines, colored, thirty-
nine years of age, of 20271 Virginia ave-
nue slipped into the creek and was
drowned.

The body was recovered shortly after-
ward by Thomas Collins and William
Hughes, and was removed to the George-
town University Hospital. Coroner
Nevitt was notified and will give a cer-
tificate of death.

Baines, who was employed as a laborer
by James Hurdle, a contractor, of 3242
Q street northwest, was mixing mortar
near the bank of the river, where Mr.
Hurdle is erecting a building. He took
a bucket and stooped over to dip water

from the creek, when his feet slipped
on the muddy bank and he fell into the

water.
Aid Came Too Late.

The water at that point {s about seven
feet deep, and as Baines was unable to
swim he sank before assistance could
reach him. Collins and Hughes witness-
ed the accident and ran to his assistance,
but they were too late to save him. The

two men later pulled the body from the
water and notified the police of the sev-
enth precinct, who took it to the hospital,
in the belief that resuscitation was pos-
sible, but the physician at the hospital
pronounced him dead.

MONEY FOR RAISING MAINE
AVAILABLE FOR SURVEY

Attorney General Interprets the In-
tent of Congress in Making
Appropriation.

Attorney General Wickersham has de-
cided that the §300,000 appropriation
made by the last Congress to raise the
battleship Maine is available for any
work that may be necessary in that con-
nection. There was a question as to
whether any of the money could be used
for preliminary work such as a survey.
Mr. Wickersham decided it was the in-
tent of Cong;esa that the money be used
for all purposes connected with raising
the ship, even to the burial of the dead
in Arlington National cemetery.

Work Not Delayed.

This decision removes the snag which
threatened to stall the work until the
next session of Congress. Brig. Gen.
Bixby, chief of engineers, will recom-
mend a survey board of engineers to Gen.
Oliver, acting Secretary of War, some
time this week. This board will make
a preliminary survey of the wreck and
decide on the best means to raise it.
The various proposals from private
firms and civilian engineers will then
be considered.

ASKS FOR PARTICULARS.

Prof. Peck Wants to Know When He

Promised to Marry Miss Quinn,

NEW YORK, July 27.—Prof. Harry
Thurston Peck of Columbia University,
who is being sued for breach of promise
by Miss Esther Quinn of Cambridge,
Mass., has made application to the
supreme couUrt that Miss Quinn be requir-
ed to furnish him a bill of particulars set-
ting forth when the alleged promise to
marry her was made and whether it was
an oral promise or in writing. By con-
sent of counsel tire hearing of argument
was postponed until August 2.

Miss Quinn alleges that she and the
professor became engaged in September,
1908, after his first wife's divorce, but
Prof. Peck denies he ever promised to
marry her and sayvs he will prove on the
trial that she has no valid grounds for
her action.

MYSTERY CLEARED UP.

Remains Found of Man Lost in

Mountains in 1908.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., July 27.—Mem-
bers of the Slerra Club who returned last
evening from the Kings river canyon in
Fresno county bring news of finding in a
spot twenty-three miles from Kanawyers
cabin bones, locks of hair, a watch, note-
book and clothing, identified as belonging
to Kenneth Archibald, formeriy of Bos-
ton, and small tin cup with the name
Kenneth Archibald scratched upon it.

Archibald was Icst in the mountains in
1908. He was the =son of Rev. Andrew
Archibald, a Boston clergyman, and left
a $75,000 estate. Although bloodhounds
were placed upon the young man's trail
and all other efforts used to solve the
mystery his fate has been a mystery for
more than two years.

GOLD-LADEN STEAMER.

Mackinaw Brings $200,000 in Bul-

lion From Nome.

SEATTLE, Wash, July 27.—The steamer
Mackinaw, with $200,000 in gold bullion
picked up at Kotzebue sound ports, ar-
rived from Nome yesterday. Officers of
the Mackinaw report the worst ice con-
ditions in Bering strait that have been
encountered in seventeen years.

Capt. Prank Mills said it took twelve
davs to make the passage from Nome
to notzebue sound, when ordinarily it
can be made in thirty hours. The Macki-
naw was entirely surrounded by ice from
July 2 to July 13 and made slow progress
forcing its way through rifts and tHaws
in the field. In some places the ice was
piled eighty feet high. At the entrance to
Kotzebue sound the ghip's way was block-
ed by a solid walk of ice, and ‘'much time
was lost waliting for the passage to open.

(Capt. Mills says that the cold winds
blowing inland from the ice flelds have
caused a backward season and the coun-
try about Kotzebue sound presents a mid-
winter appearance.

UNABLE TO SECURE CLUE

NO TRACE OF THE SLAYER OF
EX-MAYOR BOUSEMAN.

Investigation Discloses That Dyna-
mite Stick and Fuse Were Used
Instead of Bomb.

RIDGEWAY, Va., July 27.—It is stated
by those interested in the case of the
blowing up of ex-Mayor A. H. Bouseman
of this place Sunday night that evidence
has been found to show that no bomb was
used by the assassin, but that a rough
high-power dynamite stick was used, to
which had been affixed a fuse and a
miner’s explosive cap in a crude manner.

This was deduced from a half stick of
the dynamite which was found in the
bushes, similarly arranged. The murderer
stole upon his victim along the path and
tossed the explosive from behind an
oleander bush a few feet from where he
lay unsuspecting.

Stories of heroism on the part of those
who arrived first on the scene are heard.
It is said women ran up and. instead of
fainting, made themselves useful. While
men stanched the blood where the feet

were blown away one woman tore off her
skirt and used it for bandages.

Inquiry Without Results.

The theory that negro friends of the
black man shot some time ago by a po-
liceman; and which the negroes believe
was at Bouseman’'s orders, still prevalls
here, and several persons have been ex-
amined in this connection, but without
success. Not a clue as to the assassin's
identity has been disclosed. Detective
Fund is working on the case, and hope is
being largely hung upon his efforts.

The people from the adjacent country
have quieted down, as have citizens of
Ridgeway, and while feeling is still high
self-control is being displayed. ‘Lynchmg
of the fiend if caught is not so likely now,

DROUGHT-RESISTING CORN.

Crossing a Chinese Species With Va-

rieties From the West.

MANHATTAN, Kan., July 27.—Experi-
ments in the production of a variety of
corn that will resist drought are being
conducted by the botanical department
of the State Agricultural College here.
About a dozen kinds of corn from the
dry western counties of the state have
been secured. Crosses are to be made
between these varleties and a Chinese

corn obtained from the United States De-
partment of Agriculture. This oriental
corn is said to have unusual drought-
resisting qualities, but the grain is iIn-
ferior. An effort will be made to pro-
duce a specles which will have the grain
size of the western variety and the hardi-
ness of the Chinese.

Washington’s smart set may have its
riding club and stables for horses of
members at 22d and P streets northwest
despite the opposition of Mrs. Elizabeth
M. Hill, who resides near the property
and objected to the enterprise. Mrs. Hill
recently filed a petition asking an injune-
tion to prevent the '_Washington Riding
Company from transforming the building
forme;rly used as a garage into a club
and stables.

A rule was laid on the company, but at
a hearing today Justice Wright dis-
charged the rule and denied the injunc-
tion.

Many persons prominemt in political
and social circles are interested in the
club, and it is rumored that President
Taft is to become a member. Secretary
Hitchcock, Commissioner Johnson, Clar-
ence Moore, Gifford Pinchot, R. B. Roose-
velt, Senator Wetmore, C. C. Glover, C.
J. Bell and a number of army and naval
officers are mentioned as among the
stockholders.

In its answer to the rule the Washing-
ton Riding Company declares it is organ-
ized as a club of persons of both sexes,
interested in riding, driving and kindred
amusements, and that in the purchase
and remodelng of the property $100,000 is
to be expended. It denies any intention
to run a public livery stable or to coun-
tenance any nuisance whatever.

Stables for Members’ Horses.

The stables for the horses of members
only are to be located in a subbasement,
and the members of the club are to have
rooms for social gatherings in the same
building, which, it is claimed, excludes
any semblance of ‘a nuisance.

The District Commissioners and the
building inspector were made parties de-
fendant in Mrs. Hill's bill, and they made
answer that the permit to repair the
building was properly issued and that the
regulations had been complied with

IOWA DEMOCRATS TO
NOMINATE JUDGES

It Is Predicted That the New Postal
Savings Bank Law Will Be
Condemned.

OTTUMWA, Iowa, July 27.—The demo-
cratic state convention was called to
order here in the opera house today, for
the purpose of adopting a platform, nomi-
nating two candidates for the supreme
court bench and choosing a new state
central committee.

With the arrival of additional dele-
gates a pronounced sentiment in favor
of declaring for high license local op-
tion (mot county-wide) became evident.

The leaders declared that the platform
would declare for the recall, not men-
tioning the Cosson law and the reor-
ganization of the state railway commis-
sion, and would condemn the new postal
savings bank law as tending to concen-
trate money in the east, and the new
administration law.

“The hour was never more propitious
for the application of democratic prin-
ciples than the present,” declared Jerry
B. Sullivan of Des Mcines in his address
as temporary chairman of the conven-
tion. *“On -all sides we behold unrest
and the feeling that the government of
our country is not satisfactorily admin-
ijstered. The elements contending for su-
premacy are fraught with injustice and
wrong—the concentration of power, the
exacting of tribute, the wealth of the
nation in control of the few—are all cal-
culated to cause the citizen to stop and
ask himself their meaning.”

FATAL DUEL OVER WOMAN.

Her First and Second Husbands Lose

Their Lives in an Encounter.

LITTLLE ROCK, Ark. July 27.—B. V.
Barger of Memphis, Tenn., was shot
and mortally wounded here last night by
C. M. Gaynon, who in turn was killed
by Barger. Mrs. Gaynon declares that
Barger was attempting to crawl through
a window of her home when her husband

fired. .

The tragedy is said to be the culmina-
tion of an enmity of twenty years'
standing.

A score of years ago Mrs. Gaynon se-
cured a divorce from Gaynon and mar-
ried Barger. Within a year, however,
she was granted another divorce and re-
married her former husband. Barger,
Mrs. Gaynon says, is Her half brother.
Several shots were fired by both men,
and Mrs, Gaynon narrowly escaped being
struck.

HURT IN BALLOON EXPLOSION.

Army Officer and Peasants Injured
in Hungary.

VIENNA, July 14, 1910.

An army officer and a number of peas-
ants have been severely injured by the
explosion of the Austrian military bal-
loon Hungaria, in the province of Neutra,
Hungary.

The balloon started from the Vienna
arsenal in the morning, and had a slow,
uneventful journey until Lieut, Hoft-
saetter, who was in command, decided to
alight about 4 o'clock.

A large crowd of peasants assembled to
hold and pack the balloon, but as it was
being emptied of gas, a violent explosion
occurred, which completely wrecked it.
The officer and peasants were enveloped
in a sheet of flame. The accident is be-
lieved to have been due to a peasant
smoking a pipe.

" VILLAGERS IN A BATTLE.

Four Persons Killéd—_in Feud Be-
tween Towns in Portugal.

Foreign Correspondence of The Star.
LONDON, July 14, 1910.

Four persons have been killed and
thirty-four seriously wounded in a pitched
battle between inhabitants of the rival
villages of Calvaria, Ledos and Pin-
heiros. A feud has existed between these
villages for some years, and many fights
have taken place.

During the fair at Calvaria this vear
large numbers of peasants from Ledos
and Pinheiros were present, and there
were a number of personal quarrels. A
general battle resulted between the vicii-
ors, who mobilized their forces for the
purpose of punishing the residents of
Calvaria and breaking up the fair.

Shotguns, rifles and revolvers were
used by some of the combatants. The
flercest fighting took place in the rarket
square, which was soon filled with
wounded men. Several women were also
among the injured.

Troops were sent from the military
depot at Porto de Moz, and order was re-
established after great difficulty.

MARYLAND LAW OPPOSED

WASHINGTON MOTORISTS .0B-
JECT TO BEING BOTTLED UP.

Want Reciprocal Privileges That Are
Accorded Residents of States.
Discrimination Charged.

BALTIMORE, July 27.—Lambert Reed
of Washington, southern secretary of the
National Automobile Association, came
to Baltimore yesterday.

He did not come in his automobile be-
cause as a Washingtonian he is barred
from the state unless he has a Maryviand
license.

That {= just the reason he made his
visit.

Will Fight Discrimination.

From now on, he said. the Washington
organization is going to fight with all it=
might to have that exemption removed.
As secretary of the National Automobila

Assoclation, to which a number of Mary -
landers belong, and which has great
strength all over the country, he made
the announcement that the fight on the
Maryland law would be backed by the
national body in an effort not only to

wipe out features of the law which are
regarded as a direct discrimination
against the Washingtonians, but against
others, which will have a nation-wide
significance.

“*The National Automobile Association,”
he =aid, “has legal representatives in
every big city in the country regularly
retained. We are in existence to fight
wherever a member does not get his
rights or wherever automobile owners
are discriminated against as a class
When a member is in the wrong, has vie-
lated a2 law and knows it. he is supposed
to submit, but when as an individual, or
as a class, or, as In this case, as a res!-
dent of a section of the country, he is
discriminated against then the organiza-
tion is going to fight, and fight hard.

To Fight the Law.

Duvall and the
legal firm of Ralston, Siddons & Rich-
ardson will make this fight' against the
Maryland law. The general counsel
for the association at the headquarters
in Boston will not be asked to aid in

“I am not familiar with all of the
grounds upon which the law will be
attacked, but 1 do know that clgarly
on its face paragraph 140\ is class
legislation. This paragraph is that re-

ferring to the ten-day reciprocal priv-
flege allowed by Maryland to automo-
bilists of other states. The part of the
law which defines the meaning of the
word ‘state’ says that it means, except
when otherwise expressly provided, and
except in section 140A, shall also in-
clude the territories and federal dis-
tricts of the United States.

Class Legislation Charged.

“If depriving a federal district and
territory of the privileges exchanged
with ‘states’ is not class legislation,
then I cannot imagine what class legis-
lation could be. I can hardly concelve
the motive of this direct discrimina-
tion against Washington and the Dis-
trict of Columbia. Virginia, in a less
bold and formal way, does discriminate

against District of Columbia autoists,
but even Virginia has not ventured to
set forth the idea Iin a law in this way,
An owner of an automobile from Vir-
ginia or Maryland can enjoy the priv-
ileges of visiting the Distriet, but a
resident of the District is bottled up.
He cannot go in any direction for a

few miles without having to be li-
censed in Maryland or Virginia, or
both.

“For a long time the American Auto-
mobile Association has been working
for a federal law that would do away
with all restrictions of the kind. We
believe now that a complete legal vic-
tory in this case, which is to be fought
on a number of grounds, will make a
federal law unnecessary, and that a
man in an automobile will be able to
g0 anywhere, the same as 4 man on
foot.” :

HELD FOR GRAND JURY.

Benjamin Lenovitz Charged With
Keeping Disorderly House.
Benjamin Lenovitz, proprietor of the
Merchants and Farmers' Hotel, on M
street, Georgetown, was held under £300
bond for the action of the grand jury
this morning by Judge Aukam on a
charge of keeping a disorderly house.

TO SHOW SHELLS' FLIGHT.

Invention for Illuminating Projec-
tiles at Night Tested.

Foreign Correspondence of The Star.
LONDON, July 14, 1410.

A startling invention for i{lluminating
the track of shells used for night firing
has been successfully tested by the Brit-
ish admiralty at Fort Albert, near Yar-
mouth, Isle of Wight. It greatly im-
pressed the army experts who witnessel
the operations,

To the base of the shell a metal cylin-
der is attached by screw movement, an.
the act of firing the gun causes a pow-
erful illuminant to burst into flame. It
burns brightly throughout the whoie of
the trajectory of the misqlle and is es-
pecially useful in testing the effective-
ness of range at night time, both over
sea and land.

The device is also of value in showing
the course of the shell. During ricoche:
it was seen to be most variable. In some
cases the shell on striking the waters of
the Solent shot vertically upward, a most
surprising result, and in many instances
it was deflected to the right or left. The
sight of a shell hurtling through the air
leaving a train of light was weird.
