LONDON. July 14. 1910.
Lord Rosebery says England wants

men. This was the burden of a speech
bis lordship delivered in opening the new

buildings of the Colchester Royal GrammarSchool. He said:
"1 shall not be uttering a mere com-

monplace if I 6ay that in the whole historyof the world education was never

so important as it is now. I am not
speaking of education as politicians speak i >

of it, who seem to regard It as a means (

of persecution rather than anything else, '

or, at any rate, as a phrase for the 1

politicaal platform. I am speaking of it (
from the point of view of a citizen of
this country who has seen a great deal
of life and who has watched the signs !
of the present and the future as attentivelyas possible from my somewhat re-
stricted position. !
"I will only trouble you with two points

of view in which education seems to be
of paramount importance at the present
time. The first is the incessant com-
petition between nations at this moment
for primacy in empire and In command.
"All nations now are demanding fresh

outlets for commerce, fresh means of
expansion, fresh employment for their
people.to whatever degree they may be- 1

long and for all these purposes the best
education that we can give is necessary ,

to enable our nation not to win, but to
hold its own in the light. '

"Tnere is really nothing so melandholy
to think of sometimes as that the enormousmass of the best material in the '

world, the best manhood In the world,
which we possess, is really not put to
its best use. and has sometimes great
difficulty in finding any use at all.

Plenty of Boom for All.
"There Is room, as I believe, for all the 1

educated youth of Great Britain, room
and occupation for all. if not at home, at '

any rate In the empire. But have we
hitherto been fitting out boys to occupy
the position open to them? 1 greatly doubt <

it ana it is to you turning to tne neaamaster)and to others who preside over
such schools as this / I would give the
earnest advice that ip^educating boys you
should think not ^lerely of the school
honors they can (get, but of the end
which they can get to answer in life.
"What we want In England, what J

think we shall increasingly want, is men,
men in character. There is no word that
the great Gladstone had so often on his
lips as 'manhood.' It seems, indeed, to
be the quality which he held In highest
esteem. If he wanted to praise a man
he would say, 'He has had the manhood
to do this," or 'He has had the manhood
to do that,' and what he meant by that
was the man had the courage to follow
his own conscience and his own convictionsand to act up to them, and act up
to them Independently of the convictions
and persuasions of others."

Many families g'
did all their tailoring for other than the p
dress suit; some were entirely independ- j
ent of the tailor and a few families had it
a sufficient number of patrons to furnish a

steady work dt home. a

About the time Congress convened in the C

New Jersey avenue between B and C ti
streets southeast, in which the names of h
Varden, Matlock and Griffith were asso- O
elated. For twenty years or more it was si
Matlock & Varden and later Matlock & B
Griffith, the latter in the second quarter lc
of the century being on 9th street north h
of the Avenue.
