| LINE OPEN KEXT WEEK.

Cars Arrive for Washington, Spa
. Springs and Gretta Railway.

| The Washington, Spa Springs and
| Gretta electric railroad. which extends
| from 15th and ¥ streets northeast to
[Bladenahurg. Md., will be in operation
next week, it is expected. The four new
cars which are to be used on the line ar-
rived here yesterday, the tracks are in
readiness, and it only remains to make
the final connections so as to get the
power from the Potomac Electric Power
Company.

The new road is four miles in length,
about two and a half miles lying within
the District of Columbia. The cars will

be run on a ten-minute schedule, it is
said. It is a single-track road, with
switches at® intervals to allow the cars

to pass one another.

The company expects to make an ar-
rangement with the Washington Railway
and Electric Company whereby it may
give its passengers transfers to the old
companv’'s line, which runs to 15th and
H streets northeast. A ticket from
Bladensburg to Washington will cost 10
cents, but within the District line the
company will charge only 5 cents and six
tickets will be sold for 25 cents. 7Tickets
sold on other lines in the District will be
accepted by the new road.

Shipments of Iron Pyrites.

Extensive preparations are being made
for the shipment of iron pyrites, dug from
the mines in Stafford county, from Cole
landing, In Aqula creek, to the sulphuric
acid making plant at Alexandria and also
to Baltimore, Philadelphia and other
points in the north.

BRING 4,000 TONS OF ICE.

Schooner Manson Largest Sailing
