"Bokhara, the Noble/' Sad
Disappointment to Travelers.

WALLS 2,000 YEARS OLD

But They Are Merely Mad Walls,
Ugly and Unadorned.

LIFB HAS UNLOVELY ASPECTS

Few Redeeming Features Appear to

Visitors Within the Ancient

and Storied City.

cracks open In the soil. Hke rhapa on the
lips of a man In the dese~t. We are
((lad that we came so early, but we should
have come earlier. I cannot recommend
any one to visit this count**)' be. ause of
certain embarrassments anil difficulties
imposed bv the Russian police, but who¬
ever insists upon facing them should
come In April and certainly not later than
the middle of May.

Wanted to See Trains.
Just beyond the railway station at

Kagan is a large yellow building with
numerous windows and balconies, cupolas
and pinnacles. It is covered with wooden
gingerbread work, and looks as If it
were intended for exposition purposes. It
resembles the pavilions that are often
built on fair grounds. Such fantastic,
oriental designs are considered attractive
by some people. This particular building
stands about I'D) yards back from the
highway, in the midst of large grounds,
which are protected by a flne iron fence,
In much better taste than the building.
Splendid iron pates are mounted In a

stately portal, but they are locked, the
building is vacant, abandoned and evi¬
dently left to de»a\. The paint has peeled
off in places, several windows are broken,
some of the cupolas have fallen in and
herds of sheep are grazing in the grounds.
This building was erected for some fan¬

ciful reason by the Emir of Bokhara
when the railway tirst came, so that he
might be near the Russian settlement and
the station, but he did not occupy it long
and it has been deserted for several
>« ars.
The fields on both sides of the highway

are well cultivated and are open nearly all
the way. You catch glimpses of several
villas, surrounded by orchards and gar¬
dens, half hidden behind high walls, and
two or three villages where the farmers
live who till the ground. We passed an
extensive cemetery, with curious looking
tombstones and several ruined habita¬
tions!, whose mud walls are slowly crum¬

bling away, and we met many travelers of
^rious conditions in life in odd-looking
chicles on their way from the city to
the station or to their homes. Nearly
every horseman carried a rifle across the
pommel of his saddle, which is an evil
omen, because such things are not used
for ornament.

Walls Twenty Centuries Old.
Finally we came to the gate of Bokhara

and saw the higii mud wall which has
pa rated that citjr from the outer world

for twenty centuries. Samarkand has
hud a checkered existence. Its popula¬
tion has been more than 1,W>W, an<'
soma writer* ^,UOO.«JUO, at UiHerent

periods cf Its history, and it now has
a»>nut 18O.<*>0. There have been several
cities of the same name upon the same
site, 01: In that immediate neighborhood,
and for several miles In every direction
the earth Is covered with ruins. Hut
Bokhara has had no such experience. Its
population has never been greater than
now and numbers about 2WMMJU. The
fame walls have encircled it for 2,000 or
perhaps ",.VIU years, and the generations
of men who have lived and labored and
died during those centuries have passed
in and out through four gates, which still
exist and serve the same purpose, pro¬
tected by funny o!d towers with mud
walls, seven and eight feet thick.
The gates are guarded and the towers

are garrisoned by flrce-looklng soldiers,
wearing a uniform similar to that of the
Cossacks of the Don, and they are under
the command of Cossack officers detailed
by the Russian governor general of
Turkestan. The towers look formidable,
but modern artillery would knock them
Into smithereens in five minutes. The
gates are monumental, made of enormous
planks of oak. covered with wrought iron
ornaments and studded with enormous
nails. There Isn't much ceremony when
an ordinary tourist In a carriage wishes
to pass. but a tax collector Is always
present to exact a farthing or two from
every farmer who brings in a chicken or
a dozen eggs, or a basket <>f vegetables,
an# he cannot reach the market with his
produce unless he pays. There are con¬
tinuous lamentations because of thU op¬
pression, but the emir cannot hear them.
He is too far away, and If he were in
Hnkhara his cars would be stuffed with
roubles by the contractors who are col¬
lecting the revenues of the government
for a commission.

City a Disappointment.
"Bokhara the Noble" is a great disap¬

pointment. Sentimental readers of its ro¬

mances better stay away. With the ex¬

ception of the mosque and meddresses, it
is nearly all mud. without a single at¬
tractive feature, and very different from
Tashkend. Samarkand, Kokand and other
cities under Russian jurisdiction. The
narrow streets are shut in between high
walls and the roadways have been worn
down by the travel of ages until they have
become troughs, which are growing deep¬
er all the time because the hoofs of ani¬
mals and the sandals of men continue to
wear out the soil, which pulverizes and
blows away. Few of the houses have
windows on the street. They are all pro¬
tected bv thick, dead walls and are
reached through gateways closed by solid
doors. When the gates are open you often
catch a glimpse of the interiors, but they
are uninteresting, merely mud buildings,
with fiat roofs, thatched with straw, and

a good deal of rubbish lying about. The
family live somewhere back in the court
yard, but the women are never visible;
naked children play about in the dust;
there are no gardens or (lowering plants
or shrubbery or similar decorations which
make other Turkestan cities so delightful,
and the people have no Inducement to
sing "Home. Sweet Home."
Even the ruins are a disappointment. It

is difficult to work up any enthusiasm
over shapeless heaps of mud, no matter
what their historic associations may have
been. There is no marble, no stonework,
no architecture, except half ruined mos¬
ques and meddresses of brick, which were
formerly veneered with tiles. Even the
palace of the emir, which has been the
scene of untold misery, cruelty and crime.
Is built of mud. and so are the official
edifices which surround it.

Broken Tiles Not Replaced.
The only architectural effects Bokhara

could ever boast of, the b'.ue and white
tiles that are stuck upon the walls to
hide their ugliness, have not boen able
to endure, and the owners of the build¬
ings that were so ornamented have evi¬
dently never attempted to keep them in
repair or to preserve them when they
have commenced to decay.
The streets are always crooked; none

is straight, and as every mud wall looks
alike, it's a good deal of a puzzle for a

stranger to find his way through the
labyrinth. The widest of them is scarcely-
wide enough to let two wagons pass, and
the hubs of the wheels have ground deep
grooves on both sides almost the entire
length of every street throughout the
city.
There are no parks or playgrounds,and nothing attractive or artistic or even

picturesque. The only foliage that is to
be seen Is that of » few trees which
overhang flrthy, stagnant pools of water
used for drinking, washing clothes, and
for promiscuous bathing. You often see
people bathing and washing their feet
or their garments and filling Jugs and
Jars and buckets for drinking purposes
at the same time. .

The water is always covered by a yel¬
lowish green scum, and is alive with germs
of loathsome diseases, including one which
nas attracted the interest of medical
science tluougrout the world. A microbe
called the "reshta" or guinea-worm,
often lodges somewhere in the veins and
produces m worm two or three feet long,
m-hlch has th# appearance of a string of
vermicelli. It must be removed entire
with a knife, hecause if a particle is
left, blood poisoning is sure to follow.
The operation, which is usually performed

by barbers. Is not difficult or dangerous,
but is fatal unless It is complete.

Disease Old and Common.
This disease is very common in Bok¬

hara. Indeed, it has been asserted that
every fifth person is carrying one of these
worms around with him, and they were
described by Sir Anthony Jenkinson of
London, who visited Bokhara as an envoy
from Queen Elizabeth :iOO yeans ago. It
is believed that the disease could be erad¬
icated if the people were furnished with a

pure water supply and were prevented
from drinking from these filthy pools.
There is a restaurant and hotel of rath¬

er a primitive sort, called the Aim-Sarai,
on the top of a house, or rather a combi¬
nation of houses, kept by Mrs. Kibabldge,
a Russian widow, who does her best to
reach the unattainable. It isn't a bad place.
It has several good rooma,.but you would
not choose it if more comfortable accom¬
modations could be had. Its patrons are

chiefly Russian, German and French rug
and fur buyers, who come here regularly
as representatives of big houses in Mos¬
cow, Constantinople, Berlin, I.*>ndon and
Paris, to purchase Persian lambs' skins,
carpets and wool, and they do a very
large business.
The Bokharoits are handsome men a* a

rule, dignified and graceful in their move¬
ments. They all wear beards, and their
dark complexions, oriental features and
flashing black eyes are intensified by
their white turbans and long robes of the
mcut brilliant colors you can imagine,
livery citisen is an animated rainbow,
and i he greater \-ariety of colors he can

get in his coat the more attractive it is to
him.
W'c don't see anything of the women.

They never appear. Bokhara is one of
the most fanatical Mohammedan towns in
all the Islam world, and the seclusion of
women is the first article in their creed.
Hence a stranger never has an opportu¬
nity of seeing their wives and daughters,
no matter how intimate he may become
with his friends.
The children are especially attractive;

they are always neatly dressed and al¬
ways well cared for. You never see a child
with dirty face or hands, and the parents
take a great deal of pride in dressing
them. They wear little gowns of the
same pattern and material as their fath-
eiw and imitate them in demeanor as
well as in dress.

Bingham of the state of Indiana, who 1«
in Washington to take testimony of the
experts of the bureau of chemistry of the
Department of Agriculture for use in the
caise of Curtice Brothers He Co. of Roch¬
ester, N. Y., and Williams Brothers of
Detroit. Mich., against the state of In¬
diana and H. E. Barnard, state food com¬
missioner vf Indiana. The testimony was
taken at the Willard Hotel.
The testimony is to be i*«ed in a suit

brought by certain manu.'a turers of
foods In which benzoate Is used to re¬
strain the state board of health from pre¬
venting the sale of their goods. The board
interpreted a state statute to prohibit the
sale of such articles of food.
Attorney General Bingham t-ought to

get Dr. Wiley and his assistants, Drs.
Weber and Bigelow, and G. W. Hoover
and William Pfunger. two of the cele¬
brated ' poison squad"' on which .the de¬
partment experimented some years aso.
to testify, but they declined to volunta¬
rily give their experiences, on the advice
of Solicitor McCabe of the department.

Court Issues Order.
Roland Evans, a special commissioner,

authorized by the Indiana court to lake
the testimony, th<»n applied to Justice
Barnard, who decided that Indiana was

entitled to the results of the government a

investigation and directed the witnesses
to give the required information.
The entire ease in Indiana hinges on the

mooted question whether benzoate of
soda Is a deleterious food preservative.
The Indiana statute, which was passed
about six years ago. prohibits the sale or
manufacture of articles of food In which
"deleterious" preservatives are used. 'Itie
statute authorized the state board of
health to designate what preservatives
came under this classification. That
body placed benzoate of sorta under the
ban.
As two expert bodies have differed in

their reports on the subject, after ex¬
tended experiments, the two complaining
companies, Curtice Bros. & Co. of l-o-
chester, X. Y., and Williams Bros, of
Detroit. Mich., take the decision favor¬
able to the drug as basis for the stand
that the drug in the quantities found
in their articles Is not injurious.
G. W. Hoover. William Pfungcr and

Dr. W. D. Bigelow were on the stand to¬
day. They were questioned by Attorney
General Bingham to show how carefully
the Investigations had been made upon
which Dr. Wiley base? his belief that
benzoate of soda is Injurious as a food
preservative. The taking of testimony
will be continued this afternoon, when.
It is expected. Dr. Wiley will take the
stand. .

Willis Baldwin and E. O. Grosvenor of
Detroit, attorneys, attended the hearing
on behalf of the complainants against the
state of Indiana. Mr. Baldwin declares
that the whole matter is a fight between
the manufacturers.
He says that those manufacturers of so-

called sour pickles, which are put up in
vinegar in such quantity that the vine¬
gar acts as a preservative, are opposed to
the manufacturers of the so-called sweet
pickles, which are put up with benzoate
of soda to act as a preservative.
H. E. Barnard, the Indiana state food

commissioner, who is also in Washington,
insists that the fight !s over the question
whether benzoate of soda is injurious
when used as a preservative In food. He
declares that the state of Indiana had
every right to enact and enforce the law
which prohibits the sale of foods contain-
ing benzoate of soda as a preservative.
