think them worthy of an annual license
and do not muzzle them when certain
dangerous conditions exist. Some citi¬
zens, indeed, urge the total extinction of
the canine population, placing dogs" on

the same basis with the rata, flies and
mosquitoes. Few, however, go this far,
.nd mest people are entirely willing that
the dog should live, under proper regula¬
tions.

The Suicide Evil.
Stattii ians have been from year to year

for some time past presenting startling
tist*»res regarding the in reaslng tendency
toward suic'.de in this country. The po-
l ce report» of every city bear evidence
lhat annually, almost with ;« steady pro¬
gression. the percentage of people who
take tieir own lives grows. In 1*W» sixty-
tive leading American citU«. with a popu¬
lation of approximately 10.900,000. re¬
torted 1,343 suicides, or a rate of 12 3 per
hundr«*d thousand population. In 1806
the suicide rate had increased to 15.S, in
!'.*> to 1« :t, in lf03 to 19 3. and in 1904 to
3> 7 A slight falliirg off in the rate dur¬
ing tue next three years ha* been attrib-'

d to the genera; prosperity of the coun¬
try. but the panic of l'.«»7 sent the rate
p'f r more above :?> per cent, waere It has
remained since.

1.4.-1 year there were in this District 135
a*tempts at *ui- id»-. of which l#u were suc-
ce>.-ful and 45 unsuccessful. From one
point of view, it is of no moment whether
the attempt at self-destruction succeeded
or not. In the larger analysis of this
question interest centers In tbe fact that
in 1900 n the capital community 135 per¬
sons sought to end their own existences.
If the Amerhan suicide statistics which
have Just been summarized relate to at¬
tempts regardless of the results the Wash¬
ington rate is startlingly high, working
out to no less than 41 3 per hundred thou-
tird of popjlatlon. It is unlikely, how-
e er tnat this is the method o»* r?cording.
t .t. even on the basis of successful »t-»
tempt*, the Washington rate is abnormal
N nety actual suicides in this district in

yield a ratio* Of 27.7 cases of self-de:
rtruction per hundred thousand of popu¬
lation. ,

The most deplorable element m thia

question Mee In tho fact that at present
the number and the rate of local eulcldal
attempt! are increasing. Including Aug-
u»t 15 in the District of Columbia M
persona had since the Am of the year
made attempt* upon their own lives, and
of these 57 had succeeded. At the same
proportion during the reet of the year the
suicidal attempts In this Dlotrict in IMP
will be 130 In number. Thla year, how¬
ever. it is slightly reassuring to note, a
smaller percentage of suicidal attempts
succeed than last year, and at the pres¬
ent rate of successful undertakings of
this kind, the year's total of setf-lnfllcted
deaths will be approximately the same as
that of 1900.
In the face of such a phenomenon, it Is

natural to look for exceptional cauaes.
The hot weather is often -blamed for the
suicidal tendency. Some scientific ob¬
servers aver that this year's Increases In
the number of suicides are due in large
measure to the effect of the comet which
recently passed thrsugh the orbit of the
earth. Whatever the cause, the fact re¬
mains in lamentable evidence that im¬
mense numbers of American men and
women are annually committing self-mur¬
der. as a result of physical and mental
misery, through cowardice, inconsequence
of dissipation or the lack of employment,
the unwillingness to bear responsibility, a

fear of poverty or of suffering, excessive
self-pity or brooding melancholy.

It is futile when dealing with this sub¬
ject In the light of the appalling statis¬
tics to denominate suicide as a folly. It
is infinitely worse. It Is a crime. It is
the duty of every moral teacher, every

propounder of religious and philosophical
doctrine to continually strive against this
evil. 8uieide must not be regarded as a

natural method for the elimination of the
weak and unfit. It is a terrible waste of

human life, and it represents a failure of

society to discharge its obligations. It re¬

flects a tendency toward a dangerous In¬

dividualism, which should be combated
with every argument of which the human

mind is capable, and. infinitely better
than argument, by every act of merciful
practical altruism which the heart can

suggest.

Paris to London by Air.
The flight of Moissant from Paris to

London, which he began yesterday and
completed this morning, all but about
thirty miles, which he will doubtless
cover tomorrow morning. Is notable for
two reasons, first, that it Is the first at¬

tempted progress through the air between
the two capitals, and. second, that the
aviator carried a passenger with him
throughout the journey. Three persona
have heretofore cross the English chan¬
nel, Bldrlot, Rolls Arid De Lesseps. but
each of them flew alone. It was perhaps
not with the design to be different from
his predecessors in cross-channel flying
that Moissant carried a mechanician with
him. The long flight from Paris to London
Involves many possibilities of breakdown,
and it was probably wise that the young
aviator, not possessing mechanical skill
himself, should carry with him an assist¬
ant capable of caring for the engine in
the event of a collapse.
This performance illustrates vividly the

unexpectedness of aviation. Every week
brings its new bidder for international ap¬
plause. There are today at work pre¬
paring for competitive flights and strik¬
ing exhibitions scores of Europeans and
Americans of whose existence the public
is totally unaware -until some announce¬
ment is matie of an exceptional perform¬
ance. Moissant only "took up" aviation a

month ago. and. in that time he has ac¬

complished two feats of unusual skill, his
first being a flight from Etampes to the
Issy military grounds near Paris, passing
oyer the Eiffel tower.' It waa known that
I-atham intended to compete for the Lon¬
don Mail s offer of SJO.UUU for the first
flight * between Paris and London, but
Moissant has stolen a march on him.
Latham, Indeed,'seems destined to play

the role of the perpetually disappointed
aviator. He has failed In two attempts to
cross the channel, and the other day a

physical disablement prevented his start
in the great cross-country flight which
has just ended with a notable victory for
Le Blanc. In these days of newcomlng
aviators it is not safe for either profes¬
sional or amateur, hoping to gain or hold
tho Attention of tbe world, to postpone bis
performances, for- any hour may bring
tidlhgs that some hitherto' Unknown sky¬
man has made a record flight of height
or. length or has carried one more passen¬
ger than was ever carried before or has
soared over a hitherto uncrossed sea.

These are the days Of surprises, and the
champion of this seek may In a few days
be eclipsed by an unsuspected rival.

Abbey, but as natural on her part to
order that her burial be simple and pri¬
vate. Her wishes are to be respected.
In lofty inspiration disseminated and as

lofty things accomplished she was the
greatest woman of her day, and will live
in history as one of the moat splendid
influences for good and human comfort
the world has ever known. It is impos¬
sible to conceive of her superior ever ap¬
pearing in the affairs of mankind.

"Infantile" Pamly«i«.
If many more cased are reported of

adult* suffering from "infantile paralysis"
another popular name will be needed for
that disease, heretofore identified only as
affecting those of tender years. Yester¬
day the fourth case of a grown person
attacked by the mysterious malady was

brought to the attention of the health
office, these exceptions to the rule which
has heretofore apparently governed in
this affliction suggesting that as a mat¬
ter of faet the so-called Infantile paral¬
ysis has alway* been suffered more or
less by adults without being identified as
such.
That the disease is in a measure epi¬

demic is indicated t»v the fact that in one
week, ending August no less than for¬
ty-two cases were reported voluntar'.ly
to the health department, making a total

,«/ sixty-eight cases which have been thus
reported since the begtahmg of the pres¬
ent outbreak. In addition to those, there
moat be others which have not been

formally noted, inasmuch as there is no

requirement of law to compel physicians
to record every case of this disease.
Thus far no progress has been made

apparently In the attempt to determine
the precise means whereby the diseaae is

communicated. The varying social con¬

ditions of the sufferers would Indicate
that it is not necessarily a tilth disease,
nor that it is the result of such Insanitary
living as causes typhoid. The whole sub¬

ject is wrapped in mystery, and at the

rate at which the-dH»ease * spreading lo¬

cally it becomes in the last degree impor¬
tant that ererji conceivable effort be made
to secure trustworthy information re¬

garding it. It should be viewed as a "vert-

table plague. If Congress were in ees-

sion it would -be incumbent on the Com¬
missioners to call for a large special ap¬
propriation for the prosecution of a re¬

search into the nature and the'cause of
this disease. wlfich; is-at thls^time the oc¬

casion of more suffering in Washington I
than any other single humkp affliction. |

The Camp Meeting.

At the annual Methodist Episcopal

camp meeting which closed at Ossinin*

declining In the east, and while special
revival services at which exhorters of
the same fire and vigor as those who
crowded the mourners' benchea years ago
call out great crowds and work many
conversions, in large sections of the
country the old-fashioned camp meeting
appears to be in at least temporary dis¬
favor. One reason Cor this la undoubt¬
edly the attitude of many preachers and
serious church workers toward this
method of exciting and stimulating re¬
ligious enthusiasm.

The very vigor
with which converts embraced their new¬
found or revived faith resulted in spirit¬
ual exhaustion and consequent collapse
In too many cases to be ignored. The
less spectacular propaganda of religious
faith made fewer adherents in a short
time, but those influenced by It remained
longer loyal to the church. i

Child Problem in Cities.
