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A Muddle.
Taking at the polltlral situation today

th# Amrrican observer, not swayed by
partisan or factional spirit, may well ob-
.«rve. with Stephen Blackpool, "It's all a

muddle!" Never were party lines quite
so badly tangled, never was the outlook
leas clear. Men who were a few months
ago aligned on a common ground of

policy and principle are now in opposi¬
tion. or are closely watching one another
for indications of new movements. Groupa
.f partisans who have hitherto worked
in harmony are in the process of separa-
tlon and reorganization. The old ques¬
tion, What is a democrat? Is today suc¬

ceeded by a new query. Truly, it is hard
to define a republican.
Every day brings its surprises, its

fresh defections, its decisions and an¬

nouncements. August is usually the
month for roorbacks and unfounded gos¬
sip. This year it is filled with activities
far beyond doubt or discredit. Conditions
make for swift changes in party align¬
ment. Primaries are disclosing a decided
tendency toward so-called progressivism
in the west. Men who thought they were

solid in their districts and states are be¬
ing bowled over in the preliminary vot¬

ing. Old campaigners are being elected to

remain in the ranks and new men are ap¬
pearing in the field of candidacy.
A disturbing element is at work. It may

be discontent with conditions, or personal
ambition, but whatever it is. it shakes

confidence in the results of the next two

campaigns, that for Congress this year,
and that for the presidency two years
hence. Pessimism pervades the repub¬
lican ranks. New York is faction-riven
in the preliminary proceedings, with all

signs pointing to a battle royal between
the two elements within the party at the
Mate convention. Massachusetts, in less

.iegrae, is disturbed. Pennsylvania is in

the throes of a revolt, the seriousness of

which cannot at this time be measured.
Mtilo Is a battleground with the repub¬
lican ranks apparently united, but ad-
> ancing against an officially intrenched
enemy. Farther west the states of the
«o-c*ll«d insurgent area are In open re-

volt, flaunting the banner of avowed hos-

t:llty to the old-line organization.
Tariff, conservation, the House organl-

ratlon, these are the issues of the cam¬

paign. The "muddle" deepens when an

effort is made to draw lines of distinction
!>etween promises and performances-, be¬

tween conditions and ideals. Motives,
personalities, official reputations, prestige
.all ere blended Into a remarkable com¬

bination of conditions. It Is an axiom
«>f American politics that the republican
party has always possessed to an ex-

t-aordinary degree the ability to get to¬

gether In the face of the common enemy.
With each day contributing Its fresh
complication, its new conflict of Indi¬
viduals, its amazing development of per-
>oral bitterness, the prospect of an ad¬

justment becomes less promising. The
middle is in truth beyond the power of
the average citizen to penetrate.

havlag gaine«t only .11 per cent in the
decade It will doubtless also carry De¬
troit far abo\o New Orleans, which it
was very closely trailing in l!«no. Indeed,
this phenomenal gain on the part of De¬
troit will probably carry it from
thirteenth place In the rank of cities to

afrout ninth, immediately henind Buffalo,
if H does not actually pass the western
New York city. Buffalo must have gained
113,379 In the ten years to hold Its posi¬
tion in eighth place against Detroit. 8an
Francisco, which stood number nine in
1900, with 342.792 population. Is not rated
aa a serious contender for the honor of
rncreased rank, and is rather likely to
have lost place, in view of the great
catastrophe which ft suffered a short time
ago. But for this disaster the Paciflc
coast city would probably have given its
eastern rivals anxiety in the population
cace. The figures for Buffalo. Cleveland
and Baltimore will have an Important
bearing on the race, the two former as¬

piring to pass the Maryland metropolis
tn conaeqnence of their greater Industrial
development during the past decade.
Baltimore held a margin of 12T.1S0 over

Cleveland in 19W and 150 570 over Buf¬
falo. It would seem to ho unlikely for
the neighbor of Washington to be passed
this time. Higher up In the line there Is
keen competition between St. Ix>uls and
Boeton. the former occupying fourth
place by a margin of 14.:t4«>. It is the
hop* of the Huhites to pass the Maryland
city snd draw closer to the three big
towns that have struck and passed the
million mark. New York. Chicago and
Philadelphia

Watterson to help develop for the next
race a man who has no bolt merle against
his record. Is It not possible to find
among the six and a half million men
who supported the ticket in 18M a leader
for the next contest? A fair question,
and politely put.
It may not be assumed that Mr. Wat¬

terson in his observation or Mr. Bryan
in his reply had Gov. Harmon In view.
And yet Gov. Harmon is the man to
whom the discussion most conspicuously
applies. Next to Mr. Bryan himaelf, he
's the democrat most canvassed in con¬
nection with 1012. As a member in 180(1
of Mr. Cleveland's offlcisl family, he
threw his influence against Mr. Bryan,
though whether he went clear over to
the republicans, or stopped at the Palmer
and Buckner half-way house, Is not
generally known. Mr. Watterson would
accept Gov. Harmon as leader, while Mr.
Bryan, who does not say he would not,
would prefer another.
It is Indisputable that Judge Parker

could not have been nominated but for
his party regularity. Although living In
"the enemy's country," and surrounded
on all sides, politically, officially and
socially, by gold Influences, he had sup¬
ported Mr. Bryan In 1806; and his New
York boomers put that fact in the fore¬
ground in their appeals both for dele¬
gates to the national convention, and for
votes later.
In 1004, however, the democracy had

little if any hope, and Mr. Bryan's power
in the party was very great. Now the
hope is high, and Mr. Bryan's authority
In much dispute. Will the difference in
the general situation show In Gov. Har¬
mon's behalf? Is tbe past dead enough
for burial, and will it be buried? If so,
friends of the family are respectfully
invited to attend.

Japan and Korea.
Arrangements are to the final stages, It

is announced, for the annexation of
Korea by Japan, an event for which th«
world has been thoroughly prepared for
several years. When Japan beat Russia
back from the sea It was clearly under¬
stood by all the powers that the fight was
for Korea as well aa for domination over
Manchuria. The peninsula alongside the
Japanese Islands was of more vital Im¬
portance to the government at Teklo
than even the mainland beyond. If
Korea could have remained neutral,
under a strong autonomous government,
Japan might have been safe In permit¬
ting It to continue an independent state.
But Korea has never possessed the ele¬
ments of national atrengtb. It has never,
indeed, had the least characteristic of a

genuine national organisation. It has
been always more or lesa under tbe Influ¬
ence of China, without educational facili¬
ties, without ambitions, without the
slightest concept of civil morality. Cor¬
ruption has alwaya reigned at Seoul. Be¬
tween the densely ignorant people and
the higher classes there was aa un¬

bridgeable gulf. Poverty stalked In the
land. Disease swept it periodically. It
was the most benighted of all the far
eastern countries.
The fermal passing of this shadowy

governmental organisation will occasion
no regret. Japan has proved itself com¬

petent to manage Korean affairs far
more ably than the Koreans themselves.
9igns of Improvement are already apparent
to the tourist. Administration has replaced
palace Intrigue and graft. Tbe people
are being led into better ways of living
and schools are being provided for them.
Japanese, dominion Is, indeed, the best
thing that could have come to them, far
preferable to Russian rule and, as the
immediate effects already attest, better
than the continuation of the lll-deflned
Chinese suzerainty. There is a sufficient
racial likeness between the Japanese and
the Koreans to lead to a good under¬
standing between them. In a few decades
of peaceful government the barriers be¬
tween the two peoples will have been
greatly weakened. If they are not thrown
down altogether. That there will be so-
called patriotic efforts to free Korea from
Japanese control is to be expected. The
same spirit that prompted the assassina¬
tion of Prince Ito a few months ago by
a Korean fanatic is likely to continue,
with perhaps tragic results from time
to time. But such Incidents, however de¬
plorable and costly In terms of valuable
life, will not affect the set Japanese pur¬
pose to give Korea the beneflt of orderly
government, whether the object of Japan
is to aid the Koreans or to ssfeguard
itself.

Lifhts on All Vehicles.
Of the power of the Commissioners to

require that all horse-drawn vehicles shall
display lights after dark there can be no
question, in view of the precedents al¬
ready established under the police regula¬
tions law. Nor Is there question of the
need of such a rule, which might well
have been adopted long ago. It Is plain
that if there is occasion for the lighting
of motor cars there Is equal need for the
Illumination of other street occupants.
Motorists have long complained that they
were not only discriminated against by
the light rule, but seriously menaced. In¬
asmuch as the leek of lan>ps In the case
of wagons and carriages created a dan¬
gerous condition. Collisions have fre¬
quently resulted from the fact that vehi¬
cles drawn by horses were unmsrked
after dark. Kspeolally Is it Important
that all vehicles at rest should be lighted.
The stationary wagon or carriage, giving
no warning ot its presence by the noise of
hoefs, has on many occasions figured In
mishaps of a serious nature. The motor¬
ist Is compelled to assume full responsi¬
bility for the avoidance of collisions as
long as he is alone subject to a lighting
rule. It would seem to be advisable to
extend the new regulation to Involve the
showing of a light at the rear as well is

In front. A driver approaching another
horse-drawn vehicle or a motor car will
hare little trouble In avoiding an encoun¬

ter. But on approaching from behind,
with no light showing from the street
user ahead, he Is In danger of suffering
from a rear-end collision. These require¬
ments are especially important In the
suburbsn parts of the District and In the
wooded parks, where road users are sub¬

jected to serious risks on account of the
lack of vehicle fights.
