furiated beast's tall. You'd think so, too,
if you had seen that whale die. The
whaler was only a small vessel

“The whale was in a much higher lati:
tude when 1t encountered the Duncan,
I suppose. T believe that this very ani-
ma! sunk the Duncan, because it is a
very rare occurrence for a whaler to go
around sticking harpoons into their
quarry and then losing them. It seems
strange that this very whale, which was
the means of abruptly ending eight hu-
man lives, should in turn die at the hands
of man after a lapse of seven years.

“I cut into a whale once before in 1892,
Dbut this one had been dead for some time
and was merely floating upon the sur-
face. The only effart of that accident
was the unpleasant odor.”

NEW RENEDY FOUND
FOR TUBERCULOSI

Sodium lodide and Ozone Ef-
ficient in Laryngeal Type,
Says Specialist.

NEW YORK, August 20.—The Copen-
hagen correspondent of the Medical Rec-
ord writes of a new treatment for tuber-
culosis of the larynx. in which the le-
sions respond to the remedy with great

rapidity. The patients swallow s=odium
fodide and inhale ozone, the chemical
reaction liberating Iiodine. The writer
says:

“At a meeting of the Medical Society of
Lund, Sweden, Dr. §. A. Pfannenstill read
an interesting paper on a new and appar-
ently very efficacious method of treating
tuberculosis of the larynx. The method is
a new one, as it utilizes a powerful disin-
fectant in statu nascendi on the affected
area in the following way: The patient is
given sodium jodide by mouth in ordi-
nary therapeutic quantities, and Is fur-
ther treated by reiterated inhalation of
vzone, suitably diluted. By the reaction
between sodium iodide and ozone in the
diseased tissues fodins is set free and ex-
ercises in statu nascendi its strong disin-
fectant power.

“*Dr. Pfannenstill has observed that in-
halation of ozone in suitable concentra-
| tions does not inconvenience the patients
‘in any way. If the ozone concentration is
too high, coughing occurs, but no other
irritation of the respiratory passages (no
catarrh). As, of course, the production
of jodine in the tissues varies with the
proportion of ozone present in them (and
in the inspiration air) it i= important to
increase the quantity of ozone to that
wvery point where coughing begins. Tnis

point is reached later as the treatment
proceeds, bhecause the mucous membrane
acquires a sort of tolerance toward ozone.

Keeps Patient Awake.

“The ozone producing apparatus mak-
ing considerable noise, it i{s impossible to
apply treatment during the patient's
sleep, which otherwise would present
great advantages. But an installation of
the apparatus far away from the wards
might probably solve this question.

“The clinical researches of Dr. Pfan-
nenstill go to show that neither sodium
iodide nor ozone has any eflect on the
tuberculous affections in question, when
given alone. Only when used together
they bring about the desired effect. Ac-
cording to his experience, only tubercu-
lous ulcerations are healed in this way.
In cases of deeply seated tuberculous in-
filtration, or whers the tuberculosis de-
posits are covered by an intact epithelium,
he does not expect any improvement, as
the ozone presumably penetrates only a
very short distance into the mucous mem-
brane. But one of Dr. Pfannenstill’s cases
shows also that an operation by laying
open the affected tisrue may facilitate the
cure by the combined sodlum lodide and
ozone treatment.

“Dr. Pfannenstill’s eclinieal material
conwrigts so far of four ecases of what
seemed rather desperate ulcerating tuber-
culosis of the laryvnx, hypopharynx, rhine-
pharynx and nose cavity. In all the cases
the ulcerations healed up with astonish-
ing rapidity. A ease of lupus has been
successfully treated on the same princi-
ple (sodium iodide by mouth and perma-
nent fermentation with hydrogen perox-
jde). On the other hand the method has
failed in two cases of bone tuberculosis,
apparently on account of the circum-
stance that the ozone could not be
brought in sufficient contact with the ul-
cerations."
