Friends of Roosevelt in New

York Take Firm Stand.

LEADERS Ml CONFERENCE

To Support Colonel for Temporary
Chairmanship of Convention.

ABE CONFIDENT OF VICTORY

Assert They Will Hats 690 of 1,015
Delegates.Opposed to

Special Meeting.

NTW YORK. August 31 .A formal
challenge to that faction of the repubtican
party of New York state which brought
about the defeat of former President
Roosevelt when the latter * name was
presented to the state committee for the
temporary chairmanship of the state con¬
vention was issued yesterday by Lloyd
C. Griscom. chairman of the New Yorlc
county committee.
Mr. Griscom was in conference during

the better part of the day with Frederick
Greiner. the republican leader of Erie
county; Collector of the Port William
Loeb. F J. H. Kracke, state committee¬
man from Brooklyn; State 8enator Fred¬
erick M. Davenport of Oneida county;

. j>. James, president of the Brooklyn
Young Republican Club, and former
Mayor Cutler of Rochester.
After carefully considering the situa¬

tion the conferees Rained the conviction
that they could depend on at least >»
of the 1.015 delegates, and they i"ued a
formal statement to the effect that they
would not only present Mr. 14

name for temporary chairman of the con¬
vention. but <1o their utmost to have a di¬
rect nomination plank inseirted _in the
platform The defiance to the old guard
leaders, for which Messrs. Griscom.
Greiner and Kracke stood sponsors, was

a*Mr,*^Orelner, Mr. Kracke and Mr.
Griscom all agree that Mr.
name shall be presented to the comlng
state convention for temporary chairman,
and that they will use th*lr
deavor* to have Included In the party
platform a direct nominations ptan*.

It is believed by Mr. Roosevelt .fiendsthat the old guard will have undivided
delegations only from Albany. Syracuse
and Rochester. Senator
vesterday that there certainly would be a
divided delegation from Ltlca.

Expect to Outvote Machine.
Il was asserted by those who were in

the conferences held yesterday that they
will be in a position to outvote the old
machine leaders when the state commit¬
tee meets in Saratoga September 26, the
day before the convention. It was said
by them that when the resolution to
name Mr. Roosevelt as temporary chair¬
man of the convention was voted
and Vice President Sherman was selected
instead at the meeting of the state com-
mlttee held In this ity August s the
vote was brought about by trickery on
the part of Barnes, Woodruff and Ward,
who had, by means of speciously worded
telegrams intimating that there would be
nothing doing at the meeting beyond the
naming of the date and place of the con¬
vention. kept a number of members away.
Another statement made yesterday

was that Benjamin B. Odell. Jr.. who
before he went to Europe left his
proxy with Luther Little, who is offi¬
cially connected with the state com¬
mittee. and whose proxy was used in
support of the Sherman motion, could
be depended on to vote against any
plan which Barnes ><£*** Committeeward at ths meeting df the committee
on the day before the convention As
it was put by one of the conrerees.
Odell has no particular love for
velt. but he has a hatred of Barnes
that would not allow him to give hie
vote In the committee to any resolu¬
tion that Barnes might support.

Discuss Special Meeting.
So confident of victory were those

who decided to present Mr. Roosevelt s

name again for the ^temporary chair¬
manship of the convention that the dis¬
cussion at the conference turned most¬
ly on the question of the advisability
of calling a special meeting of the
state committee to rescind the action
taken at the meeting August It and
to substitute the name of Mr. Roose»
velt for that of Mr. Sherman.
Although no positive decision was

reached. It can be t^Sistion of most of the conferees was
any proposal to call a special meeting f
the committee.

OPPOSE CESSION OF KOREA.
Natives of Hermit Kingdom in

Frisco Denounce "Tyranny."
.AN FRANCISCO. August .11. Eighty

Koreans gathered in the general offices
of the Korean National Association and
representing lOyOOO countrymen through¬
out Mexico. Hawaii. China and the east¬
ern ports of Ruasia. last nig!.: passed
resolutions firmly repudiating the cession
of the sovereignity of the Korean empire
to Japan and denouncing what they term
the "tyrannical compulsion" in the meth¬
ods employed by the Japanese In acquir¬
ing the kingdom of Korea.
After a severe arraignment of the Jap¬

anese the resolutions contain this pledge;
' We, the true sons of Korea, do deter¬

mine never to give up our struggle for
the liberty and independence of our dear
old Korea until such time as we shall
regain them; and that we appeal to the
justice of the nations of the almighty
God to punish this monstrous crime of
a nation without honor and without
faith."

PRECINCT CAPTAIN NO MORE.

Republican Committee in Chicago
Takes Revolutionary Step.

CHICAGO, August 31..The republican
"precinct captain" received his death
blow yesterday when the republican
county executive committee voted to abol-
.Vh the office at once and for all time in
compliance with the provisions of the new
primary law.

has yet been taken In carrying out Its
provisions. I'p to the present time the
precinct captain has been a "power" in
ward politics, but. so far as the Conk
county republican organization is con¬
cerned. he ceases to exist henceforth.

constitution adopted by the republican
county executive committee yesterday,
the precinct committeemen to be elected
at the primarlee will do the work of the
precinct captain.
