Government Has Taken Steps tc En-
courage Special Breeding.

Worn reports received at the AYar De-
partment from quartern!alters engaged in
the purchase of horses for the army It
appears that there la a scarcity !n all
parts of the country of horses suitable for
the mounted service. This te believed to
be due to the discontinuance of the breedingof well bred horses of the type re-
quired ror military purposes.
This question was taken up by the Sec- jretaxy of War and the D<partment of1

Agriculture, and representatives of the
Agricultural and War Departments' were
designated to formulate a plan for encouragingthe breeding of horses suitable
for the mounted service. What is believed
to bo an excellent and practicable plan
haa been determined upon and will be jcarried into effect by the Department of jAgriculture. Officers of the quartermasterdepartment are confident that fratiafactoryresults will be obtained and
that In a few years the scarcity of well
bred horses of the type rt quired for the
mounted service will have been overcome.
