NO DECLINE IN COAL

Will Not Be Cheaper, Despite
Heavy Shipments.

SO SAY LOCAL DEALERS

Railways Report Heavy Traffic for
First Nine Months of 1910.

FAR AHEAD OF LAST YEAR

Eight Leading Eastern Roads Car-
ried 10,206,754 Short Tons of
Bituminous in September.

According to statistics furnished by the
Department of Commerce and Labor, coal
ought to be cheaper this year than last,
if a decided increase in the amount of
shipments over those of last year has
anythilng to do with jts price to the con-
sumer.

Local coal dealers, however, were prac-
tically a unit today in declaring that coal
will not be cheaper, even though the re-*
ceipts of both anthracite and bituminous
have been heavier than last year.

For the first nine months of the present
vear the coal traffic reported to the bu-
reau of statistics, Department of Com-
merce and Labor, by the larger roads ag-
gregated 86,320,247 short tons, or more
than 17 per cent in excess of last year's
figures. Reports for September from
elght leading eastern coal-carrying roads
iridicated a total bituminous coal tonnage
of 208,7>¢ =hort tens,
with 9,736,236 short tons carried during

ember, 1800, and 10,032,372 short tons
carried - during. Auglst of the present

rear. A

ticularly pronounced in the case of an-
jtlirgelte " coal shipments, while the move-
‘ment of bituminous coa! shows only a
normal growth, and the monthly pr
tion and shipment of coke shows smaller
figures than last year, The volume of
lake shipments of coal, mainly to north-
weuntern territory, was far in excess of
like shipments a Year ago.

No Likelihood of Shortage.

Speaking this moarning of conditions in
the coal market, J. Maury Dove said he
knew that coal would not be cheaper to
the consumer during the coming winter.
At the same time, he declared, there was
no likellhood of a shortage. “‘Coal ship-

ments were comparatively light earlier in
the season,” said Mr. Dove, “largely be-
cause the money market was tight and
the dealers hesitated to purchase their
supplies. Put recently the shipments
have been heavy, so that the dealers are
well able to care for the increasing de-
mand as the cold weather approaches.”

“I think there is no Ukelihood of lower
prices for coal this year,” said J. M. Bur-
rell, president of the Alleghany Company.
““The supply has been ample for the last
few weeks, but, following the present cold
snap, the demand will show a declded in-
crease. I see no reason to fear a short-
age in the market this year because the
mines are working well and we should
have no difficulty getting all the coal we
desire.”

A similar opinion was expressed by W.
W. Griffith when he sald: ‘“The market
is stronger and higher than it was at the
correspondiing season last year. A year
ago the shippers had no difficulty jn get-
ting cars, and there were occasjions when
cars loaded with coal were in the local
yards on demurrage. This year, how-
ever, all available cars have been in
service steadily, and while the shipments
have been heavier, there has been an dl-
most equal increase in the demand. Our
firm today has recelved more orders than
can be filled by Monday, and -the rush is
likely to continue as the colder weather
approaches. 1 see no reason to antlci-
pate lower prices.”
