RAGE FOR BIi: SHIPS

United States Is Third
World’s Naval Scramble.

in

PRESSING GERMANY HARD

Kept Out of Second Place Only by
Narrowest of Margins.

COMPILER PULSIFER'S TABLES

Declares Superiority of Dreadnought
Type Remains Yet to Be
Clearly Demonstrated.

In the fighting strength of their navies,
the United States and Germany are run-
ning neck and neck for rank second to
Great Britian.

‘The English navy is far in the lead
in number of big floating arsenals, in ton-
nage and big guns. The United States
is next to Great Britian in ships afioat
and Germany leads the United States in
ships bullding.

Considering ships built and actually
building, the French navy ranks fourth,
with the Japanese fifth, Russia sixth,
Italy seventh and Austria eighth.

Details as to Canals.

These are the summaries set forth in
Pitman Pulsifer’'s Navy Yearbook for
1910, which will make its appearance
within a few days. Besides the annual
naval appropriation laws, which are
printed in full and indexed, the book

contains tables which comprehend in-
formation on about all subjects in con-
nection with the ships and personnel of
the United States Navy and many de-
tails of other navies. Among the new
tables which have been added this year
are details as to the Isthmian and Suez
canals, distances from navy yard to navy
yard, list of acts relating to the retire-
ment of naval officers and men and ofH-
cers of the Marine Corps and of the
army; and act creating grades of ad-
mirals and vice admirals and lists of
officers appointed.

The relative fighting strength of the
navies of the seven leading naval powers,
ifndicated by ships completed, building
and provided for, is shown by one of
Mr. Pulsifer’'s tables as follows:
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Dreadnought Claims Disputed.
As a close observer of the development

of the modern navies Mr. Pul-
sifer Dbelieves that the ships of
the dreadnought type have not

proved thelr superiority over the_ less
expensive fighting eraft built a few years
ago. The United States ought to go
slow, he suggests, before rushing to
h’ullt battleships of larger and yet larger
size.

“I do not profess to have any technical
knowledge of shipbullding,” he said yes-
terday, when asked as to his judgment
as to the best type of ship yet provided
for, "but as an Interested layman 1
reiterate the same oplnion thdt I ex-
pressed last year, and that {8 I believe it
has not yet been shown that there is any
better ship than the Michigan and the
South Carollna, which each has a ton-
nage of 16,000 tons and carries eight 12-
inch guns, which can all be used In
broadside. This class of ship has re-
ceived the praise of naval architects
abroad, and the system here installed
of arranging guns on a center line was
first observed in these ships.

“I notice that Bir Willlam White, a
Lnoted naval architect of Great Britain,
who #or many years planned her naval
ships, In a speech in New York makes
favorable reference to the Michigan class,
saying that ‘Three ships armed on the
Michigan plan could concentrate the fire
of twenty-four 12-inch guns as efficiently
on a selected position in the enemy’s
formation as could be done by two ships
of the Arkansas class (26,000 tons) with
an equal number of guns. Indeed, under
certain conditions, the three ships might
have an advantage.’

“When one considers that the larger
ship presents a much larger continuous
target and is less wieldy than the small-
er ship and would be unable to enter the
harbors which would accommodate the
smaller ship, and the increased difficulty
in docking these larger ships, as it ap-
pears to Impress some noted naval
ofilicers. we should slow up some in this
unusual mania for large and still larger
ships.”

Nearly Abreast of Germany.

Discussing the latest features mos: In
evidence in the naval world, as indicated
by the statistics presented in the year-
book, Compiler Pulsifer sald yesterday:

“Notwithstanding the continued hustling
of Germany to overcome Great Britain's
plan of a two-power navy, the United
States is nearly if not- quite abreast ofs
Germany, weighing all points which make
for efficiency. In completed tonnage the
United States iz ahead of Germany. In
battleships completed, both in numbgsr
and displacement, the United States leata
Germany. Including battleships complet-
ed, under construction and provided fcr,
4Zhe number for each country is identical,
while the United States exceeds Germany
in total battleship tonnage.

“In armored crulsers Germany outauzi-
bers the United States in both bullt and
building, if the classification of our Navy
Department is followed: but if the three
cruisers Charleston, Miiwaukce and S:.
Louils are eon.ldem& a3 armored cruisers,
and they are s0 reckonoed by forelgn au-
thoritles, then the United Biates would
be ahead in number and displacement of
this class of vessels. Tho three ships of
the United- Btates named are each of v,700
tons displacement, which is a higher ton-
nage than the smaller armored cruisars
of Cermany. It ghould be stated, how-
ever, to Germany's advantage, tha: the
four armored cruisers now building there
are of what is known as the dreadnought

t

'qncludinc naval vessols of all clasmses
in total number Germany {s ahead of the
United States. It should here be stated
in favor of the United States that her
navy is the youngest navy in the world.

Leads in Big Guns
“In large guns, which inoludes eleven,

twelve, thirteen and fourteen inch, Ger-
many leads the United States, but it
should be mentioned that nearly half of
Germany’'s armament consists of eleven-
inch guns, of which the United States has
none. The United States has plans pro-
vided for twenty fourteen-inch guns.
while Germany has none projected of this
caliber.”

In relation to the matter of the con-
stantly increasing size of ships and the
caliber of the guns, Mr. Pulsifer said:

“Considering that it takes two or three
years to biilld a battleship, there is noth-
ing so ‘progresgive’ as the mind of .a
naval architect. It takes a pretty alert
mind to follow his. Before one ship is
launched, and in the last case before
the ships provided for last year are even
commenced, greater tonnage and larger
guns are contemplated. 7The next ton-
nage ‘is likely to be 32,000 and the guns
sixteen-inch. The United States, it will
be recalled, provided last year for two
twenty-seven-thousand-ton battleships
which are to “carry fourteen-inch guns
and this is a larger caliber than carried
by any cther navy, except the thirty-two-
thousand-ton ship building for Brazil,
thus not only dfscounting the other great
powers, but our own naval program.”

ROOT FINISHES FIRST
IN SI¥-DAY CYCLE RACE

Clarke Close Second—Dis-
tance, 2,545 Miles 3 Laps.
Far Behind Record.

NEW YORK, December 10.—i&ddie Root
of the Root-Moran team finished first to-
night in the final mile dash that declded
the eix-day bicyelz race at Madison
Square (Qarden. His time for the mile
was 3:56 1-5, and his distance for the six
days, 2,545 miles 3 laps.

Jackie Clarke of the Rutt-Clarke team
finished second by half a wheel, Joe Fog-
ler of the Hill-Fogler team was third and
Patrick Hehir ¢f the Goulett-Hehir team
fourth. By their victery Root and Mo-
ran dilvide $1,600, the prize for firgt place.
The record is 2,737 miles 1 lap, made by
Macfarland and Moran in 190S.

Many Sprints During Day.

Slow as the pace this year shows in
the average and totals, it was marked
by bursts of furfous sprinting.~ In the
early hours while the weaker teams were
being shaken out the riders were far
aheed of all previous figures, but when
the competiticn narrowed down to the
real ccntenders there was a slackening
of interest until penalties began to occur.

Two veteran teams, Clarxke Mackar-
land and Ruti-Stol, disbanded and formed
the reconstructed team of Rutt-Clarke,
which accepted the penalty of two laps
always imposed on new partners. Mac-
Farland became thelr coaching leader,
and the new alignment provoked the bit-
terest jealousy among the remaining lead-
ers. The others succeeded in lapping
Rutt and Clarke once, and it was appar-
ent from then on that the real struggle
was to keep the new team out of the
final sprint.

But Rutt and Clarke were not discour-
aged. By hard sprinting they won back
the lost distance early this morning, and
from then until the teams withdrew for
the final dash at 9:58 tonight the pace
slackened and the riders merely loafed
around the wooden bowl, with only an
occasional spurt by some tailender.

REBELS ARE ACTIVE

American Consul Elisworth
Tells of Mexican Conditions.

REFUGEES CROSS TO TEXAS

Insurgents and Federal Soldiers
Only Forty Miles Apart.

ADVICES RECEIVED HERE

Brother of Bevolution“-ury Leader
Gives Out Information Indicat-
ing Widespread Discontent.

EL PASO, Texas, December 1).—Luther
T. Ellsworth, United étates consul at
Ciludad Porfirio Diaz, returned to Marfa
last night after an automobile tour of
the border in the *“Big Bend" country,
south of Marfa and east of E! Paso. He
confirmed the reports that several hun-
dred Mexican families were refugees on
the Texas side of the river and that Ojin-
aga, Zulatos and other towns along the
border feared invasion by insurrectos, if,
indeed, Ojinaga was not already in their
hands.

Five hundred Iinsurrectos sent an ulti-
matum to the mayor of Ojinaga Fri-
day, informing him that he must sur-
render, and advising him, *“in the name
of humanity,” to send the women and
¢hildren across the line into Texas. No
Mexican troops were statioaed at Ojin-
aga. '

Mr. Ellsworth was accompanied on his
tour of investigation by Immigration In-
spector OQOtto Ming. Considerable suf-

fering and some lawlessncss are reported
among the refugees,

Are Approaching Pedernaies.

CHIHUAHUA, Mexico, December 9 (via
El Paso, Tex., December 10).—Federal
soldlers are now at Carreta and the in-
gsurrectos at Santa Isabel, forty miles
apart. The insurrectos are within a few
miles of Pederna'es, where the Associated
Press correspondent left them after a
three-day trip with them.

The correspondent counted 130 perfectly
armed and equipped insurrectos in the
streets of Rancn yesterday. An equal
number were reported scouting. 1ln none
of the towns along the border werc any
non-combatants to be =een, except young
boys and very old men.

Insurrectos in this state regard them-
selves as the spark which will set the
whole country on fire and all are fully
eware that no other part of Mexico is in
arms. The men deciare they are not
fighting to put Francigco Madero in of-
fice, but for an honest ballot and to save
the country from possible anarchy as the
result of the present system of oppres-
sion.

The Insurrectos gained control of Guer-
rero, which is quite an American town,
without bloodshed before Saturday. The
federal force there numbers only sixty.
Some of these deserted, they say, and
found jobs in the mines, while others
joined the insurrectos.

Advices Received Here.

According to private advices of rep-
resentatives in Washington of the revolu-
tionary party in Mexico, there is widely
spread dissatisfaction in that country
with the government. It is announced
that 20,000 workmen employed in face

tories in the state of Orizabo, the manu-
facturing center of Mexico, have been
thrown out of work by an order of
President Diaz closing down all the fac-
tories because of a growing spirit of hos-
tility toward his administraiion among

1 the men.

The information given out yesterday by
Gustavo Madero, brother of the revolu-
tlonary leader and head of the representa-
tion here, indicates the unemployed men
are serlously menacing the state authori-
tles, and news of an open revolt is mo-
mentarily ex !

According to the dispatches which came
from the City of Mexico, the revolution-
ary s&pirit is rapidly undermining the
Mexican army, from which enlisted men
and officers are said to be deserting in
great numbers. About one weeck ago, ac-
cording to the dispatches, the entire 22d
Regiment of Infantry, men and officers,
revolied and joined the Madero column.
From the same gource comes report of a
battle between the 21st Infantry and the
Madero forces in Chihuahua, last week,
in which the Mexican forces were almost
entirely destroyed.

Army Officers Desert.

In the Torreon district, & rallway center
between Chihuahua and Me%ico City, the
dispatches assert, seven officers of high
rank recently went over to the revolu-
tionary forces, their course being follow-
ed by an entire troop of Rurales. A
general of the Mexican army at Zacate-
cas, one of the southern states, recently

declared for the revolutionists and car-
ried a number of fellow officers with him.
The dispatches from Mexico City did not
give the general’s name. <

In Mexico Cilty, it is claimed, almost
martial law 18 enforced, particularly
about the palace of President Diaz. The
Calle Cadena, which passes directly in
front of the presidential palace, has been
closed to traffic and pedestrians, and no
one is allowed to use it unless known
and accompanied by an officer of tihe
Mexijcan army.

\Word recently reached Mexico City, the
insurgent reports say, of the arrest and
imprisonment at Progreso, Yucatan, of a
wealthy and influential family, inciuding
the women and children. As the family
is widely known and very influential in
Yucatan, the arrest has, according to the
information received at Mexico City,
caused much excitement. No explanation
has been forthcoming, the dispatches say.

Revolutionists Control Roads.

Late advices from El1 Paso, Tex., re-
ceived by Senor Madero, state that the
revolutionists have secured complete con-
trol of the rallroads operating in the
state of Chihuahua and are able to search

every train passingz through that state.
The insurrectlionists are making agsgres-
sive use of their powers in this respect
and are taking as prisoners all officials
of the Diaz government and officers and
men of the Mexican military who fall
into their hands. According to the ad-
vices from El Paso, no other travelers
are molested.

CHINAMEN IN DRAGNET.

Out of Thirty-One Taken by Pitts-

burg Police Five Are Held.

PITTSBURG, Pa., December 10.—
Thirty-one badly irightened Chinamen
were released by the police department
today after belng arraigned before a
magistrate, while five were held by gov-
ernment officers who planned a whole-
sale rald upon houses suspected of secret-
ing contraband opium. .

Of the five held as principals, two fur-
nicshed $2,500 bal!l each, while three who
were unable to raise it were sent to jail.

They will be given a hearing before
United States Comrmissioner W. T. Lind-
say. The only charge flled against those
held are that of failing to comply with
the internal revenue laws governing the
traffic in the drug.

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RIVERS BILL PASSED

Appropriations Measure Car-
ried by Unanimous Consent.

QUICK WORK IN THE HCUSE

Action Taken by Members in Record
Time of Three Hours.

ADOPTED IN ORIGINAL FORM

Sum of $21,8904,861 Provided for
Work During Year Ending
June 30, 1012.

In record time, and spending money at
the rate of $7,002.000 an hour, the House
of Representatives yesterday in about
three hours passed the rivers and har-
bors bill making appropriations amount-
ing to $21,894,861 for river and harbor
work during the fiscal year ending June
80, 1912. No vote was tzaken, the hill being
passed by unanimous consent, and with
the excepution of a slight typographical
error in the printed bill not a word was
changed from the form in which it was
presented to the House by the rivers and
harbors committee.

Representative Alexander of New York,
chairman of the committee, expressed his
pleasure at the expeditious maner in
which the measure had gone through.

Mr. Alexander Jubiiant.

*“Clean as a whistle, and withput any
suspicion of ‘pork barrel’ about it,”” was
the way in which Mr. Alexander describ-
ed the bill. *'This shows that public bills
can be put through without any trouble
and without any necessity for resorting

to the methods herctofore considered posi-
tively essential to the rassage of such
measures,

Several amendments were offered by
members anxious to get more money for
improvements of rivers in their localities,
but in each case the explanation of
Chalrman Alexander was sufficient to
keep the amendments from passing.

Total of $29,262,038.

In addition to the amount carried in
the bill, the sundry civil Eill will include
£7,368,077 for river and harbor improve-
ment in 1912, bringing the total up to
$29,262,038,

The average annual expenditure for
rivers and harbors for the ten years since
1860 is approximately $22,500,000. Of the
210 items in yesterday's bill 105 were for
maintenance of complete works and a
like number for completing works.

Regulations Governing Fungicides
and Insecticides Are Drafted.

Regulations have been drawn by the
Secretaries of the Treasury, Agriculture
and Commerce and Labor covering the
manufacture and trafic in fungicides
and insecticides. The law and the regu-
lations for its enforcement are pracii-
cally a reproduction of the pure food and
drug act.

A common citizen might have taken the4
pure food and drug act to have covered
incecticldes when it was passed, but the
Attorney General did not hold that flea
powder and the like were drugs within the
meaning of the act. There had to be a
new law passed, therefore, covering the
sale of such compounds, and it was
brought out during the hearings that the
Balkans have not only almost a corner
on revolutions, but that they are nearly
the sole producers of the little ox-eyed
daisy from which the flea powder is
made. It was shown. also, that there
are morc wavs of adulterating and mis-
branding this compound than its humble
use would seem to justify.

Now that the regulations have bheen
promulgated, the trade in all insecticides
and fungicides that enter into interstate
commerce will be regulated by the De-
partment of Agricuiture, as is now the
trade in food and drugs.
