Census Bureau Plans for Cor-
rect Registration.

AN APPEAL TO PHYSICIANS

lfocket Reference Issued and Direc-
tion for Uniform Statistics.

BIRTH REPORTS ALSO WANTED

Movement Is International in Scope,
Twenty Countries Assisting in
the Revision.

In furthegance of its advocacy of the

i @and births throughout the United Stetes,
the rensus bureau is issuing to the health
officers and medical students of the
country a physicians’ pocket reference
te the international list of causes of
death. In his letter of transmittal on
the subject to Secretary Nagel of the De-
partment of Commerce and Labor Census
Director Durand states:

It seems to me that there is almost
nething more impqrtant in the entire
field of statistics than vital statistics, be-
cause of their direct bearing upon the
health and consequent welfare of the
people. It certainly is both strange and
shameful that the United States should
be 20 far behind the other leading coun-
tries of the world in the registration of
deaths, and even more so in the registra-
tion of births.

Intended for Physicians.

This leaflet is designed for distribution
to every physician in the United States
as a part of the continyous effort of this
burcau. since its permanent organization,
to remedy this defect.

Twenty countries participatéed in the
woy;k of revision, and other countries em-
pley the classification, preferably known
as the international list, or have adapted
ft for use in the jmmediate future. Thus
practical agreement in this most impor-
tant and fundamental feature of mortal-
ity statistics is insured among all the
English-speaking and Spanish-speaking
coyntries of the globe, besides Belgium,
France, Holland, Japan and many other
countries,

The international list of causes of death
and a statement of undesirable terms are
sppended.

Other Information Desired.

Theee are followed by observations re-
garding the statement of occupation and
other important data, in which it Is noted
that: ;

The physician’s responsibility is usually
confined to the correct statement of the
caupe of death, but he may in some in-
stances filll out the entire certificate, or
he may note errors in the statement of
personal particulars the correction of
which will be of service to statistical ac-
curacy, as well as insuring mere truthful
legal records. Hence, his interest is so-
licited in the completeness and correct-
ness in all respects of all certificates
passing through his hands, and more es-
pecially in the correct statement of sex,
color, marital condition, age, occupation,
birthplace, birthplace of father, birthplace
of mother and length of residence, when
the latter is required.

Age iz of special importance, and as a
check on the accuracy of the statement
the date of birth is also required. For
infants under one:day old, state the
hours, or even the minutes if less than
one hour old. This is necessary in or-
der that stillbirths may be distinguished
with absolyte precigion from deaths of
children born alive.

Should Be Precise.

Precise statement of occupation is very
important, so that the relgtive health-
fulness of various pursuits can be known.
The statement should include: (a) Trade,
profession or particular kind of wark
\e.g., spinnerd; and (b) General nature of
industry, busjness or establishment in
which employed (or employer), when-
:a!:;er the latter is indicated (e.g., cotton

).

It is expected that careful observance
of the suggestions herein made will re-
sult in great improvement in the quality
of the registration réturns recelved from
registration states and cities, and may
algo lead physicians in non-registration
states to labor for the enactment of ade-
quate legislation for this important pur-
posé, which is in complance with the
concluding clayse of an act of Congress,
as follows:

“*Resolved by the Senate and House of
Representatives of the United States of
America In Congrees assembled. That the
Benate and House of Representatives of
the TUnited States hereby expresses ap-

roval of this movement and requests the

avorable consideration and action of the

state authorities, to the end that the
United States may attain a complete and
uniform system of registration.”

The progress of the movement Yor bet-
ter vital statistics for the United States is
briefly summarized, and the essential
principles of registration, as embodied in
the model law adopted by the American
Pyblic Health Association and approved
by the bureau of the census, are stated.

Summary of Details Required.

They include immediate registration
(deaths before interment, births within ten
days and, compulsorily, not less than
three days in ryrael districts); standard
certificates (copies on request); com-
pulsory burial or removal permits for
deaths, and gome effective check on the
accuracy of registration for births (by
deaths of infants under one year, specia)
enumeration, newspapers); efficient local

registrars, properly compensated for each
certificate registered and returned in com-

pliance with law only, and so distributed
that the least possible inconvenience will
be caused physiclans and undertakers in
filing certificates; sole responsibility for
registering deaths and obtaining burial
or removal permit in advance of inter-
ment upon undertaker or person disposing
of body and sole responsibility for regis-
tering births, within the time limit =set
by law, upon the attending physician or
midwife (parent in absence of such at-
tendance); an eflicient state registrar,
with full power and responsibility to en-
force the law, in direct conneection with
the local registrars (any county official
intervening in any capacity between the
state registrar and local registrars means
failure of the law); prompt menthly
returns of the original certiflcates from
the local registrars to the state registrars,
with report of “no births” or **no deaths"
when such was the case and official
statement of completeness of registration
or report of delinquents; all this is yse-
less to secure complete legal records
and statistics of the highest practical
velue unless penalties are provided in
the law and those penalties are enforced.
