While great secrecy was maintained
concerning the session, which was held
behind closed doors, there is authority)
for saving that no offer of compromise
was accepted by the department, and fol-
lowing the criminal action, which Mr.

vears.

About thirty-seven defendants and
ahout fourteen corporations have been
indicted at Detroit. Each defendant is
charged with ten counts in each indict-
ment. Four counts charge conspiracy to
violate the anti-trust law: four charge

combination in restraint of trade and twol
charge monopoly. I
It was reported at the department today
that some of the lawyers for the indicted
ones advised their clients to plead j'nolle
contendere,”” in the hope of having a
court impose fines and not jail sentences.
Officials of the Department of Justice de-
clare the government has the evidence
necessary to imprison the defendants and
will accept no compromisé whereby the
so-called leaders wlll escape with fines.

Mr. Wickersham Not Present.

Attorney General Wickersham was not
present at the conference, but he publicly
declared on a recent occasion that he

would insist on jail sentences in all fu-
ture convictions of %-iolations of the Sher-
man act. This statement was made fol-
lowing the imposition of ten-thousand-dol-
lar fines by a Pittsburg court on indicted
directors of the window glass trust.

All the evidence in the civil suit prose-
cuted by Frank H. Watson, United States
attorney at Detroit, will be used in the
criminal action. Mr. Watson attended the
conference with the attorneys today.

Two or three days ago the defendanis
in the *“bathtub trust” appeared in court
in the Michigan city, pleaded not guijlty
and asked the right to change their pleas.
Attorney General Wickersham gave per-
sonal instruetions that if such reserva-
tions were to be made the time in which
the pleas might be changed must be
limited.

The court fixed January 2 as the last
day in which such action could be taken.
The conference today was one of the re-
sults.

It was said today that Mr. Wickersham
would not be at his desk at the depart-
ment tomorrow, and should the attorneys
desire a conference with him, in spite of
his edict to expedite the prosecution,
such a meeting may not be held until
Tuesday next.

GROUP OF SIXTEEN VESSELS

Will Maneuver at Sea

CHERBOURG. France, December 30.—|

The sixteen battleships compriging the
United State= Atlantic fleet rendezvoused
off the Scilly Islands today.

Exchange of Salutes.

The first division, comprising the bat-
tlaships Connecticut, Delaware, Michigan
and North Dakota,
Rear _Admiral Schroeder, commander-in-
chief of the Atlantic fleet, sailed from
this port at 9 o'clock this morning. As

the vessels pulled out Adiniral Schroeder,
from his flagship., the Connecticut, sig-
naled a cordial message of farewell 10
the Irench naval authorities. Salutes
were exchanged with the French squad-
ron.

‘U'he third division, the Minneso:a, Mis-
sissippi and Vermont, Rear Admiral Mur-
dock, commanding, =ailed from Brest at
2:30 o'clock this ailternoon. Earlier in the
day the second division, made up of the
Louisiana, Kansas, South Carolina and
the New Hampshire, left Portland, Eng-
land, while the fourth division, the Geor-

gia, Nebraska, Rhode Island and Vir-
ginia, =et sall from Gravesend yester- .
day.

Fleet Maneuves En Route.

In addition to the search problem, in
which the battleships will attempt to es-
cape the vigilance of the scout ¢éruisers
Iying in wait for them and surprise the
American shores, the divisions combined
will undergo fleet maneuvers en route.

While in European waters the American
ships, officers and men made a most
pleasing impression.

WARSHIPS LEAVE PORTLAND.

MUST BREAK RECORDS
T0 CONCLUDE TREATY

Canadian Commissioners Com-
ing Next Month to Discuss
Reciprocity.

If a Canadian reciprocity treaty is to
be concluded during the present session
of Congress, all records In the matter of
speed of negotiations must be bhroken.
The incentive to haste lies in the reali-
zation by the administration of the dif-
ficulty of framing any sort of a reci-
procitly treaty that can safely be steered
through the next Congress with its Dem-
ocratic House, for although nominally
the asszent of the Senate alone is re-
quired to the conclusion of a treaty, yet
in the case of a reciprocity trade treaty
the House of Representatives must be
afforded an opportunity to deal with the
subject.

The Canadian reciprocity commissioners
are expected in Washington in time to
attend the diplomatic reception at the
White House January 1o. It is presumed
that lmmediately after that event the
negotiations will be resumed at the point
where they were interrupted by the ad-

journment in Uttawa last November. As
a matler of fact, not much progress was
made during the (irst meeting of the
commissioners. That meeting was con-
fined principally to exchanges of views
calculated to develop the positions of the
two parties. It will now be necessary
for the negotiators to enter the realm
of definite proposals for the remission or
abatement of duties on certaln articles
which must be specitied, for it is clearly

understood now that the State Depart-
ment does not expect to secure in the
beginning complete reciprocity on all
producis.

PREPARING THE LIST.

ROBIN MUST FAGE
CHARGE OF LARGENY

Arraignment This Afternoon
Indicates That Banker Has
Been Pronounced Sane.

NEW YORK, December 0.—Announce-
ment that joseph G. Robin, whose finan-
cial operations caused the closing of the
Northern Bank of New York and the
Washington Savings Bank, would be ar-
raigned today on a charge of larceny of
$80,000 from the savings institution was
taken to indicate that the alienists who
have had Rebin under examination since
his indictment vesterday have found him
to be sane.

The financier had been committed to an
upstate private institution as a paranoiac,
but was denied admisslon and came back
to this city.

An Indictment was speedily found. He
was put under detective survelllance
pending examination by medical experts
on the understanding that he was to be
arraigned if found mentally fit.

The examination by allenists was made
last night. Willlam Travers Jerome,
counsel for RNobin, announced that they
would report to the court today. This
morning Isidor Kresei, associated with
Mr. Jerome as counsel, said the indicted
banker woula be taken to court this
afternoon for arraignment.

Robin stands formally charged with lar-
ceny of $80,000 from the Washington Sav-
ings Bank. The district attorneyv advised
the court that he expected 1o obtain
other indictments against the banker.

It took the grand jury just an hour yes-
terday to indict Robin om a charge of
the larceny ifrom the Washington Savings
Bank, of which he was president. The
bank passed Into the Lhands of the state
banking department yesterday, there to
keep company with the Northern Bank of
New York, of whoge executive comiittee
‘he was chairman, and with which his
name has hitherto been more prominently
connected. :

The district attorney explained that out
of a mass of evidence drawn from the
records of both institutions he had chosen
the charge that he thought could be pre-
sented most simply to a jury.

Fit to Appear in Court.

It .developed hefore the time set for
Robin's arraignment that the examining
allenists had pald less attention to his
mental than to his physical condition.
Neither Dr. Austen G. Flint nor Dr.
William Mabon would say what they con-
sidered his mental state to be, but both
pronounced him physically fit to appear
in court.

Justice Page,. in the supreme court, to-
day s=igned an order turning over the
assets of the Rochester Title Guarantee
Company, one of Joseph G. Robin’s com-
panies, to State SBuperintendent of Insur-
ance Hotchkiss for the purpose of wind-
ing up the concern. The assets have a
nominal value of $180,000 and were
sefzed by the attorney general's office
last week when the first rumors of
trouble in Robin’s affairs reached Albany.

Deputy Attorney General Frederic C.
Tanner, who made the descent on the
i title company, told the court today that
it was practically defunct, because of
Robin's operations in substituting ques-
tionable securities for good ones.

HAITI APPEAL TO ARMS

Plans for United States-Can-
ada Tribunal Made.

CONFERENCES ARE HELD

Arrangements Perfected by Chair-
man Knapp and President Mabee.

:LA'I‘TEB EXPRESSES HIS VIEWS

Says Both Railroads and Shippers
Will Be Benefited—Details
Not Announced Yet.

President J. P. Mabee of the Canadian
railroad board and Chairman Martin
Knapp of the interstate commerce com-
mission, who were appointed by their re-
spective governments to perfect a plan
for the estanlishment and operation of an
international commerce tribunal, with
jurisdiction over all lines crossing the
Canadian border, completed their work
today and Mr. Mabee expressed the
opinion that the court would be in opera-
tion in the near future.

The board of which Mr. Mabee is presi-

dent has the same authority in Canada
as the Interstate commerce commission
has in this country, and the new tribunal
is to fill the void between the two. Their
authority ends ¢t the border line, and it
is in this zone that the new court will
have the final say in all matters relating
to rates. Its members will be appointed
| jointly by the two governments,
I “Mr. Knapp and myself have agreed
{ on every item in the plan. and it now ap-
pears to me taat the near future will
see the long-wished-for tribunal in fuil
operation,’” said Mr. Mabee. ‘'Our ideas
coincided in every way and we both be-
lieve that we have worked out a com-
| prehensive scheme for the establishment
and operation of the proposed tribunal.

Fills Long-Felt Want.

“There is no doubt in my mind that it
will fill a long-needed want on both sides
of the border line. It will put an end to
the acrimonious diecussions that are con-
tinually arising between carriers and
shippers; it will engender a better feel-

ing between the two Interested classes
and in every way will facllitate traffic
between the two countries.

““Both the railroad interests and the
shippers in Canada will welcome it with
open armsg, and 1 imagine that the same
is true of those on tins side of the line;
but of them I am not in a position to
speak. However, I may say, trom what
1 have seen in Washington, I beiieve it
will receive the aid of the present ad-
ministration. '

1 had a long talk with President Taft
vesterday and he seemed to
oughly m accord with our plan.
same is true of the officials of the State
Department. If the Washington gov-
ernment pushes the matter through as
quickly as the Ottawa government will, I
am =atisfled it wil| be but a short while
before the tribunal is in full operation. =

Treaty Must Be Made.

“Even though our plan is perfectly
satisfactory to both governments, it will,
of course, be necessary to draw up a
ireaty and to have the same ratified by
the legislative bodies. Canada is ready
and willilng to act, so that no loss of
time need be looked for from that side.
I trust that the same will be true of the
United States.™

Asked concerning the exact plan of
operation of the tribunal, the mode of se-

posed by the plan, Mr. Mabee s=said it
would be impossible to make any state-
ment until a ful] report is made to the
government. He said, however, that the
tribunal would have practically the same
authority in its sphere as the interstate
commerce commizsion has in this coun-
trry and that the officials would be se-
lected jointly by the two governments.
