DIGGING SAND AGAIN.

Mild Weather Results in Resumption
of Operations Along River.

The local =and digging companies,
whicly had withdrawn their dredging ma-
chines from operations along the river in
consequence of the freezing weather of
the past month, are resuming operations,
and if the river remains open all the sand
and gravel digging fleet will be at work
in a few days. The Columbla Granite
and Dredging Company has a digging
machine at work near Notley Hall, Md,,
and another dredging gravel between the
[:ong and Highway bridges, on the edge
of the Virginia channel. The tugs Mi-
nerva and Powhatan are towing from
them to Georgetown.

The firm of .. E. Smoot & Co. has one of
its big diggers taking sand and gravel
trom the beds in the vicinity of Pomon-
key creek, Md., and the tug Rosalie is
towing the loaded barges from the ma-
chine to Alexandria and this city, and
taking the empty ones back. The Poto-
mac¢ Company, which has the contract to
supply the District with sand and gravel,
is operating its big dredge in Piscataway
creek and the little tug Powhatan is in
service as a towboat between the ma-
cliine and this eity.

Large quantities of =and, stoae and
gravel are taken from the Potomac beds
cach yvear, but the supply seems 10 be
almost inexhaustible.

NEW SCHOOLS PROPOSED.

He is survived by his widow,
who was before her marriage Miss Eliza-
beth Sis of Washington, and two sons,
Dr. Stephen Selby of New York and Jo-
seph Selby of Washington.

Mr. Selby was a lifelong resident of this
county and was the son of the late Allan
Selby. He was several times a candidate
for the democratic nomination for sherift
and for many vears served as Jeputy
sheriff. For several vears he had been a
rural free delivery ma l carrier and was
also engaged in farming.

SERVED LONG AND WELL.

Death of Alexander B. Thomas, Capi-
tol Barber, Appointed by Colfax.

Alexander Baker Thomas, who died
last S8unday at his home, 927 N street
northwest, was for more than forty
years in charge of what is known as
the *“republican side”” barber shop of
the House of Representatives. He was
appeinted to the position by Speaker Col-
fax, and was so unjversally esteemed for
bis probity and courtesy that members
of the House, irrespective of politics and
party affiliations, found their way dally

into his shop.
Funeral services were held at St

Augustine’s Church this morning at 10
o'clock. Requiemm mass was held,

Mr. Thomas was born in Frederick,
Md., in 1838, and came to Washington
in 1861, and resided here during the past
fifty years. He managed the House bar-
ber shop until compelled by physical all-
ment, the result of an accident, to retire
from active duty. During his long years
of service he wap in daily contact with
the leading men of the Congress and was
the reciplent of many testimonials of the
high regard in which he was held.

Mr, Tnomas was among the original
member- of what was known as St. Mar-
tin's Church, but what is now St. Augus-
tine’s Catholic Church, on 1i6th street
nortuwest. He was also a charter mem-
ber of the Knights of St. Augustine Com-
mandery No. 1, and also a member of the
Banneker Relief and Crispus Attucks as-
soclations, two of the largest and most
influential beneficial societies in the Dis-
triet of Columbia. He {is survived by his
wife anu two daughters, Annie Thomas, a
teacher in .ue public schools of this c.
and Hattle Thomas, a clerk in the Treas-
ury rtment. .

BAD PLACE FOR SHOOTERS.

Asked for Parole.

In refusing to extend the privilege of
probation, despite the recommendation of
the United States attorney, to O. V. Wat-
ley, a resident of Georgia, fifty-four yearr
old; who pleaded gullty to an assault with
a dangerous weapon, Justice Wright, in
Criminal Court Neo.

DRAFT ANIMALS LOST
INBURNING STABLE

Twenty-Two Horses and Sev-
en Mules Destroyed in Fire
on Benning Road.

Twenty-two horses and seven mules lost
their llves in a fire which destroved the
stable of Phillp Padazano at Z6th Street
and Benning road northeast shortly after
7 o'clock last night. The loss is estimated
to be $5,000.

The fire, which was of unknown origin,
was discovered by a colored hostler in
the feedroom of the stable. An alarm
was sent from the box at Benning road
and 19th street northeast, to which Nos.
10 and 8 engine companies and truck com-
pany No. 7 and Battallon Chief Proctor
responded.

The flames had gained considerable
headway when the fire department arriv-
ed; in fact when the firemen were leaving
their quarters it was seen that the blaze
was a ilarge one. The entire northeastern
sky was illuminated.

No Water Plug Convenient.

All speed possible was made to the fire.
As has been the case in numerous other
fires in that sectlon of the District, no
convenient water plug could be found and
much time was consumed in running a
line of hose from a water plug six
sguares away.

The stable was practically doomed when
the firemen finally got a line of hose to
the fire and the water in use. When it
was seen that the stable could not be
saved the firemen exerted their efforts
in saving a large shed near the stabie. In
this they were successful after about
three hours’' work. Meanwhile the stable
had burned to the ground.

When the fire broke out it is stated
about thirty-five horses and mules were
in the stable. Few of them escaped. All
of the harness in the stable and a large

quantity of feed was destroyed. Many
res.dents of northeast Washington were
attracted to the scenet and waicned the
work of the firemen from a nearby hill,

COURT CASE RECALLS
HOLT WILL LITIGATION

Petition in Similar Contest Filed by
Daughter of Selby B. Scaggs,
Deceased.

A reminder of. the famous Holt will
case, in that circumstances of the two
cases are parallel, was noted yesterday
in connection with a petitilon filed by
Martha K. Wilson, one of the daughters
of the decedent, for the probate of the
will of Selby B. Scaggs, who died near
Benning in 1880, leaving an estate of con-
slderable value.

Substance of Petition.

The petition sets forth that Martha K.
Wilson is a daughter of Selby B. Scaggs,
and that he left a will, under the {erms of
which she and a sister, Mrs. Melvina F
Perrie of Fort Myer, Va., would have
been the chief beneficiaries, after a life
estate in Sallie Scaggs, the widow of the
dead man. The other.next of kin, but
who were left smaller sums, were Mra.
Levina Elliott of Lanler place in this
city and Willlam 8. SBcaggs of Baltimore,
a grandson of the dead man.

The petition reclites that after the death
of Selby Scaggs in 1880 administration
was taken out the same month by his
widow, Sallie Scaggs, on a petition filed
stating that Selby Scaggs had died inte-
state. In 1888, about seven and one-half

years after the death of Seiby Scaggs, his
will was filed, but no proceedings of any
kind whatsoever, even its recording, taken
in the Supreme Court of the Distriot of
Columbia.

Probable Reasons for Delay.

This failure of action was probably the
result of the will being forwarded in an
envelope to-Justice W. 8. Cox. The ony
clue on this point, however, appears in
the following indorsement upon the will
in the handwriting of Judge Cox: “Open-
ed by me this 2uth of April, 1888. W. 8.
Cox, J."

After the will was filed no proceedings
of any kind appear to have been taken
upon it and by whom the wil was for-
warded is stated in the petition to be un-
known. Sall.e Scaggs died in 1907, leav-

$6,000 in personal property and some 20
acres of land in the District of a value
of $700 per acre This land it is stated she
derived through her husband and it would
have formed part of the estate devised
by his will.

Scaggs were James L. Norris, now de-
ceased; John E. Norris and Charles Wal-
ter. 'fhe petition for probate was flled
sby Attorneys Kappler & Merillat.

Death of Alice Hosmer.
