< On the date set for the general insur-
rection, various groups, composed chiefly
of the peasant class, rose in arms in the
mountainous region of western Chihua-

hua, taking advantage of favorable local
conditions, enabling them to defend them-
selves and to elude the pursuit of the
first troops sent against them.

‘“These circumstances, together with
the efficacious co-operation which the
rebels have received in, men and warlike
supplies, both from forelgn sources an
from & group of Mexicans who for years
past have conspired not only against the
present government, but also against
all social order, afford a ready explana-
tion why it is that the revolt has grad-
unally extended over almost the entire
state of Chihaiahua and to sundry points
in the states of Durango and Sonora,
notwithstanding the efforts of the fed-
eral government and the governments of
the several states in guestion to check it.”

The president described briefly the
rrowth of brigandage following the dis-
orders in the north and the outbreak in
l.ower California. The latter, he =aid, was
initiated by communist banas, including
a number of American filibusters, for the
purpose of founding a socialist republic.

“This iniquitous enterprise,’”” he said,
“cannot but provoke the utmost indigna-
tion throughout the country, and I am
sure that, if necessary, the Mexican peo-
ple, ever patriotic and zealous of their
autopomy, will hasten to the defense of
the mnational territory.”

Will Result in Good.

“In regard to the general situation,”
writes Mr. Bedford, *“it is bad in the
country, but it will_ result in good.
Many abuses which we have been sub-
jected to in the past will be gotten rid
of. The atmosphere will be cleared and

Mexico will experience such a boom as
was never before known as soon as this
matter is settled, whieh it must be be-
fore very long. ~

“Up to the present time no foreign
property has been touched or injured
by any of the forces of either side.
There is a general order out by both
the government forces and the revo-
lutionists to respect forelgners and for-
eign property.

Occurs in Other Places.

“If an ocecasional bandit might at-
tack a foreigner, or rob his ranch or
mine, it is nothing more than would
occur in ordinary times, and for that
matter, nothing more than occurs with
you at home, even in the clty of Wash-
ington. You do not call them bandits,
you call them burglars, or common
thieves, or murderers, according to the
crime which they may commit.

“If the same crime is committed in
Mexico it is called the act of & bandit
or a revolutionist. The act in principle

is the same, and properly querstood
is classified in the same way.

DISPUTE OVER FERRER
CAUSES CABINET CRISKS

ministry was placed by the debate on
the republican motion in favor of a re-
vision of the court-martial which resulted
in the condemnation of Francisco Ferrer,
founder of the modern school in Spain,

The ‘ministers endeavored merely to be
onlookers in the duel between the con-
servatives, who were In office at the
time of the execution of Ferrer, and the
‘republicans, but finally were forced to
intervene in order to defend the prin-
ciples of the government's procedure in
the court-martial. Their half-hearted

defense against the violent soclalist and
republican attacks on the military au-
thorities, however, only provoked the re-
sentment of the latter, whose representa-
tions, it is understood, caused the crisis.

Military Cabinet Suggested.

It was even suggested this morning that
a military cabinet should be chosen, but
it 1s probable that such a coalition would
be short-lived. The conservatives do not
wish a military government, and, re-
gretting their attitude in the Ferrer de-
bate, are disposed to support Canalejas,
in order that the cortes shall remain
open and the Ferrer question be set-
tied. _ Thus, it is Hkely that Canalejas
will remain premier, aithough he prob-
ably will alter the make-up of his cab-
inet.

Three candidates were pre-
sented, Orrin G. Brenmer of New Jersey,
William M. Dunbar of Georgia and for-
mer Representative R. B. Gordon of
Ohio. On the first ballot Mr. Brenmer
received 51 votes, Mr. Dunbar 81 and Mr.
Gordon, 61. This was not conclusive, and
another ballot was taken, resulting in
Gordon getting 61; Brenmer, €7, and
Dunbar, 76—still no choice, and Gordon
was dropped. On the third ballot Dun-
bar received 104 votes, to Brenmer's 94,
and A was declared the cholce of the
caucus.

The Rev. H. N. Couden, the chaplain
of the last and preceding Houses, and
Rev. Hugh T. Stevenson of Bethany Bap-
tist Church, this c¢ity, were nominated
for chaplains, but after Representative
Lloyd of Missouri had made an affecting
speech in behalf of Mr. Couden, Mr.
Stevenson’s name was withdrawn and
AMr. Couden was named by acclamation,
after which the caucus adjourned, about
11:45 p.m.

Continued Harmony Predicted.

The House democrats have marked out

a hitherto untrod path of legislative
procedure during the last thirty days,
trying a new method of party control
wiested from the few and vested in the
meiership at large.

Last night most of the democrats
frankly exulted in the success of their
efforts up to date, and predicted con-
tinued harmony and progregs through-
out the session. The elder statesmen
declared that never within their recol-
lection had a new House been organ-
ized sp promptly, so satisfacterily and
with so little friction.

The expected clash over the commit-
tee assignments did not materialise.
Some members explained the absence
of criticism by the fact that the new
method employed in making up the
subordinate bodies of the House was
calculated to improve good feeling. One
potent force that worked to this end
was the rule that members of the ways
and means committee, who have been
acting as democratic committee on com-
mittees, should not hold places on other

committees, and that members of the
appropriations committee should be
given no chairmanships. This plan

operated to provide satisfactory billets
for many of the older members, whose
claims for preferment it was necessary
to meet and left desirable assignments
to most of the new members.

Little Discontent Over Committees.

Never before have so many of the In-
coming members of a new House been
so well provided for in committee assign-
ments. As a result, most of the new
members are entirely satisfled with the
present state of affairs. Those who do
not share the most desirable plums are
placated with assignments on reasonably
important committees.

Representative Clayton of Alabama, one
of the veteran members, said last night
that less than $ per cent of the demo-
¢ratic membership had expressed dissatis-
faction with the committee assignments,
and he considered that fact as indicative
of a marvel of accomplishment, compared
with previous Congresses.

He predicted, moreover, that even this
dissatisfaction would be dissipated im-
mediately, and would not endure, as has
often been the case in the past, to fester
and produce rancor lasting throughout
the session.

Talking informally after the cgucus last
night democratic leaders declared their
belief that the country would approve of
the radical changes in rules and pro-
cedure, and of the economies planned by
the democrats, and would alse indorse
the legislative program agreed upon.

They declared that all of the legislative
policies indorsed were popular in char-
acter and would give the country confi-
dence at the very outset in the demo-

ORIGIN OF TORTOISE

to Biological Society.

DESCRIBES THOSE OF PERU

Reached There on Driftwood
From Central America.

That the progeniters of the giant land
tortoise found in the Galapagos Islands,
off the coast of Peru, reached there on
driftwood from the Pacific shores of
Central America, and were originally
members of an extinct species of conti-
nental land turtles, was considered prob-
able by W. E. Safford, a government sei-
entist, lecturing before the Bilological So-
ciety last night. The lecture was deliv-
ered in the presence of a large gathering
of the club’s membership in the assembly
hall of the Cesmos Club.

Reference to the Galapagos turtles came
during the course of Mr. Stafford's talk
on a “Day in the Galapagos Islands.”
He described several specimens of various
sizes found on one of the larger islands
of the group, and compared them to the
existing blological records of extinct
specles of land turtles formerly inhabit-
ing Central America, Mexico and south-
western United States. The structural
difference between the Galapagos tur-
tles and the extinct species was slight,
possibly due, Mr. Safford said, to climatic
or dietary influences.

The strong currents running stuthwest
from the Central American coast around
the Galapagos Islands are responsiblz for
quantities of driftwood all along the path
of trading vessels in that part of the
world and are probably the leasg variable
of all the southern Pacific currents.

Named ‘“Enchanted Islands.”

The inability of sailing vessels to make
headway against’ them except with a
strong wind and the enforced presence of
these vessels about the islands as if they
were possessed of magnetic influence un-
til winds came to their rescue, was un-
douhtedly responsible for the name *“En-
chanted Islands'” given the group in the
days of the Piggaros, Mr. Safford de-
clared. '

“That these animals reached the fis-
lands on driftwood from the mainland
seems more plausible than any other
theory. The great increase in numbers
was due to the absence of predatory
animals, such as were found on the
mainland. Of course, it will always- be
a mooted question, but the evidence in
favor of this theory seems more reason-
able than anything else I have heard.
The more ane investigates the subject
the more convincing it becomes,” said
the lecturer.

T. Wayland Vaughan, another govern-

coral larvae for the purposes of biological
research in the Dry Tortugas of Florida.
Mr. Vaughan told his auditors that he
expected at no distant future date to be
able to give the scientific world definite
data relative to the annual increase of
coral growth and other material
concerning this particular marine growth
biologists have hitherto lacked. .

La\rvu in Heads of Coral Growth. .

He gave a scientific description of a
dozen different varieties of coral growtn
found on the keys and reefs of southern
Florida, and th® methods of producing
coral cultures.

““The larvae are found in the heads of
coral growth, and are readily obtained.
They are about as big as a pin point, and
under a miscroscope, resemble a revelv-
ing screw more than anything else,” said
Mr. Vaughan.

“Thelarvae are placed on stone disks im-
mersed in jars of salt water, where they
are kept until they begin their growth.
These disks are then removed and at-
tached to an iron post driven in the water
off the experimental station, the whole
inclosed in & wooden box. Observations
are made dally. The results so far indi-
cate a much more remarkable growth for
co.r;?‘l than it has popularly been credited
m .ll
