A pen and ink artist who raises onetollarbills to ten and twenty dollar natonalbank notes is being sought by the
fccret service. The newest specimen, a

grenty-dollar note on the United State*
Satlonal Bank of Los Angeles, Cat., was
rt<-ked up In Chicago and sent to head{uarterstoday.
Acting Chief Moran. who is considered
he government's greatest expert on counerfeltmoney, says the bogus .bills were
rlginally genuine one-dollar silver cerIflcateswashed in a solution which renovesthe Ink. The counterfeiter then
proceeds to make with pen and ink a
lew note on genuine paper which has
leen manufactured for the government
The same procesa was used by the
wunterfelters of the famous Hajtilltnr
wenty-dollar note, who made 100 ol
hem In a prison cell while awaiting trial
t>r their part In the famous Monro*
lead hundred counterfeiting plot.
