"SEES” OVER PHONE

William T. Stead Describes
Strange Power of Friend.

DOESN'T TRY TO EXPLAIN

No Use Magde of Eyes in His Feats of
Describing Objects.

DISCOVERED BY ACCIDENT

Occult Power Is Known as Phone-
voyance—Has Been Adapted to
Music Hall Performances.

BY WILLIAM T. STEAD.
Special Cablegram to The Star.

LONDON, April 1.—~The keen interest
taken by Americans in some experiments
which I conducted a few years ago with
a Nottingham gentleman for tha trans-
miesion of words by telepathy from Not-
tingham to Londen Jeads me to think
that it may not be without interest if
I deacribe the latest and still more re-
markable phase of telepathic clairvoy-
ance.

A _performer at the Alhambra Muslc
Hall, who had been giving thought-read-
ing tests, undertook to demonstrate that
she possessed the faculty of using the
telephone for the purpese of visualizing
objects at the other end of the wire.
Two committees were formed, one sit-

other in the Dally Mirror office. Mem-
bers of the committee to the per-
former’s husband at the Alhambra ar-
ticles which they produced from their
pockets, and his wife, who was at the
newspaper office a mile away, described
the articles in question and generally
with accuracy.

But the existence of this faculty of
phone-voyance has long been known to
me, ite original discoverer, to the best
of my knowledge and bellef, belng Vin-
cent Turvey, a retired business man, who
is Hving at Bournemouth. How he first
came to make this discovery he de-
scribes as follov}'s:

His First Experience.

“November 11, 1905, Mr. Sharpe, a
neighbor, rang me up on the telephone
to ask a question. When I had answered
the inqulry, he said: ‘I must go now,
as I have a friend hére.” I replied, ‘Yes,
I see you have.” He sald, ‘You don't
mean to say that you can see who it
is?” 1 said, ‘No; I cannot see who he
is, but I can describe him to you.’

“l then proceeded to accurately de-
scribe the gentleman’'s face, hair, eyes,
hands, stature and maustache, adding:
‘He wants a shave.” I mentioned that
he was sitting in an armchair with his
legs crossed, and one arm on the arm
of the chair. While this description was
being given Mr. Pontifex, that is the
name of Mr. Sharpe’s visitor, rose from
the chair and went and leaned on the
manteiplece with one elbow, standing up
to do so with his legs crossed.

Fast Losing Power.

“‘After that Mr. Pontifex came to the
telephone and asked for further demon-
stration. The ability to ‘see’ was fast
elipping away from me; but I was able
to describe one or two articles on him.
He then cross-questioned me, in order
to find qut if I had seen him before, and
I was able to convince him that 1 had
never heard of him.” ;
That was the first occasion on which
Mr. Turvey was able to see, as it were,
through the telephone. He made subse-
quent experiments with considerable suc-
cess. In the first the distance between
the seer and the seen was not much more
than one mile. In the next experience
glel parties were separated by nearly 10w
es.

In one case Mr. Turvey rang up a Mr.
Lane to ask for the return of a book.

“When Mr. Lane came to the. phone,”
says Mr. Turvey, ‘I could distinctly see
a long, narrow passage; at the end of the
passage 1 could see a pair of hands,
wrists and forearms, evidently a wom-
an’'s.

Sight by the Busy Hands.

“These hands appeared to be busy in
or around a bowl, in the way one would
expect them to be if the owner were
shelling peas or washing her hands. 1
knew it must be Mrs. Lane, as her hus-
band, to whom 1 gave the description,
called her and I heard her through the
telephone (normally) reply to him.

“Mr. Lane informed me that his wife,
before she came to the telephone, had
got up from serving the sweets at the
dinner table, which were in two glass
bowls."” :

All that I need to add to these records
is that I am personally acquainted with
Mr. Turvey. 1 have been a guest at his
house, I can guarantee that he is
of the utmost propriety and a very pains-
taking observer. He does not look through
the telephone, only when he puts the
receiver to his ear he sees occasionally
what is going on at the other end.

Striking Contrasts.
To the Editor of The Star:

The voice of the locAl press, speak-
ing the universal gratitude for the =erv-
ices of Senator Gallinger, one of the
many legislative benefaclors in the up-
per house of Congress, has awakened
echoes that faithful memory  may not
willingly let die. Allow me to give my
note in increase of this volume of thanks
and to touch at some other points.

The Star of Wednesday evening,
March 2), came to us richly laden with
food for inquiring minds along many
lines, and seemed to lend renewed luster
to our star of hope.

In the nobleman from New
Hampshire who has recently occupled
the center of the stage 1 see one whose
seventy-fourth anniversary follows my
own by just six months; one who most
worthily illustrates ‘the genius of New
England progress which had its genesis
in the “litile red schoolhouse,”” as set off
against the progress having its genesls in
Tammany Hall since its perversion, since
the influence of such men as Peter Cooper
n.nld Abraham Hewitt has ceased to be
felt. “

QOur beautiful Washington, it iz true,
has well outgrown its distinction as the
city of .magnificent distances measured
by roods in the District, but it continues
to make good its claim as the city of
striking contrasts. Stately. dwellings and
primitive, humble one-storiés maintain
their nelghborly, but unmentiened, rela-
tionship, year after year, and unoccu-
pled, neglected spots, eve-sores and nui-
sances, remain intact, adjoining protest-
ing homes, where provident and progres-
sive residents do all that they may to
make and keep our city beautiful.

The gquestion is always in the ask-
ing: Must these striking contrasts con-
tinue indefinitely? = Does the right.of ap-
peal no longer carry with it the right to
