Belasco.

The new opera ‘“Mlle. Rosita,’” with
Fritzi Scheff as the prima donna, was
recelved at the Belasco last night with
such friendly interest that the star was
excusable in occasionally relaxing pro-
fessional pose to recognize personal ac-
quaintanceship. As the composer of a
Fritzi Scheff opera Mr. Victor Herbert ap-
pears as a sort of musical modiste, whose
arias are guaranteed to display the vocal
gifts of the singer to the best possible
advantage. The spirit of sprightly badinage
which comic opera Is expected to reveal in
both book and score is more or less hin-
dered by the serious mood inte which
America’s most eminent composer has
naturally fallen since his production of
a grand opera in the stricter and more am-
bitious sense of the term. ‘‘Mlle. Rosita’s"
music tollows the more scholarly tendency
and defers to the orchestra quite as much
as to the voice. 8o marked is this defer-
ence that some of the instruments fully
share the responsibility of the soloists in
melodic interpretation. The prima donna,
too, is naturally influenced in method and
manner by her earller experiences in
grand opera and is most effective in her
display of expert vocalisation. Added to
the charm of volce culture is her ex-
ceptional taste In matters of costume and
& confident ease of manner which m an
entertainment so elaborately devised on
general lines quite satisfactorily supplies
the place of character study.

Comedy is supplied in abundance by
various members of .the company, with
Miss Emma Janvier in prominent ef-
ficience as the lady with angular traits
of physique and disposition. 'Her per-
formance is invariably a revelation of
art in what is technically styvled ‘“low
comedy.” Walter Jones contributes vari-
ous touches of humor, although the plece
does not permit the broader strokes of
extravaganza in which he is more at
home. George Graham portrays one of
those well bred and well dressed sillies
who have become essentiil to musical
comedy on lines quite distinctly his own.
He contributed a great deal to the fun-
making which depends on individual ef-
fort rather than by material in the lines
of situation or dialogue. Olga Bteck is
a sunbeam of comedy who assists in
brightening many a scene. Bugene
O’Brien handles the role of the hero
with graceful dash and Charles Judels
mhanages to avoid making the role of a
superannuated suitor either bolsterously
comic or grimly pathetic.

The production is remarkably beautiful,
the floral display in the first act being a
striking novelty in stage setting. BEvery
artifice that could be brought to bear has
been employed, from the introduction of
a pony with floral decorations to empha-
size Miss 8Scheff's first appearance on
the stage to a series of scenic and cos-
tume displays in whose preparation ex-
pense was plainly disregarded. A song in
which Rosita scatters roses among the
audience was made the occasion of a
bombardment of the presidential party

adds grace and charm to the production,
which ranks among the most pretentious
of its kind. :

Of such general excellence have been
the productions presented by the Co-
lumbia Players since the Columbia
Theater began to conjure with their
“magic name” that its clientele has
come to look upon almost anything
they present as a guarantee of a
pleasant evening. No matter what-may
be the play announced, or what may
have been the changes in the organi-
zation since it first began to attract
local attention, a capacity house seems
assured in advance for every per-
formance. There was no departure
from the rule last evening when W.
Somerset Maugham’'s delightful com-
edy, “Jack Straw,” was presented for
the first time by the stock company.
Although the mention of the name
of the play brings quick recollection
of John Drew and his splendid com-
pany that made “Jack Straw’” a thing
to be remembereed in the theatrical
world, the audience last evening
seemed to have no doubt of what was
coming.

No one expected him to be
John Drew, but there are few, if any,
who witnessed his performance last even-
ing who would be willing to let him suf-
fer much, if at all, in the comparison.

Parker-Jennings of the cast, and her
work told well with the audience. Miss
Frances Neilson, Everett Butteriiel!l,
