Discusses Objections Raised on Be-
half of the Agricultural Interests.
Addresses Western Economic
Society in Chicago.

SAYS HISTORY WILL REPEAT.

Striking straight from the shoulder,
calling a spade a spade, and not mincing
matters in the least, Willlam Howard
Taft, President of the United States, to-
night discussed the reciprocity agreement
with Canada vefore the Western Economic
soclety in Orchestra Hall, and the above
are among the telling points in the most
able argument in favor of the ratification
of the agreement thus far uttered.

Opponents to Reciprocity.

President Taft declared that the princi-
pal opposition to the Canadian reciprocity
agreement came not from the farmer, but
from the !umber *“trust” and from Amer-
ican manufacturers of print paper.

In one of the most comprehensive ad-
dresses that he has made on the subject
the President outlined some of the meth-
ods employed by the opponents of reci-
procity; practically told the farmers that
they were belng “‘buncoed” by speclal in-
terests and said that the fate of the
agreement rested not so much with the
United States Senate as with the people
of the country.

Without using names, he scored a New
York firm, some of whose members re-
cently appeared at the hearing before
the Senate finance committee In Wash-
ington, ostensibly in behalf of the Na-
tional Grange, and objecting to the enact.
ment of the agreement.

In gpite of the forces that are arrayed
against it, the President expressed the
tvelief that the agreement would become
& law.

Other Speakers.

Beginning with the morning program
of five speeches the Western Economie
Society carried the discussion of the
subject through the day, closing the
schedule tonight with one of the most
important speeches made during his
term of office by President Taft. Prol.
H. P. Willis of George Washington Uni-
versity opened the day with a talk on
Canadian reciprocity and commerce,
and among the succeeding speakers werle
Prof. E. V. Robinson of the University

of Minnesota and 8. Matthew, president
of the society, who read a statement
prepared by ex-Gov. W. D. Howard of
Wisconsin, President J. Lawrence
lLaughlin of the University of Chicago
also spoke tonight.

The President’'s Address.

President Taft said:

“In beginning what 1 have to say, I
desire to express my sinecere gratitude
to the members of the Western Eco-
nomic Society for giving me an op-
portunity to address on this important
subject so distinguished and intelligent
& company.

“The Canadian reciprocity agree-

ment, providing for free trade in agri-
cultural products of the two coun-

Citizens’ Associations May Go
Over Commissioners’ Heads.

REFUSE TO GRANT REQUEST

Stand Taken Concerning District
Matters Causes Some Surprise.

WANT PUBLICITY OF BILLS

Federation Also Would Have Days
Set for Hearings on All

Local Measures.

Following the answer given the Feder-
ation of Citizens’ Assoclations yesterday
by the District Commissioners, in which
they declared that they do not conceive
it to be a part of their duty to act in
accordance with the views of the ma-
jority of the residents of the District in
reporting on District legislation, officlals
of the federation, it was stated Ilast
night, already are planning to take the
matter to Congress in an effort to bring
about the concessions which the Com-
missioners refuse to grant.

The principal requests made of the
Commissioners by the federation were
that all bills relating to the District be
published and that a date be set for
a hearing on each, giving residents of
the District an opportunity to register
their views in regard to it.

It was stated last night by an official
of the federation that at the special
meeting of that body, which will be called
within a few days 1o consider the answer
of the Commissioners, the plan most
likely to be presented will be that a
joint resolution be introduced in Con-
gress compelling the Commissioners to
publish the full text of every bill af-
fecting the District and to set a time
for a hearing on the measure.

According to this official, several
plans may be discussed, but sentiment
in the federation is practically unani-

mous for taking the matter to Con-
Eress.

Answer Was a Surprise.

The answer of the Commissioners
was a surprise to the federation heads,
according to views expressed by them
yesterday. The reasons advanced by
the District officials for not adopting
the federation's suggestions were char-
acterized by several members of that
body as not constituting in their en-
tirety a serious objection to the pro-

posal.

The declaration of the Commissioners
that ‘““while they seek to arrive at con-
clusions in reasonable accord with pub-
lic opinion, they are not prepared to ad-
mit that it is a part of their duty to
base their reports to Congress, respecting
either measures which they suggest or
measures which are referred to them for
report, upon the approval or disapproval
of a majority of the taxpayers or resl-
dents of the District,”” 18 polnted to by of-
ficers of the federation as proof that the
Commissioners may not be strictly re-
garded as the mouthpiece of the disfran-
chised citizens of the District and, that
they should not be so considered by mem-
bers of Congress.

The cost of publishing the text of all
bills introduced in relation to the Dis-
trict and the time that would be con-
sumed in conducting a hearing on each,
together with the difficulty of ascertain-
ing what would be the opinion of the ma-
jority of residents in regard to any par-
ticular measure, were the principal rea-
sons advanced by the Commlssioners in
turning down the application of the fed-
eration.

Meeting these objections, President
William McKk. Clayton of the federation
last night declared that, in his opinion,
the Commissioners would have time to
conduct hearings, inasmuch as it was
reasonable to suppose residents would
not ask to be heard on all bills. He
said that the cost of publishing the bills
should not stand in the way since the
taxpayers are desirous that they should
be published and are putting up the
money for it, and, finally, that if no
other method could be employed for as-
certaining public opinion the TCommis-
sloners, at least, could report to Con-
gress any material opposition developed
with respect to any measure.

Opinion of Mr. McGrath.

J. G. McGrath, president of the Park
View Citizens' Association and a mem-
ber of the federation, together with other
members, took practically the same stand
as President Clayton. .

“We should know something about the
legislation that we may be called upon to
maintain through the payment of taxes,”
said Mr. McGrath. *“The Commissioners
should not stand in the way of the pub-
lication of bills relating to the District,
gince the taxpayers want them published
and certainly should be entitled to that
much."’

President Clayton declared that he
hoped it would vet be possible for the
federation and the Commissioners to co-
operate In the matter. The federation,
however, he stated, will make every ef-
fort to have its suggestions carried out,
as the various associations affiliated with
the central body are strongly in favor of
the undertaking and doubtless will be in
favor of petitioning Congress as & final

resort.

Just when the special meeting of the
federation will be held has not been de-
cided, but there will be a conference of
its officials probably this week, when ar-
rangements for the meeting will be made.

CITE COURT’S DECISION.

Meat Packers’ Briefs Urge Judicial

Construction of Sherman Law.

CHICAGO, June 3.—J. Ogden Armour
and other meat packers, charged with
consplracy in restraint of trade, today
filed in the United States district court
here written arguments citing the re-
cent oil and tobacco decisions as
ground for a rehearing on a motion to
quash the indictments in the meat
Ccases,

According to the brlefs the new con-
struction which the federal Supreme
Court has given the Sherman anti-
trust law makes that statute too in-
definite for enforcement in criminal
prosecution, and even if the contrary
were true, has rendered the indict-
ments against the meat packers wholly
insufficient.

Big Timber De;l_ Consummated.

Steamer Bearing General
Anchors in Harbor.

NOTABLES BOARD VESSEL

Mexican ex-President Cordially
Welcomes His Visitors.

APPEARS IN ROBUST HEALTH

The Ypiranga Is Expected to Con-
tinue on Her Voyage This
Afternoon.

HAVANA, June 3.—The steamship Ypi-
rahga, which =sailed from Vera Cruz
Thursday, hearing into exile Gen. Porfirlo
Diaz, former President of Mexico, ar-
rived here this evening, anchoring off the
custom house. s

The Ypiranga was quickly surrounded
by a great fleet of tugs, launches and
harbor boats, bearing a throng of prom-
inegt Cubans and representatives of the
foreign missions desirous of paying their
respects to the distinguished visitors.
Gen. Diaz, his wife and other members of
his party, were grouped on the captain’'s
bridge as the ship entered, exchanging
salutations with those on the flotilla,
who, however, were unable to go aboard
the Ypiranga until the health and cus-

toms officers had completed their inspec-
tion.

The Assoclated Press correspondent
found Gen. Diaz still on the bridge when
the visitors went aboard. The former
president appeared in good health. The
general's secretary explained that Gen.
Diaz was compelled to decline an inter-
view or make any statement, in view of
the dellcacy of the situation. He added
that the ex-president was in good phys-
ical health and that his condition had
been much improved by the voyage and
the complete rest. He had decided not
to land at Havana.

Stay in Officers’ Quarters.

The Diaz party remained in the of-
cers’ quarters for the most part dur-
ing the trip, sometimes going to the
bridge. The general only descended
for a brief promenade on the main deck
last evening, while the passengers were
dining.

Among those who boarded the vessel

were John B. Jackson, the American
minister; J. F. Godoy, Mexican min-
ister; Senor Pasalodos, the presiden-
tial secretary, representing President
Gomez; Chancellor Patterson of the
Cuban foreign offices, and other foreign
ministers and representatives of the
Cuban army and navy and of various
Spanish soclal and commercial organi-
zations. They were accompanied by
scores of women bearing large bouquets
and baskets of flowers. :

The ex-president received the visitors
on the bridge, the general being visibly
affected by the warmth of his welcome.
rDarkness cut the reception short, and

immediately afterward members of the
Diazt party retired to their private apart-
ments. ; :

Pleased at Meeting.

All who were admitted to the presence
of the general were struck by his vigor-
ous appearance, which was totally at
variance with the reports that he was
greatly shaken and enfeebled.

The ex-president conversed animatedly
with Mr. Jackson and the other diplo-
mats, apparently much pleased at the
meeting, and expressed regret at the cir-
cumstances which made it impossible for
him to remain in Havana for even a
brief time.

The Ypiranga probably will proceed on
her voyage tomorrow afternoon.

Ovation Is Given Madero
On Journey to Mexico City

PIEDRAS NEGRAS, Mexico, June 8.—
Through a colonnade of arches, about
which was assembled a cheering mass
of Mexicans, Francisco 1. Madero, jr.,
entered Mexico from the United States
today on his trlumphal journey to the
ancient Aztec capital The blare of
trumpets, the shouts of ‘Wiva Madero"”
and continuous handclapping along the
way greeted the former rebel chief and
his party.

Bouquets ralned thick and fast on the
Madero automobile, and throughout the
procession the victorious rebel chieftain
stood In his machine, bowing to the
throng about him. 8enor Carranza, the
governor of the state of Coahuila; Col.
Garibaldi and Lieut. Col. Hayperez, who
accompanied Senor Madero, also were
cheered.

The demonstration started at Eagle
Pass, Tex., on the arrival of the train
early this morning, and reached its cli-
max at the center of the international
bridge, where the party halted by an
arch from which was draped the red,
white and green of Mexico. As Senor
Madero approached the portiere parted
and a throng of Mexicans, a band and
scores of banners and pennants, resplend-
ent in the morning sun, were revealed to
him, as cheers rang through the alr.

Here the party paused d listened to
speeches by Senor Madero and Gov. Car-
ranza. Senor Madero spoke of the free-
dom which characterl his entrance to
Mexico and flguratively referred to the
general freedom which he said now pre-
vailed in the republie.

Orator Gets in Trouble.

When Senor Madero reached the mu-
nicipal building he was escorted to a bal-
cony, where the only untoward incident
of the day occurred.

Senor Madero was belng introduced by
one of the town's youngest orators, Man-
uel l.opez, who for some unexplalined
reason took occasion to denounce Benito
Juarez as an African robber who had

separated church and state. Senor Ma-
dero moved toward Lopez. A dozen
hands seized the young man and pushed
him through the doorway. The crowd
‘applauded. He was immediately im-
prisoned.

Senor Madero then spoke and defended
Juarez, after which he turned to a dis-
cussion of the principles which the revo-
lution had fostered. B8Senor Madero and
party left on a special train at 10:30
o'clock, preceded by 200 armed men in
a pllot train. The next stop will be at
Monclova, Mexico, tonight.

Madero Will Be Greeted
By “Army of Liberation.”

MEXICO CITY, June 3.—Under com-
mand of M. Asunzolo, about 8,000 men of
the “army of liberation' are expected to
arrive at the outskirts of the capital to-
morrow. Ostensibly they are being
brought here from Cuernavaca to assist
the federals In maintaining order upon
the arrival of Francisco 1. Madero, but
it is sald the troops in the south are de-
termined to have & part in the festiv-
itles attendant upon the coming of Ma-
dero. .

With the capital only a few miles away
the temptation to pay it a visit has been
80 great that the commanders are sald

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LARGE PROFITS NO MORE.
SAYS ANDREW CARNEGIE

COIﬁments on Statemeht of
Judge Gary in Steel Trust

Inquiry. :

TONDON, June B8.—Andrew Carnegie
started for Skibo by motor today. He de-
layed his departure to read the London
morning papers containing the reports of
Judge Gary’'s testimony in the steel trust
inquiry, handed to him by a corre-
spondent. Then he sat down in the Co-
burg hotel while the motor car waited
outside and wrote the following:

“Judge Gary's statement, as reported
this morning, embraces and settles the
whole matter.

“When I declared some years ago that
combinations meant ultimately control
by the government of all manufactures,
rallways, etc., I was thought wildly rad-
ical, but there is no recourse.

“Our Court: of Commerce will have ac-
cess to all the books and accounts of
corporations and will fix prices according
to the profits revealed.”

Small Profits in Future.

Here Mr. Carnegie stopped writing,
looked up and remarked: “The 23 and
50 per cent profits will be no more. Peo-
ple will have to be content with 5 and
10 per cent.

Multi-millionaires will then

be very scarce,’”” he added, with a
chuckle. Then he resumed writing, as
follows:

“Jt will deal llberally with capital, but
also justly with the consumer. At last
we shall have peace and contentment in
the wide range of production, and this
new plan will be far more satisfactory
to both parties than any the world has
yet known.

“Judge Gary knows that the meetings
held of steel manufacturers had no alm
other than to maintain prices, and that
the people would never tolerate such
monopoly. He proves his greatness by

boldly meeting the issue. He bridges the
chasm and deserves great credit for go-
ing to the root of the diseases and adopt-
ing the only remedy.

Welcomed as Leader.

“] welcome him as the worthy leader
of the movement. Lot our country set
the world an example. No monopoly,
but prices fixed by the commission of
fair men.

*““The presidents of our railroads, notably
Mr. McCrea of the Pennsylvania, have
led the way. Industrial peace is at hand,
just as international peace and the aboli-
tion of war is between nations.”

Richmond Girl Killed When Au-
tomobile Upsets.

ALL COMPANIONS . INJURED

Machine Skids While Sharply

Rounding a Curve.

GOING AT LIVELY SPEED

Members of the Party Belong to the
Younger Set of Richmond and
to Prominent Families.

RICHMOND, Va., June 3.—Miss Mil-
dred Calisch, aged seventeen, daughter
of Rabbi E. N. Calisch of Beth-Ahaboh
Congregation, is dead, and Misses Vir-
ginia Levy, aged fourteen; Miss Bessle
Straus, aged sixteen; Miss Hannah May,
aged sixteen, and Harold Calisch, Man-
uel Wallerstein and Sylvan Straus, of
about the ages of the girls, are in local
hospitals as a result of an automobile
accident here this afternoon. -

The party started out for a ride into
the country, and were returning when a
tire burst while the machine was round-
ing a curve in the road, three miles
from the city. The machine skidded
and then rolled over several times, catch-
ing the entire party under it, crushing
Miss Calisch to death and badly injuring
the other members of the party.

Men at work in the lawns and gardens
near the scene ran to the place of the
aceident and pulled the imprisoned per-
sons out and a score of physicians were
summoned.

The injured were removed to the homes
in the vicinity and their wounds were
dressed. Several automobiles were rushed
to the place and the patients were taken

to hospitals for treatment. Broken legs
and arms predominate, but it is feared
that Harold Calisch is Injured internally.

It 1s said that the machine, driven by
young Wallerstein, was going at a lively
speed when the attempt was made to
make the turn, and that the hard road,
covered by dust half an inch thick, caused
the car to skid and burst the tire.

All the young people on the ride par-
ticipated in an amateur presentation of
an opera here three weeks ago, scoring a
big hit. They were popular members of
the younger set, and one among the
more prominent families of the city. The
car, a high-powered affair, is a complete
wreck. ]

LODGE CALLED UPON
10 SUPPORT PRESIDENT

Speaker Walker of Massachu-
setts Admonishes Him Not

to Imperil Reciprocity. -

BOSTON, June 3.—An admonition to
Senator Henry Cabot Lodge to fulfill
alleged election pledges by refraining
from jeopardizing the Canadian reci-
procity treaty was sent to Washington
today by Speaker Joseph Walker of
the Massachusetts house of represen-
tatives, a republican. In a letter to
Senator Lodge, Speaker Walker says:

“I believe that I volce the sentiment
of Massachusettis when I say that this
is not a time to dispute over items,
but to uphold the hands of the Presi-
dent. You were returned to the United
Stafes Senate on the understanding
that you would do all in your power
to further this cause. You accepted
this support given in good faith with-
out which you could not have been re-
elected.

“In view of your position on this ques-
tion at the time of your election to the
Senate, have we not a right to expect
vou to stand by the President at this cri-
tical time? Yet when the test comes,
instead of upholding the treaty and fight-
ing hostile amendments, we find you join-

ing with other senators in the submission
of amendments which the President an-
nounces will jeopardize the treaty.

“Do you consider this attitude on your
part as entirely frank and fair? Is it a
sincere fulfillment of your pre-election
pledges?”’

The directors of the Boston Chamber of
Commerce today adopted resolutions de-
manding the passage of the reciprocity
bill and condemning attempts to amend
the bill pending in Congress.

The chamber went on record as earnest-
ly requesting the MassachuSetts senators
to 'use their best efforts to secure prompt
ratification in the Benate, claiming that
the suspense and uncertainty lies heav-
ily upon business interests.

BEAUMONT AND GARROS

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MAY LOSE JOBS

Government Clerks Who Dis-
obey Loan Shark Law.

GALLINGER BILL AMENDED

Senate District Committee Proposes
Drastic Provision.

FRAMED BY SENATOR CURTIS

Information Received That Interest

at Rate of 300 Per Cent Has
Been Exacted.

‘“Loan sharks” in the government de-
partmen are to be driven out if the
Senate District committee has its way.

Sen-
ator Curtis pointed out recent disclosures
of practices of employes of the govern-
ment who were loaning money to fel-
low-employes at exorbitant rates, and he
mentioned particularly stories that had
come out of the bureau of engraving and
printing and the government printing
office.

Members of the committee have heard
that federal employes have loaned money
to their companions in office at rates as
high as 300 per cent, and the recent in-
vestigations in the bureau of engraving
and printing, it is pointed out, resulted
in the dismissal or demotion of several
employes who were found to be loaning
money at big rates of interest.

When the measure 1s called up for con-
sideration in the Senate there is sure to
‘be much discussion, but its passage by a
substantial majority 1s predicted by lIts
friends.

One of the fights over the bill on the
floor will come In connection with the
rate of interest to be allowed. As the
bill passed last session, and as it was
introduced agajn this session, at the in-
stance of those who have becn interesfed
in such legislation for years, interest at
the rate of 2 per cent a month is allowed.
As the bill will come from the Senate
District committee the maximum rate
allowed will be 1 per cent a month.

the District commitee—that favor the
per cent a month interest, because, they
say, that {s the rate recommended by the
remedial loan associations and others
who have studied the problem and know
the subject in all phases. There is talk
that one of these senators will offer an
amendment on the floor of the Senate to
fix the interest at 2 per cent.

Committee Evenly Divided.

The District committee was evenly di-
vided on that proposition, and should the
issue be ralsed In the Senate both sides
will be heard from, and a wide dlvergence

Senator Pomerene,
District committee, may fight the bill on
the floor of the Senate. He volced his
disapproval of any measure that rec-
ognized the loaning of money at a great-
er rate of interest than G per cent, and
urged that all thoss who charge more
interest than 6 per cent should be classed
as usurers and treated accordingly.

Efforts were made to persuade him of
the need for such legislation as is pro-
vided in the *“loan shark' bill, but he
went away from the committee meeting
obdurate.

Senator Curtis, who was instructed by
the District committee to draft the
amendments favored by the committee,
completed them yesterday afternoon.

One Proposed Amendment.

The most important addition to be fa-
vored provides:

‘““That any person contracting, directly
or indirectly, for or recelving a greater
rate of interest than that fixed in this
act shall forfeit all interest so contracted
for or recelved; and in addition thereto
shall forfeit to the borrower a sum of
money, to be deducted from the amount
due for principal, equal to one-fourth of
the principal sum; and provided further,
that any person in the employ of the
government violating any of the pro-
vislons of this act shall forfeit his office
or position and be removed from the
same.”,

The other amendments simple change
from ‘2 per cent” to ‘“1% per cent” the
rate of interest to be allowed, and from
“‘three hundred dollars” to “‘one hundred
dollars”’ the maximum amount which
can be loaned at that rate.

Short Line to Connect at Keyser

CUMBERLAND, Md., June 3.—A prop-
osition has been made by E. A. Russell
of Fairmont, W. Va., representing the

Company, recently incorporated, to build
a twenty-four-mile rallrcad from WIl-
llamsport, Grant county, W. Va., by way
of Burlington to Keyser, to connect with
the Baltimore and Ohio, provided the
right-of-way be given. The matter was
put before citizens at & mass meeting
at’ Keyser, and one landowner not only
offered to give right-of-way, but to fur-
nish free of charge the cross-ties that
would be needed for the construction of
the road through his property.

A committee was named to confer with
the county court of Mineral county in
reference to a franchise for the road,
the project meetmq_ with the approval
of the citizens. he Twin Mountain
Orchards are behind the project. They
have 1,500 acres of orchards already in
the process of planting near Willlams-
port.

New Superintendent Believed to Be
the Best Available Man—Gossip

Alexander T. Stuart, superintendent of
public schools, will tell the board of ed-
ucation tomorrow afternoon that he is
ready to retire from his position at the
head of the educational! system of the
District of Columbia.

William Mehard Davidson, superintend-
ent of publlc schools of Omaha, Neb,
will probably be appointed by the board
of education to fill the vacancy.

Stephen Kramer, supervisor of inter-
mediate instruction; Emory Wilson, prin-
cipal of the Central High School, and
Ernest L. Thurston are being considered
for the position of assistant superintend-
ent of schools to succeed Percy M.
Hughes, who resigned recently. No one
had been recommended for assistant su-
perintendent up to a late hour last night.
The position is one to be filled by recom-
mendation of the superintendent, and this
recommendation will probably come from
Mr. Stuart before he steps down. The in-
dications seem to point strongest to Mr.
Thurston or Mr. Kramer.

Place for Mr. Stuart.

When this, the biggest shake-up of re-
cent years in the schools, is completed to-
morrow afterncon, it is altogether prob-
able that the board of education will of-
fer to Mr. Stuart his old position as di-
rector of intermediate instruction, in
which position he made a great success
and gained the confidence of the board
of education. Should this happen, and
Mr. Kramer, who though acting as as-
sistant superintendent really holds the in-
termediate position, is not made asslst-
ant superintendent, he will doubtless be-
come & supervisor of one of the divisions
of the school service.

All of these changes were in the air
last night, and although no board -
ing has been held to consider the 3
every member, as an individual 1s fully
conversant with the racts. Supt. Stuart
has not resigned, be it understood, and
the offer to relinquish his grasp on the
school situation to step Into his oid po-
sition as supervisor of intermediate im-
struction is entirely voluntary on his part.

Mr. Stuart was elected last January to
fill the position of superintendent for
three years. According to law he can-
not be removed except by act of Congreas
or by trial following charges.
