winner Inasmuch as the official list of

the event." has not h»en definitely de¬
cided, it is v> rv difll ult to predict which
Mdft wll? he returned the winner, but at
the p.et'^n* wrhlng the chances are very
strongly n favor of the Englishmen. This
is due more t> the fact that the Harvard-
Yale team Is the poorest that these unl-
vemtles ever Kent against the Brlttons,
rat. or than to any unusual strength on

tho i art of the Britis; An additional
reason for the FJ-jglis:im« n being the fa¬
vorites 1 tho f;u:t that th>- j;ames will he
held on English Foil and within a few
days after the arrival of the American
team, and before they have had an op¬
portunity tn ht <>me acclimated.
B> a comparison « f records made this

year by the two teams t e Americans
have the advantage in six events. In one
the pei'Tonuam e«- are the same, while In
the others t ie British are superior.

It will iioi l> safe, however, to rely too
much upon tlie table of records lri plck-
inti'the winner This tabl«- is based upon
the performances of (>\ford and Cam-
brldce In tl.< i: dual meet last March,
while tlie American records are those
r. ado in the Harvard-Vale dual meet in
May .ino t :e intercollegiate champion-
ships two wi-eks later. Tlie conditions
under which the two meets were held
were totally different. The Englishmen
held their Karnes on a raw March day
with .i very strong wind blowing up the
track. The conditions were not in the
least conducive to good performances,]
e"her on th< track oi in the field. Har¬
vard and Yale, on the other hand, were
at their he.-t when their games were
i eld. and the chances are very much
against their *ith»r equaling or excell¬
ing thejj marks. ';-he British, though,
should be in far better form than here¬
tofore. and with the added advantage of
competing on tl eir home ground should
have a distinct advantage over the Amer¬
icans.

have a slight advantage. In the Oxford-
Cambridge ganiei Putnam of Oxford, an¬
other American Rhodes scholar, made
a new Ktigllsh rword ot 158 feet 3 Inches,
Cable of Harvard ha« done the best work
of the American*, and has a mark of
148 feet. He. however, Is an inconsistent
performer, for at the Intercollegiate
championships he was not able to Qual"
ifv with a throw of IRS feet. ^hl,d» of
Yale was third at the lntercolleglates.
vlth a throw of 144 feet. Putnam, how¬
ever, Is very conslFtfnt, and as he ha*
had more experience than the Americans
he is almost sure to be returned the win¬
ner.

Chisholm Should Win.
The superiority of America in the hur¬

dles should land Chisholm of Yale the
winner In the lJ^-yard event Chisholm
ha*> twice won the intercollegiate cham¬
pionship, and this year won in l.r. 2-5 sec¬
onds. AKainst him will be pitted Phil¬
lip? of Cambridge, who in the meet with
Oxford did Hi l-."» seconds. Some persons
assume that Chisholm will be at a dis¬
advantage running on the turf and with
stationary hurdles, as !s the rule in Eng-

j land. This advantage, however, is only
imaginary, for under the new intercol¬
legiate rules hurdles which are practically
stationary are now being used in this
country, and the hard English turf is
quite as fast as t Ur cinder tracks.
Assuming that the three-mile run and

the shot-put are added to the program,
making eleven events in all, a conserva¬
tive estimate would give England si*
firsts and America four firsts, the flna.
event being a toss-up. England certainly
ought to win the l(H>-yard dash, the half,
the mile, the two-mile, the hammer throw
and the three-mile run. The Americans
are lust as certain to win the shot-put,
broad Jump, high Jump and 120-yard hur¬
dles. The quarter-mile run should be
anvbody's race.

It w ill be the fourth International mee<t
between these universities. Of the three
previous meets the 1'nlted States has won
two and England one. Contrary to most
similar garner, only first places count,
each victory registering one point. Eng¬
land won the first meet held and the
Americans the next two.
As was to have be-en expected, there

has been considerable criticism of the
arrangement by which Oxford and
Cambridge challenged the 1 nited States
in an international meet. This, thouph,,
is nobodv s business but that of Har¬
vard and Yale, for Oxford and Cam¬
bridge have not Issued a challenge to
any other universities. The lnjustlc
to this country, however, arises from
the- fact that Harvard and Yale ath¬
lete* are heralded through the English
press as the strongest representatives
of this country. As a matter of fa,-t
[Cornell. Michigan and Pennsylvania
could beat either Harvard or Yale In a
dual meet. Cornell and Michigan,
whose teams finished first and third in
the intercollegiate championships, could
undoubtedly get together a team that
could nearlv win every event on the
program, though a better combination
for the field event would be that ot
Cornell and Pennsylvania,
What a good many persons would

like to see.and what may yet come to
pass.is an international intercollegiate
meet between the point winners of our
own intercollegiate championships and
the piek of the college athletes of «5r«tt
Britain. The English could include on

offered of less than $300. and handicaps*
will have from $K>0 to $.">00 added, and
there will be six or seven races each
day.

Opinion Against Boxing and

Allowing Auto Races.

FLYNN-MORRIS CONTEST

More Back of Stopping Big Fight
Than Is Generally

Known.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., June 24 .My
but how inconsistent pome people
are! f>-t a company of business men in
most any city surest tlie holding of a

boxing match and there is a howl front
all the goody-goodys in the place. They
will tell you how brutal the sport is and
how dangerous it is. but they will not t"ll
you that there have been more young
men killed in auto racing In one year
than in the entire history of the ring,
both during the period of prize fighting
and the latter day boxing; they will go
out of their way to try and stop a sport
that tiie governments o? Europe, that is,
three of them, have taken up and rec¬

ommended to the army and navy for the
building up of the young men; they will
go out of their way to kill a sport that
even the Rood people of Hartford. Conn.,
have taken up and are introducing now

as a sport for women and men to attend,
public exhibitions in the open having been
sanctioned there the past week; th*>y will
preach against the sport, a sport the>
do not understand nor know anything
about, but they will not raise a hand
asainst tvils of all kinds that threaten
young women, nor do they raise any
great cry against the almost weekly
killings of young men through auto rac¬

ing. Can you beat It for being incon¬
sistent? Not on your life. The time
will come, however, when some of these
knockers against the boxing game will
draw in their horns and turn their at¬
tention to other names they can rap at
The number of men who have been killed
in the ring.I mean professional box¬
ers, and not boys who are often hurt in
barn quarrels and the like.do not reach
the number of twenty for the past century
and a half, or, in fact, since boxing
started in 171J». while the average num¬
ber of killed on the foot ball field every
year for the past ten years has been
about twenty-one. and in automobile
racing, three times that number, and in
aviation th.e number killed has risen
above all others. It is worth while to

fonder over the above figures and then
udge whether the boxing same is so

terrible as some of the people.who do

not know anything about the game.
would havr others believe.
Tito stopping of the Morris-Flynn con¬

test In Oklahoma seems to have been a
ease of polities only. Frank B. I'fer,
who was back of the mat'-h. comes out
pretty strong an«i says there will be
more matters beside boxing to investi¬
gate in that state before he gets through.
The followers of the spurt were particu¬
larly anxious to have the bout take place,
so as to learn whether Morris Is a real
white "hope" or not. It was to have
het-n a contest between two well trained
athletes and no damage would have been
likely, and it was only to have been a
limited nnin^ of rounds: but the same
of p ilitics had to be played and the game
suffered, because every one takes a kick
at boxing when they would hardly dare
try it on other sports. Let the followers
of boxing combine and wield a power
in politics and see where some of the
knockers will get off. The trouble is
that the men in the boxing game have
never taken the pains to form a strong
organization, such as they have in Kng-
land, to foster the sport find to protect
it. That is what should be done here,
and it behooves the promoters anil fol¬
lowers to get together and take a hand
in the political ring. It will have a good
effect

It noes not seem possible, but it is a
fact that the people of Hartford, ronn.,
have sanctioned public boxing exhibitions,
and, what is more, they have been held
in the open air. This is in line with
the public schools ot England, where
the professors not only sanction the
game, ic.ii bold competitions for the pu¬
pils regularly, and they are well attended,
too. The courts in several cities have
decided that boxing exhibitions are not
contrary to the law: that is, where the
contests are of limited number of rounds
and no decisions gi\en. and where no

prize is being competed for. Surely it is
about time for the knockers to lose them¬
selves and give their time to something
that will result in doing good instead of
trying to kill a sport that is of much
more benefit than many that are being
supported today.
The Frawley bill in New York state,

permitting boxing bouts of a limited num¬

ber of rounds, has passed the house and
will lx> up to the governor. It Is hoped
that the bill will become a law, for it
will help the game in the east and stim¬
ulate the sport there. It is also hoped
that if the bill does become a law that
the clubs will be handled by the ripht
kind of promoters. The game would be
<>n a sound basis in Chicago today were it
not for the fact that the mayor of that
city is afraid to open the same and then
be obliged to shut down again in a short
time on account of the many unscrupu¬
lous promoters who get into the business
there. On the whole there is a tendency
a'l over the country to get a better ele¬
ment into the game and that is what will
help the sport Immensely.

agement of Jim Buckley of New York,
