Beautiful Display Expected Before
End of the Month.

Two big shootine star showers and
some little ones will occur between now

and the close of the month
This phenomenon marks the beginning

of the wmmi r streams of particles which
extend around the sun and with which
the earth collides in its evolution I
through space. Any one of the dark,
moonless evenings after this evening the
careful observer will see an occasional
faint Mulsh meteorite dart from a point
in the Northern Cross, move quickly a

short distance over the s<ky and then disappear.
Toward the close of the month a very

bright shower will occur. This cannot be
wei: observed until after midnight. The j
stars of this shower will move outward
in all directions from the star Delta and j
pass slowly acros© the sky, leaving bril- jliant trails in their wakes.
Astronomers say that shooting stars or

any shower are nothing but little me- jteoric particles which are streaming j s

along in a great elliptic path around the n
sun. When the earth in its» motion of t
more than eighteen miles a second col- a
liiles with such streams each particle Is
burned up by its friction with our air, j 1

and appears as a bright, swiftly moving v

star-like object. v

Rev. E. B. Bag-by Lectures on Marriageat Ninth Street ChristianChurch.

Rev. E. B. Bagby of Fort Smith. Ark.,
who is spending: his vacation in and
around Washington, lectured on the
topic of "Wedding Bells, or the Problems
of Married L.ife," last night, at the Ninth
Street Christian Church.
"No civilization can rise above the level

of the home." he said. "This frivolous
age is largely responsible for the increase
in divorces. The frivolous songs have
taken the place of the good old songs,
and such songs as "My Wife Has Gone to
the Country" have had their effect.
"Marriage ought to be entered into

sweetly and in the fear of God. More care
in the selection of a mate will make
fewer divorces. Some fall in love accidentally,some fall in love contagiously,

"Marry in your class. I don't believe in

the Maud Muller method. Marry in your
own church or Sunday school. Never

Marriage is like buying the goods and
paying the cash for them, with no chance
to return them if not satisfactory.
"Should tlie wife always obey the husband?I answer no. I never ask the

marriage a failure are unnecessary expenses,extravagance. As one young man
expressed it, 'We buy our goods on the
excitement plan.that is, we pay so much
down, and the storekeeper runs his
chances of getting the rest.' Many homes
are broken up on trying to satisfy an
automobile taste on a street car salary,
"Do not think your wife should be an

angei, as the Bible plainly teaches that

marriage."" It would be miserable to live
with a perfect person, as it would bring
out your own faults so much the more."

Dimmick
was postmaster of Montgomery for eight
years under President Grant, and lie was
clerk of the United States district court
of Alabama for thirty years. He was
prominent In church work, having been
a vestryman in the Episcopal Church of
the Holy Comforter of Montgomery.
