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The Tariff Board.

The tariff board, about which we are
mow hearing so much, is a compromise
ereation.* At a national convention of
manufacturers a proposition was made
for the appointment of a tariff commis-
sion, with large powers. In fact, the
opinion then expressed was that Con-
gress, composed always largely of law-
yers and politicians, was incompetent to
handle the tariff question, and that the
work should be transferred to the hands
of a tribunal composed of business men
and tariff experts. Let a competent com-
mission, after a thorough study of the
pituation, revise the schedules on a busi-
ness and non-partisan basis, and let Con-
gress, thus properly advised, ratify the
action.

This, of course, was too large an order
by half. Congress was in no mood to
confess incompetency, and, besides, could
not efface itself. Its power of levying
taxes, coming from the Constitution, was
not transferable. Blunder as it might,
Congress must do the work.

Then a tariff board was proposed, and
ordered, with its duty confined to the
collection of statistics at home and
abroad bearing upon amounts and costs
of production and general trade relations.

There was opposition to even the modi-
fied proposition in both House and Senate.
It was contended that Congress could
collect through its own agencies all ma-
terlial necessary to the preparation of a
tariff bill; that such had hitherto been
the procedure, and such procedure should
continue. But the board was created,
and it has since been occupied with the
business cut out for it. On the wool
schedule, and maybe on other schedules,
it will be ready to report in December.

If there are senators and representatives
who after advocating the tariff board
are now eager to ignore it and go on
without it, such is not true of the Presi-
dent. He recommended the appointment
of the board, and mnow insists that its
labors should be considered. He thinks
they are important, and is not willing
to sign bills prepared after the old order
of things. Why such hurry when only a
short time is involved? In a few months
at most the work ordered by Congress
will be in shape for the consideration of
that body.

The President has just complimented
his democratic opponents on their course
in the matter of reciprocity with Can-
ada, and they deserved his praise. They
did not play politics with the pact. But
they are playing politice now, and in
combination with a republican faction
having for its object, first, his defeat for
renomination, and, failing that, his de-
feat for re-election. He is looking, or
should look, the fact squarely in the
face. Tariff revision is not in hand, but
political maneuvering, with the presidency
the inspiration, is. His opponents, demo-
c¢rats and republicans, are very capable
men, and know the game. They are not
likely to overlook anything. Which should
be a warning to him to keep his own
eves wide open.

The Commissioners and Living Cost.

Secretary Wilson should give specifi-
cations together with his criticism of
the District Commissioners for their
failure to do something to reduce the
cost of living in this community. He
Bays they have failed to perform their
part in that they have not devised a
way to lower the scale of food prices
and relieve the necessity and oppression
of the poor. If the Secretary would
offer a few suggestions of how this
can be done by municipal officials he
would confer an inestimable benefit
upon not only the Distriet of Columbia,
but on every other city in the land.

Mr. Wilson intimates that the trouble
lies with the middlemen, who stand
between the farmer and the consumer.
Unquestionably a large part of the
“cost of living” goes to those who
distribute the necessities of life.
Whether it is imperative thus to in-
terpose a mechanism between the
source and the use is a grave economic
question, not to be answered by mere
dictum, and involving many considera-
tions. It is easy to say "Abolish the
middleman,” but if this were possible
what would become of the middle-
man? He and all his helpers would be
deprived of livelihood. They would
be thrown upon the labor market, and
their competition for employment
would necessarily affect the earning
power of every individual in the com-
munity. Would not this change bring
about a net loss to the average con-
sumer?

The District Commissioners are not
open to criticism for their failure to
“do something” for the consumer.
They have plegpty to do administering
the laws passed by Congress. That
body has exhaustively and laboriously
Investigated one branch of the food
cost question through a subcommittee,
and has come to no definite conclusion.
Lacking law, the Commissioners would
be In a pretty pickle if they were to
g9 forth as crusaders against fhe
high cost of living.

Easily Traced Crime.

The other morning a retired business
man was found dead in his room in a
New York hotel, obviously the vietlm of
a burglar. Within a few hours the mur-
derer had been traced and caught, and
New York now hails the achievement as
& triumph of detective work. As a mat-
ter of fact, it was an extremely simple
agd easy case. The criminal was an
amateur at his job. He did everything
successfully, but made the serious blun-
der of leaving behind him the bottle from
which he poured the chloroform that he
used to take his victim’'s life. This bot-
tle bore the label of the druggist in
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Newark from whom the chloroform had
been purchased, and by this means the
drug was traced in a short time to the
murderer’s landlady, who had bought it
to- kill a puppy and a kitten, and®from
whom he had obtained it without her
knowledge. This clue was so direct that
it only required a short period of police
questioning to obtain the entire story
from the slayer and his roommate, who
became an accessory after the fact by
pawning the dead man’s watch for his
friend,

Had it not been for the telltale label
on the bottle, there would have been
room for some real detective work of
the story book kind. The criminal might
have been traced through the pawnshop,
possibly without much trouble, or, fail-
ing such a direct clue, there remained
the possibility of the landlady being
sufficiently intelligent and honest to put
together the facts that Broker Jackson
was killed by chloroform and that her
own bottle of the drug was missing, hav-
ing been suggestively noticed a few days
previous by one of her b(_)a.rders- A de-
duction from these facts might have led
her to the conclusion that the slayer of
Jackson was under her roof, and com-
munication with the police would have
quickly established a convicting line of
proof. There woyld seem to have been
no chance for the successful concealment
of a crime thus committed.

It is a shocking commentary upon the
terrible wastefulness of crime that Jack-
son was slain for the paltry sum of $24.75,
of which $18 was obtained by the pawn-
ing of his watch. It is true that the
slayer expected a larger loot. Many
cases of this kind have occurred before,
where the lives of wealthy men have been
taken on the false supposition that they
carried large amounts of money about
with them.
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Marching Through Georgia.

Gov. Wilson has been invited to Georgia
to address the legislature, and of course
will accept. The Georgians are interested
in him and he in them. They are in
search of a presidential candidate, and
he is in search of delegates to the demo-
cratic national convention. They want a
look at him, and he is more than willing
to be inspected.

The state has always been hospitable
toward presidential booms. It does not
indorse all it examines, but its interest is
keen in the industry. When it hears that
a boom has been launched, or is on the
point of launching, it sits up and takes
notice. A

There was the case of Judge Parker.
When his New York friends decided to
put him forward for the nomination of
1904, and saw the advisability of outside
notice, they settled upon Qeorgia as the
place for the national introduction. Ac-
cordingly they arranged for an address
by their favorite before the state bar
assoclation. This was appropriate, be-
cause. although with his eyes on the
White House, Judge Parker was on the
bench, and a political address at a polit-
ical meeting, or before the state legisla-
ture, might have provoked criticism. He
appeared, spoke and conquered. The im-
pression he made helped him both there
and elsewhere, and he won the nomina-
tion even over Mr. Bryan's objection.
Not so fortunate was Lieut. Gov. Chan-
ler of New York a few years later. When
he decided to offer for his party's
national leadership he thought of
Georgia, and his friends secured him
an Iinvitation to visit the state and
make a speech. But he inspired no en-
thusiasm, and nothing came of the ma-
neuver. His recornmendations were slen-
der. Youth, wealth and ambition made
up his bundle, and Georgla decided it was
too light for the place sought. And it was.

Gov. Wilson is of much more conse-

quence than was Mr. Chanler, and he
should give his hosts something to think
about. They know him, but only as an
educator. They lave read his books, and
the sons of sgme of them have attended
the school he used to keep. But what
manner of politician is he? What does he
propose for the salvation of the country?
They want to see him, and hear from
him by word of mouth. There is no
pledge of support in the invitation, but
at most a chance for the governor to
make new friends. .
« Of course the introduction to the legis-
lature will be made by Governor-Senator
Smith, who has no place among the presi-
dential aspirants, but ig now and then
mentioned for the vice presidency. Shall
we now hear of the ticket of Wilson and
Smith? New Jersey and Georgia to the
fore? Mr. Bryan thinks well of both
men, although Gov. Wilson opposed him
in 1896, and Gov. Smith supported him
under protest.

Germany and England.

Apparently Berlin is disposzed to take-
advantage of a phrase in the speech in
commons the other day of Prime Minister
Asquith to move out of a situation dan-
gerously inimical to international peace.
Mr. Asquith said that England would not
interfere in any territorial arrangements
between France and Germany outside of
Moroceco. This was tantapount to the
suggestion by England of an adjustment
of the German claim by a concession in
some other quarter. In short, England
avowed no particular interest in any-
thing France and Germany may do that
does not involve the establishment of the
latter on the western coast of Morocco or
any other part of northwestern Africa
leading to the creation of a German stra-
tegic base commanding the British trade
routes to the Cape.

It is not yet indicated whether France
has any definite proposition to make on
these terms. The French government
seems to have slackened somewhat in its
activity since t e demonstration,’ through
the speech of Lloyd George and that of
Asquith, of England's acute interest in
the case. Now, however, it is for France
and Germany to act together toward a
pacific solution if such a solution is really
desired. There would seem at this time
to be mno particular desire on Germany's
part to go to war. If war were wanted at
Berlin it could very easily be arranged.
Insistence upon a weat Moroccan port
would place Germany in the position of
inviting hostilities, for evidently England
is primed for all eventualities, recent or-
ders to the naval stations having given
plain proof of a determination to resist
German encroachments upon certain pro-
scribed territory.

This affair as it has developed up to
date has proceeded quite distinctly along
characteristic German lines. The kaiser's
government has made a bid for what it
knew it was not entitled to get, trusting

to foreign weaknesses and hesitations and

complexities to slip through to the goal.
This 12 quite on a par.with the German
demand for and acquisition of the Kliao-
chow peninsula in China, following the
virtual seizure of the Liaotung penin-
sula by Russia. Germany then made
the plea of the murder of missionaries in
the Interior as an excuse for demanding
territorial indemnity, at the same time
citing Russia’'s grab of Japan’s spoils of
war as justification. Had England been
as prompt then to interpose objection as
at present tie map of China today would
present a different appearance.
