Gov. Francis succeeded Hoke Smith as

Secretary of I Interior in the summer

of 1XJW. Mr Smith did not favor the free
coinage of silver at lt> to 1, hut the demo¬
crats of Georgia did, and so Mr. Smith
retired from the Cleveland cabinet in
order to he free to support his party's
nominees. He was under obligations to he

regular. Had he remained in the cabinet
hi« influence would have gone either to
M< Kin ley and Hobart outright, or to

Palmer and Burkner. who were running
in the interests of the republican ticket.
The democrats of Missouri were as

strongly for free silver as the democrats
of Georgia, and were hailing Mr. Bryan
a.- their chief. But this did not prevent
Gov Francis from throwing in his infiu- !
ence and fortunes with the gold wing of
the party. He took the scat vacated by
Mr Smith, and served until the end of
the . leveland chapter.
In that campaign, it is unnecessary to

say. Mi. Clark was loyal to his party and
gave Air. Bryan ungrudging support. And
Missouri followed Mr. Clark rather than
Gov. Francis, giving the democratic ticket
a large majority. Since then Mr. Clark
lias become a national force, and now

Gov. Francis is reported among his sup¬
porters for President.
While evidences of union and reunion

in the democratic party are multiplying,
the very opposite is true in the republican
psrty. There old divisions are widening,
and new ones are appearing. In Congress
today Mr. La Follette is in open and ag¬
gressive alliance with Mr. Underwood, not
for tariff revision.for that cannot result
from their labors.but for the purpose of
putting the President in a hole. Facing
the strongest sort of probability of Mr.
Taft's renomination, Mr. La. Fo'lette is
exerting himself to make republican suc¬
cess next year impossible. He is loading
shells for the democrats, and doing it
with the heartiest good will.
In lees than a year both parties will

have nominated their tickets and written
their platforms. Will August, 1911!, find
the democrats still working together, and
the republicans still working at cross pur¬
poses? If so, there will be little doubt
about the result at the polls. A party gi-
vided against itself cannot stand. The
democratic party has several times
learned this bitter lesson. Is the republi¬
can party fated to learn it? It would ap¬
pear so, unless the i^i Follette program
can be, and is, promptly checked.

The Control of the Senate.
The death of Senator Frye, to be fol¬

lowed probably by the appointment or
election of a democratic successor, reduces
the republican majority in the upper
hi'Use from nine to seven, reckoning all
republicans as of one party regardless of
insurgent dispositions- With Senator
Frye's seat filled by a democrat there will
be forty-two democrats and forty-nine re¬
publicans. with one vacancy from Colo¬
rado. whose legislature is democratic.
Tlu-ae will be divided as follows: Of those
whose terms expire March 3. lt»17, fifteen
democrats and fifteen republicans; of the
class of 1!»15, thirteen democrats and
seventeen republicans; of the class of
1013, fourteen democrats and seventeen
repullicans. An absolute democratic ma¬
jority in the Senate is quite within the
possibilities of tine near future. It will be
necessary for the democrats next year to
cari y the legislatures of four states from
which republicans now sit in the Sen¬
ate in order to overcome the present
republican margin, assuming that Maine
continues its present democratic tendency.
The now republican seats falling vacant
In ll»UJ and affected by the election of
next year are those from Idaho, Oregon,
New Jersey, Nebraska, New Hampshire.
Massachusetts, Illinois, Kansas, Montana,
South Dakota, Colorado. Iowa, Minnesota,
Delaware. Michigan. Wyoming and Rhode
Island. Of these three are already in the
democratic class. New Jersey, Nebraska
and Colorado If they should remain
democratic, with Maine, and there should
be no changes in the republican state?
returning senators. Colorado returning
two senators first and last, the upper
house would stand at a tie. forty-six
democrats and forty-six republicans, re-

jymile-s of insurgenlism and not counting
po.-sible senators from Arizona and New
Mexico. It is quite possible that the four
senators from the new states, whose crea¬
tion is apparently about to be effected,
may overturn the republican control that
has continued for so many years

Hoke Smith and the Tariff.
Criticism directed at Gov. Smith for not

presenting himself for service in the Sen-
ats at once Is not convincing so far as

tariff question is concerned. Noth¬
ing really has l>een lost to his party or
ttte country by his absence. The ma¬
neuvering that ha* been going on here,
while Interesting, is not important. It
may lead to a presidential veto, but not
to tariff revision. If revision, much or
little, is to be effected by this Congress it
must come later, at the regular session,
and Gov. Smith will be on hand for Uiat.

\\ here doe** he stand on the tariff ques¬
tion? That Is to say. how far downward
does he think the Payne law should be
revised? As he was a member of Mr.
Cleveland's second cabinet, he must have
been at that time an advocate of a rev¬
enue tariff, and a sympathiser with his
0M ia the contest with Mr. Gorman

over Increasing the amount of protection
In the Wilson bill.
But seventeen years have passed since

then, and here and there democratic
leaders have modified their tariff views.
Has Gov. Smith modified his? Or Is h«
prepared to vote against protection in all
forms all along the line?
For a long time Georgia was accounted

a protection state. Atlanta, because of
Its push and growth, was called a Yankee
town. The Constitution, under the Joint
direction of E. P. Howell and Henry
Grady, was an open advocate of protec¬
tion. In the contest between Mr. Car¬
lisle and Mr. Randall over the Speaker¬
ship of the Forty-eighth Congress, with
the tariff as the issue, it supported the lat¬
ter. who believed in protection. Joseph
E. Brown, an avowed protectionist, was

then a senator from Georgia.
Eight years later came the contest be¬

tween Mr. Mills of Texas and Mr. Crisp
of Georgia over the Speakership of the
Fifty-second Congress, and of course

Georgia supported her son. He stood for
a conservative revision of the tariff,
while Mr. Mills held extreme low tariff
views. The manufacturing states of the
east all sympathised with Mr. Crisp's
candidacy, and the democratic organisa¬
tion In New York sent IJeut. Gov. Shee-
han to Washington to help promote It.
When, therefore, the democrats at the

regular session of the present Congress
take up tariff revision In good earnest
with a view of making a record for the

presidential campaign, where shall we

find the man from Georgia? Standing
with Mr. Bryan In favor of free raw ma¬

terials. or with Mr. Bailey In favor of
taxing raw materials along with the fin¬
ished products? As a member of Mr.
Cleveland's cabinet Gov. Smith stood for
free raw materials. But so at that
time did Mr. Bailey, then a member of
the House. The policy was a bid for
New England votes, but failed of that
object. Hence Mr. Bailey's insistence on

a return to real democratic principles.
Will Gov. Smith return?

/ The Senate and the Recall.
The recall as applied to the Judiciary

Is described by some of Its opponents as

a fad of young men living In new states,
who under the spur and dash of Inex¬
perience are willing to try any experi¬
ment in the way of governmental regula¬
tion. But, notwithstanding the charge,
two of the ablest speeches In the Senate
against that feature of the Arizona con¬

stitution were made by young men from
comparatively new states.
Idaho is a new state, and Mr. Borah Is

only forty-six. His speech was one of
great power and beauty. He touched the
very heart of the question, and with an

argument so sound it should have pre¬
vailed. Although he had attained promi¬
nence in the Senate debate* before this
deliverance, he had said nothing so well;
and although he may remain in the Sen.
ate for years.and he will If his constitu¬
ents are wise.he Is not likely soon to
surpass it. It reads well, and those at a

distance will enjoy It as much as did
those who were fortunate enough to
hear it.
Texas is an older state, but still a

great empire in course of development,
and Mr. Bailey is only forty-eight. His
speech was in his best vein; and that Is
high praise. A lawyer of wide reading,
and holding the bench in profound ven¬

eration, he examined the question as one
of much moment, and acquitted himself
admirably.
As both of these senators are soon to

appeal to their constituents for Indorse¬
ment.their terms expire in March, 1913
.they have shown the full courage of
their convictions. These speeches will en¬
ter into their campaigns and their people
will pass upon them.
Two other speeches of note against the

recall were those of Mr. Root and Mr.
O'Gorman of New York. The one man
when transferred to the Senate was at
the head of the American bar, and the
other a member of the highest court in
the Empire state. Mr. Root spoke at
some length, Mr. O'Gorman briefly. But
the latter In a few words packed a strong
opinion, and gave evidence of being a

courageous man In politics.
We are soon to hear from the Presi¬

dent, and in a message likely to create a

deep impression on the country. He,
too, is a lawyer of the first class, and
will pass upon the question more from
the legal than the political point of view.
Indeed, in the accepted sense, the Presi¬
dent is not a politician at all. and passes
upon no question as a trained politician
would. But. in his way, he has had
much success In politics, and Is enjoying
a growing popularity as the result of his
course. And maybe he will score again
In this case.

The Chicago Aviation Meet.
This afternoon marly two score avi¬

ators of various nationalities begin flights
in Chicago for various prises offered for
difTt-i ent forms of aerial superiority.
They are to try to break endurance rec¬
ords and speed records and height rec¬
ords. They will do all manner of fancy
fly ing and take great risks In the air.
That some of them will come to grief
is almost certain, and the hope on the
eve of the meet Is that It will develop
no fatalities. On the other hand, it Is
to be hoped that the meet will demon¬
strate a material advance In aviation, not
merely as a sport, but as a practical
commercial feature of modern life.
As far as the public can see, airplanes

are today little If any advanced over
those of a year ago. Records have been
broken, it is true. In all directions, but
the airplane has not been brought up-
preclablv closer to the practical stage of
use as a vehicle of every-day transporta¬
tion. either for individuals or for num¬
bers. It may have been perfected some¬
what as a possible war engine, but the
public is not seriously concerned In such
a use. It hopes to see the airplane as
a peace equipment. It may be that local
meets serve as stimulating factors in the
growth of the airplane along these lines.
Evidently the heavier-than-atr machine

still lacks in reliability. The engines con¬
tinue now and then to fall, and the
aviators have not yet mastered the eccen¬
tricities of air currents, the mysteries of
"pockets" and the vagaries of tempera¬
ture. Whether a stabilising device that
lias been reported from abroad is the so¬
lution of the problem of control remains
to be seen. As yet no practical advance
seems to have been made in the applica¬
tion of the gyroscope, from which great
results were expected some time a#o.
Engine reliability is a matter of ported-

h*r detail® and of rood workmanship.
The other day, for Instance, the engine
of one of the machines at College Park
failed In flight because the gasoline feed
ptpe snapped and shut off the supply of
fuel. Stronger parts must be used. The
remarkable flights of Vedrlnes and Con-
neau around England and Scotland with¬
out the breakage of a single one of
ten sealed parts Indicate that In
some machines, at least, there Is now

attained a degree of reliability which
promises well for the future of aviation.

It looks very much as if an Industrious
scientist could secure a larger Income
writing magaxlne and newspaper articles
than he can by working for the govern¬
ment.
