LAUDS RECIPROCITY PACT
BEFORE BRITISH SOCIETY

Charles E. Mallett, Well Known.
Statesman. Derides Talk of Pos¬

sible Annexation.

PORTSMOUTH. Knfiland. September 5.
.The feature of today's meeting of the
British Association was a paper on the
subject of reciprocity between the United
States ami Canada, read by Charles E.
Malleti, ex-financlal secretary to the war

office, and former member nf parliament
for Plymouth.

Mr. Mallet strongly approved the
Canadian-American agreement and de-
t ided the suggestion that it would lend
to annexation. "The Canadian nation-
ality is far too great a living force
today." the speaker said, "to be swal¬
lowed up in the United States."

.Air. Mallet maintained that if Great
Britain attempted to interfere with the
Canadian-American arrangements the
government would not only be violating
opf of tlie first maxims of^the British
empire.namely, fiscal freedom for the
self-governing dominions.hut it would
"be a.sking the greatest British colony
to turn her hack on the greatest market
in the world."
The speaker argtied that anything

which increased th^ national development
of Canada would be a source of imperial
strengt h.

In the illuminating light of these reve¬

lations the primitive and laborious meth¬
ods of those dead and gone writers
whose books still live are calculated to
awaken the just contempt of * "pro¬
gressive" generation.
